In watching the near panic
reaction of manv students to the
recommendations 1 seriously
doubted the existence of an ad-
venturous oirit in the Alma en-
rolIment.

Numerous Greeks seemed to
infer from Uv* consideration o T
altematives to the Greek system
that the committee was declar-
ing the present system inherent-
lybad. This was not the case,
and is the unfortunate result o
inattention t the Ad Hoc ration-
ale.

Greeks should he seriously
concerned about what happens
o sixty percent of the campus
uninvolved with the activities of
sororities and fratemities. D o
they, In fact, “vegetate indorm-
itories'™?

Judging from the dearth of
social and cultural programs,
about which Ad Hoc also made
rerommendatiens, there Ik an
imperative need to redefine our
social organization. I fratemit-
ies and sororities have any de -
fense, if they do contribute sig-

pus either socially or aultural

If the complaint is that we ;

a “suitcase college”, itwill r =
be remedied by immobilize
students, but by present!”’
those activities which encoura
attendance.

If we are attempting to serve
a variety of students we nr
recognize that immobility won
severely  limit diversity. 1t
must also bo recognized that T -
cause of Almas size and lces
ion. regardless of the ahui.,l
program, there isa limit o “m
stimulus a community of this
sort can handle.

Those suggestions regardin®™:
community government strike
me as sane and thoughtful ones.
1 hope that the student body B
ready to accept the responsibili-
ties of an honor-code, a respec*-
ed voice iIn the formulation nf
college policy and the accept -
ance of a single social standard
for men and women.

I hope that the administration
is prepared to accept a truly
diverse student body: one that
sometimes may have represent-
atives of irresponsible extremes,
but one that is accepted because
it contributes to a broader mar-
ket of thinking.

The Store That Confidence Built
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Meyer Discloses Enlargement Of College Facilities

Plans for lhe physical expan-
sion cF Alma College have been
revealed by Dr. Stephen Meyer,
comptroller. In the next seven
years four dorms, tw o dining
ccmmens, a fire arts huilding, a
music building, an auditorium,
a physical educational building,
an addtion to Dow Science Build-
ing and a building for use as
faculty offices and cl»ssrooms will
be added to the present fecilities.
Also, the chapel will be remodel-
ed to accommodate a n”™w organ
and the Memorial Gym will be
transformed into a studeui union.

Increased Enrollment

According t© Meyer the ex-
pansion will allow an increase in
student enrollment. “By 1972,”
he added, “we would have 1550
resident students with approxim-
ately fifty coomuters.” The stu-
dents will be housed iIn three
living—dining complexes.
e The first addition will be the
co-ed dorm and dining complex,
now under oonstruction. The
residence hall will provide ac-
commodations lor 210 students
and the dining hall will seat 5/0.
Construction on another dorm,
north of the one now under con-
struction, will begin in  1988.
This fecility will be ready for

occupancy in 19%0.
A new physical education
building, located north-east of

Dow Science Building, will be
ready in the spring of 1968 if
construction begins this spring.
Meyer said the prospect of con-
struction beginning soon ““looks
pretty good.”

A music building, a fire afs
building and an auditorium, or-
iginally planned as one structure,
will be located south-east cf Dow.

By ti¢* same
token if professors are incapable
of the changes required t© iIn-
tellecually stinulate their stu-
dents then other professors might
he recruited from a different
source. Also, If the adninistrators
cannot change to meet the needs
of the students, or cannot realize
what the requirements are for
each new class, then perhaps
they should be changed.

The cure for non-involvement
does not lie in change alore. The

be concerned there also Admit-
tedly, an increased variety of stu-
dent backgrounds would extend
the scope of ideas on the campus,

but how®™ would thoo ideas and
concepts be dispersed? Would
these students be put on a stage
to perform for the rest of the
student body? These concepts
would not be spread merely by
having the students attend Alma.

Transportation Problems

Another preliminary recommen- lo this.

dation is the ilimination of autos
on the campu <mpo.6> 1 can see
two possibilities; the complete
elimination of a student having
a car while at Alma, or, the re-
moval of the physical presence
of cars from campus.

What are the available trans
portation services to and from
Alma? Geographically, Alma B
strategically located for southem
Michigan, being located iIn the
center of the state. The bus ser-
vice provides two and four buses
caily to and from Alma. These
buses go north and they go south.
They do not go east or west.

The local railroad does not pro-
vide passenger service. There is
no boat service to Alma. Almal
small airport decs not provide n
regularly schedule airline = v
ice. Hitchhiking remain, as the
only means of individual trans-
portation. Personally, 1 cannot
consider hitchhiking home for
Christmas vacation in iiigid
weather e a better altemative
than having a car on campus.

Of ocourse, the parents could
always bring their children t©©
and from Alma. However, | have
observed that in America today,
a very large number of persons
trying to become independent
individuals, do own cars. By be-
coming more dependent on their
parents for many students would
feel a loss of this independent
individualism.

What about these students with
widely different geographic back-
grounds. How would their par-

ents lik o drive for a day
merely t trans purt their
child to oollege? IFf the com-
mittee mean however, merely to
bar cars from campus, perhaps
by the purchase or development
of a parking lot off campus, then
