Four Alma biology students,
Dr. Arlan Edgar, and Dr. Rich-
ard Allen attended the Tri-Beta
1961 Regional Convention at
Hiram College in Ohio Friday
and Saturday, April 14 and 15.

The students. Susan Beatty,
Roscoe Colingsworth, Joyce
Karakas, and Harold Kirk-
patrick, presented four of the
twenty papers at the meeting
and Miss Karakas®s paper was
given an honorable mention.
The papers were independent
study projects.

Her paper had as its subject
“Calcium Deposition in Certain
Chick Embryo Bones.” By using
a special stain for calcium, the
normal development of embry-
onic chick bones was followed
from the time calcium first was
deposited until all bones ap-
peared. This involved a period
beginning at about nine days of
incubation. Joyce’s paper des-
cribed the details of bone devel-
opment.

Hayward will be one of 25 French teachers from this country
t board the Queen Elizabeth in New York June 21, leaving for

an 8-week seminar in France.

The purpose of programs such as this one, which is held under
the Department of State’s educational exchange programs, s
"to increase good will and understanding between people of the
United Slates and people of other coutries.

Approximately half of the
time in France will be spent in
Paris studying conversation,
grammar and phonetics. Cur-
rent problems in French will
also be emphasized, and semin-
ars and field trips will be held.

Following this, there will be
a period of study at a provincial
university. Here 1ihe French
teachers will also have the op-
portunity to observe typical as-
pects of French provincial life.

Hayward was an Alma Col-
lege graduate in 1953.

Editor"s note: Dr. lIrene Lin-
der. Head of the Sociology De-
partment. has written for the
almanian the following on the
topic of Pattems of Culture, by
Ruth Benedict, one of this se-
mester’s reading books. (We
wish to thank her especially for
doing so with such short notice).

The late Professor Benedict
was a distinguished anthropolo-
gist. She was a scholar in the
true sense of the word and she
added to knowledge by her
study and first-hand experience
of many cultures. While Pro-
fessor Benedict was an an-
thropologist by training and
vocation, she also used sociolo-
gy, psychology and philosophy
in_her writing of Patterms of
Culture.

When one examines a culture
it soon becomes evident that the
ways of behaving and the traits
likely fit together with some
distinctiveness. Ruth Benedict
was among the first to describe
a culture in terms of a unified
or integrated plan. This she
did in Pattems of Culture by
describing and referring to the
Zuni as Apollonian and the
Kwakiutl as Dionysian.

Itisto be noted, however,
inat not all cultures are equally
integrated. Integration isa mat-
ter of degree and the degree
*ay presumably be estimated in
a given aulture by the extent to
which there is a single summa-
Jve principle, according 1O
Benedict"s concept.

The central concept of the
book, Pattems ol Culture, has
received criticism at the point
of indicating that each culture
has only One dominant princi-
ple around which integration
takes place. Or. Opler has sug-
gested that in most cultures
there ar~cmany “themes.” Inte-
gration of a culture from this
approach would consist of a
balancing and interplay of
themes.

laymen, and ministers.

Arriving 1in Washington on
March 6, the group spent this
first half of the meeting listen-
ing to talks given by and dis-
cussions led by officials of the
state department, congressional
leaders, staff members of both
these groups, and the secretary
of the Office of Church and So-
ciety. One of the principle
speakers was Dr. Ea nest Le-
fever, Expert, on Arms Control,
Washington Center of Foreign
Policy Research, Johns Hopkins
University. Lcfever is also auth-
or of the book Ethics and Unit-
ed States Foreign Policy (avail-
able in paper back edition".

March 8, the group arrived in
New York City. Here the main
point of interest and study was
the UN and its relationship to
the problem of disarmament.
Meetings were held chiefly with
the American delegations. A
meeting scheduled with the
Soviet delegation was cancelled.

Dr. Ping felt that discussion
of the topic developed along
basically three lines. The first
level was one he found most
often presented by the govern-
ment officials. This was the lev-
el of looking at the whole prob-
lem of disarmament in the light
of potentials for practical and
prudential "as regards the “self-
interest” of the nation® solution
to the problem.

A second level was one which
attempted to articulate the bas-
ic principles of the Christian
ethic which should be applied
when dealing with the whole
matter of foreign policy and
disarmament.

The third level was one, said
Ping, which might be consid-
ered as a reconciliation of the
first two. In discussions on this
level, an attempt was made to
define a concrete and specific
policy which would be in ac-
cordance with Christian ethics
and would yet be actually pos-
sible in the world as it is.

Dr. Ping makes it clear that
this conference by no means
provided any simple answer to
the whole problem, whose com-
plexity, he said, was quite well
impressed on his mind by the
meeting. He does feel, however,
that the conference has made
it additionally clear to him that
“the great need 1is to see in
what, ifany, way the Christian
faith ought to and may inform
social and governmental poli-
cy.” There is also, he said, “a
need for a disciplined under-
standing- created by a study of
the Christian ethic.”

The World Affairs Seminar
is an annual event sponsored
by the Board. Each year there
is a different topic in the gener-
al field of the church and so-
ciety.

The controversial film, “Op-
eration Abolition,” was shown
at the Alma Bank basement
Wed. evening. About 50% of
the audience was Alma stu-
dents, it was reported.

In the area of
problems, the fol-
lowing eight were
determined to be
the most critical: 1)
acquiring adequate
secretarial help, 2*
finding suitable liv-
ing quarters. 3» un-
derstanding college
policies  regarding

promotions and sal- D

ary increases. 4,
acquiring adequate office
space. 5> knowing what other
college departments expect of
“my” department, 6) lack of
teaching aids, 7) using effective
discussion techniques in class,
and 8) developing effective lec-
tures.

Of these eigit, new faaulty
members in all the schools
found the first five to be most
aitical. However, the faculty
in the smaller of the schools
identified as especially aital,
the last three.

It was also found that the
sex, age, and previous experi-
ence of the participants had
some bearing in determining
the degree of difficulty experi-
enced in these problems. Level
of preparation had little bear-
ing.

Administrative practices most
commonly advocated to help re-
solve these problems were: I)
not immediately assigning new
faculty members tw faalty
comittees. 2lgiving more at-
tention t® housing for pew

McCall was authorized by the

ientation and in-service pro-
glams-

convention running so late, portions of
the convention stooped to "boo” the
speaker. This meeting convened for
lunch, at noon.

Caucus Again

At 12:30, Alma again caucused. The
credentials committee had delayed pro-
ceedings, and more anxiety was creat-
ed. At 2. the session resumed. The
election of officers was to he first on
the agenda : however, the delay of the
credentials committee forced the dis-
cussion of foreign policy into this po-
sition. This was t be discussed for
three hours, from 2:30-5:30. At 5, the
credentials committee returned to the
Moor of the convention, and an argu-
ment as to whether or not the creden-
tials report should be given at this
point followed. Foreign policy, howev-
er. was discussed uitil it was Tfinished
at 5:30.

The hall was supposed to be cleared
by 5:30, since the hotel had a hanciuet
scheduled for 6:30.

Meeting Resumed

"hen the convention resumed after
the banquet, chairs were arranged so
as to encourage quieler discussion and
the hotel brought in police to insure
that order would be maintained.

During the meeting which ensued, the
first order of business was the creden-
tials committee report which had orig-
inally been scheduled for earlier in
the morning.

The credentials committee was at
this point challenged by the various
states and the schools. Each school was
due one delegate per ten club mem-
bers: Alma had been given its eight
delegates and saw no need to challenge.

At one moment during this discus-
sion. the conservative University of
Indiana brought forth a point of or-
der as to the legality of the credentials
committee and their report.

In the vote following, this point of
order, a “yes” vote favored McPher-
son while a "no” vote favored All-
stine. “lhe Michigan delegation was
polled and resulting in slightly over
50% “yes”: thus Alma voted as a
block, casting its votes “yes”.

Ahstinels conservative forces won by
such a great margin that at this point
Pete McPherson conceded the election.
Abstine came to the floor and delivered
his acceptance speech. A formal wvote
to accept Abstine had been neglected,
although the outcome was beyond doubt.

Other items of business not previous-
ly flnished were taken care of after
the election of officars.

This chemical is found in na-
iure in mosl animals at the
nerve endings and serves to
transmit impulses from nerve
to nerve and nerve to muscle.

In “Techniques Used 1In a
Study of Hibernation in Rana
Pipiens," the paper by Roscoe
Colingsworth, information from
several literary sources was
combined, and then instruments
were assembled to regulate the
flow of air past a hibernating
frog and then to collect the car-
bon dioxide released by the
frog. From this information the
rate of metabolism and the kind
of food material used for ener-
gy bv the frog were determined.
To measure bhoth internal and
external temperatures, electri-
cal measuring apparatus was
used.

Sue Beatty"s paper was on
“The Effects of Testosterone

Propionate on Sex Determina-
tion in the Chick Erbryo."" The
development of gonads (sex
glands) in chick embryos was
traced from the undifferential
stage through the time when
either maleness or femaleness
was shown. The male hormone,
testosterone, was  injected  in-
to the developing eggs, and it
seemed to influence sex revers-
al in several cases.

Alma was among 11 colleges
from New York, Pennsylvania,
Ohio, and Michigan in attend-
ance at the convention. About
100 persons from Albion Col-
lege, Alma, Bowling Green Uni -
versity, Canisius College, Grove
City College, Hiram, Kent State
University, Michigan State Uni -
versity, Nazareth College, Theil
College, and Westminster Col-
lege were there.

Of the 20 papers, the other 16
were from MSU. Hiram, and
Albion.

This regional convention in-
cluded two districts. Last year,
Alma hosted the regional Tri-
