Pen of a Siot

This is an age of chronic 
arms racing, taken-for-granted 
compulsory military service, 
and an economy geared to 
preparation for war and/or the 
staving off of war by produc­
tion of the weapons of war. In 
such an age, anything faintly 
odorous of what is commonly 
called pacificism is immediate­
ly and contemptuously laugh­
ed or sneered off as impractical 
and dangerous “fanaticism.” 
Today I’d like to reconsider 
this “fanaticism.”

W e  all know about the British 
philosopher Bertrand Russell 
and his recent pacifist demon­
strations against nuclear test­
ing. A n d  surely w e ’ve all 
heard of more local and less 
well-organized and less publi­
cized ones which occur across 
our nation, particularly on col­
lege campuses or sponsored by 
college groups. Such were the 
“sit-out” protest in a farmer's 
field organized by a group of 
students from Delta College 
'six miles south of Bay City) a 
few weeks ago and the protest 
parade from the Student Union 
to the State Capital planned at 
about the same time by M S U  
students.
First reactions to such dem­

onstrations of pacificism, es­
pecially those not led by one 
such as Russell, usually contain 
a good deal of skepticism as to 
the real motives (or even the 
sanity) of those involved. .And 
as an attitude reflecting sus­
picion that these demonstra­
tions do not meet the require­
ments of genuine concern, such 
reaction seems quite healthy 
and commendable.
However, even if all these 

demonstrations were the work 
of those either demented or try­
ing to fulfill a need to be dif­
ferent or be noticed or some 
other such need, let’s be care­
ful not to “throw out the baby 
with ihe bath.” That is, no mat­
ter how insincere or demented 
the propounders and users of 
an idea m a y  be. the idea itself 
must be considered on its own 
merit, not those of its pro­
pounders and users. Let us 
consider pacifism only on its 
own merits —  or shortcomings.

But before actual considera­
tion of either merits or short­
comings, let’s get straight on 
one thing. W e  all k n o w  that 
our culture today considers 
pacificism pure fanaticism— im­
practical, idealistic madness. 
But for any of us w h o  r e a d  
Patterns of Culture last year, 
or w h o  have been exposed to 
and have thought about any

Bergman's "Seventh Seal" 
Will S h o w  Sunday Night 
In International Series
The International Film Series continues this Sunday evening, 

December 3, with the showing of Ingmar B er gman’s “The Sev­
enth Seal,” at 8 p.m. in D o w  Auditorium.

Set in Sweden in the middle of the fourteenth century, “The 
Seventh Seal” follows the homeward journey of the knight, A n ­
tonins Block, and his squire as they return from the Crusades. 
They find that Sweden, as well as Europe, has been scourged by 
the Black Death. The knight is tormented by doubt and uncer­
tainty, but finds faith and strength to engage the figure of Death 
in a symbolic g a m e  of chess.

Ingmar Bergman, w h o  both wrote and directed the film, is con­
sidered to be unquestionably the foremost film writer and director 
in Sweden. H e  has gained much international recognition.

“The Seventh Seal” has re­

of the ideas of recent sociol­
ogy and psychology, this cul­
tural opinion should m ea n lit­
tle enough to us. For most of 
the values and central ideas 
and attitudes around which- 
any given culture organizes its 
activities are quite entirely cul­
turally determined. They are 
not the true or right ones simp­
ly because a culture happens to 
think or assume they are.

N o w  our culture rejects pa­
cificism completely. To espouse 
it is to be a fanatic— pitiable, 
dangerous, or any number of 
similarly disagreeable things. 
But here, as above, w e  must 
considei the idea only on its 
o w n  merits, not on the opinion 
of the culture.

In a culture such as ours, 
there are few enough w h o  will 
dare to examine this complete­
ly rejected idea: of those few, 
w e  must be a part. For it is 
w e  w h o  have been taught to 
look for genuine truth in t h e 
face of seeming o- accepted 
truth. If we, the educated, the 
educating, the truth-searchers, 
do not dare investigate an idea 
rejected by our society, no one 
will.

It’s not that 1 think this 
school should turn into a bunch 
of “oddball” (perhaps, though,

not so “oddball”) pacifists, 
demonstrating by starving our­
selves or marching down to 
Lansing. But I do think w e  
ought to consider an idea which 
just may possibly be valid. A n d  
w e  ought not fear the labels 
"Fanatic!” or "Madman!” if w e  
happen to find validity, if rea­
son demands action.

And there m a y  be such valid­
ity —  though I'm not entirely 
certain now. There is hardly 
room to present the reasons for 
and against such validity in 
this column. So I'll just pose a 
few questions which m a y  guide 
thinking on this (perhaps) i m ­
portant matter.

What is power? Are there any 
other types of power than the 
power of physical violence and 
killing? It there proof for the 
assumption that the ultimate 
kind of power is that of vio­
lence? Is there any real thing 
which might be called t h e 
power of love 'the reader is to 
immediately dismiss from h i s 
mind any of the usual drippy, 
.‘•nccharin sort of meaning usu­
ally associated with this word 
"love.”)?

And h o w  about those of us 
w h o  profess to be followers of 
Christ? Is it possible that w e  
m a y  have to face the possibility 
that our professed “lord” would 
have us bo “fanatical” i n 
these days? It seems t h a t  
something like this was asked 
of the early Christians. Or 
those of us w h o  find no reason 
to accept Christianity, but still 
bold to the basic humanistic 
values of our Western Judca- 
Christian tradition. Might it 
not have to be admitted that it 
is the pacifists w h o  truly resent 
in action the core values upon 
which are based the claims this 
Western tradition makes about 
the way in which it is best for 
m a n  to live?

There are m a n y  other ques­
tions. What are your answers?

What Is N 5 A ?
By Bruce A. Gleason

In the years following World 
W a r  11, students w h o  had wit­
nessed the horrors of wax wish­
ed to prevent future wars. 
Students from all over the 
world gathered together in 
1946 at the World Student 
Congress of that year. The 
Congress was held in Prague, 
Czechoslovakia, with the intent 
of organizing students to pre­
vent war.

Twenty-five American Stu­
dents, representing colleges 
and universities, and national 
youth organizations like the 
Y M C A ,  went as delegates to 
the 1946 World Student Con­
gress. These students quickly 
realized that they could not 
democratically represent the 
American Student Community. 
After observing the National 
Student Organizations of other 
countries these students return­
ed to the United States with 
the idea of forming a national 
student organization here.
A conference was held at the 

University of Chicago, Decem­
ber 23-30, 1946. Over 700 dele­
gates representing more than 
800.000 students gave up their 
Christmas vacations to attend. 
These students decided to form 
the United States National Stu­
dent Association and they call­
ed a constitutional convention 
for September, 1947.

The con-con was held at the 
University of Wisconsin with 
delegates present representing

more than 300 schools. Their 
two biggest problems were the 
organization to be adopted for 
the Association and the draft­
ing of a constitution. They 
decided the membership would 
consist of student governments 
representing their student bo­
dies. They adopted a consti­
tution and thus founded the 
United States National Student 
Association (USNSA).

The intent of the founders of 
U S N S A  was for the Association 
to represent American Students 
internationally. U S N S A  took 
this as one of its functions. It 
also represents students on na­
tional levels. The present scope 
of the Association is both di­
verse and complex. This can 
be seen in the organization of 
U S N S A  which will appear in 
this column next week.
