Our reactions to this commercialism monster 
BK- varied: some bah-humbug about it through­
out the season and in doing so squelch any joy 
that might be there; some become convinced 
that C hristmas joy n a material store-bought 
thing: and others celebrate the season with as 
m u c h  joy and as little commercialism as possible.

A n  Ideal Letter
Questions have arisen concerning our pol­

icy of Letters to the Editor." Although w e  have 
no set of rules, a clarification of the attitude of 
the editorial hoard can be made.

First and most important, w e  feel that "Let­
ters to the Editor" arc very desirable and add 
m u c h  to the ahnanhw, thus our "weekly plea.” 
Here people can complain about, question, or 
praise whatever is on their minds, bringing it 
befori the readers, w h o m  w e  hope will include 
the someone to w h o m  praise is due or w h o  has 
so answei to the problem.

But, although we plead for letters, at times 
it is impossible to print all those w e  receive, for 
various reasons.

In order to state these reasons, let us out­
line what w e  feel would be an ideal letter, one 
that would be printed without reservations.

It would be one turned in before the M o n ­
day 7 pan. deadline, clearly written, not overly 
lengthy, m  good taste, and in letter form, (rather 
than just an excerpt from a hook, for example—  
someone w h o  wishes to bring such an excerpt be­
fore the student body might better paraphrase

W e  would like to think that the latter 
is the proper attitude.

But we shouldn’t forget our concern about 
Christmas commercialism. Just as w e  should 
carry the spirit of Christmas throughout the 
year, so should w e  carry this concern about eco­
nomic emphasis and pressures in modern A m e r ­
ican life throughout the year.

Almaniim policy requires only that the editor 
k n o w  the writer of the letter, but anyone will­
ing to submit a signed letter will perhaps make 
a greater impact with his letter, w e  believe. A n d  
although anonymity seems a safer and wiser course 
in some cases, anyone wishing to register a legiti­
mate complaint, for example, will be more apt to 
have it recognized by those in power if he signs 
the letter.

O n e  thing more needs clarifying: the
(iln/dtiiiin would like to receive your opinions 
about the content of our pages, the way it is 
printed, etc. W e  do not receive enough writ­
ten comments on our attempts and many times 
have to base our o w n  plans for improvement on 
stall reactions.

Tlulre. That's a good enough "weekly plea" 
to last you all through the holidays —  when 
you’re there at h o m e  with nothing to d o ....

Pen of a Scot

In this day of the rather obv­
ious secularization of the cele­
bration of Christmas, the cry 
“Let’s put Christ back into 
Christmas!” has become one of 
the commonest yuletide expres­
sions. In fact, heard so often 
that it surprises or offends 
hardly anyone, it’s really quite 
the proper thing to do.

Bui I wish we'd hear it a lit­
tle less efien. Or at least, I wish 
fewer people would heed it. 
That's right. I wish fewer peo­
ple would "put Christ back into 
Christmas."

For let’s look a minute at the 
Christ w h o  gets “put back.” 
H e ’s a sweet baby— haloed by 
golden sparkly stuff, held in 
the a rm s  of a beautiful and se­
rene M a d o n n a — on the card 
sent to the minister. H e ’s a 
cheap creche-scene set u p  
a m o n g  the elaborate Santas 
and reindeer and wreaths and
candles and bells a n d -- set up
as afterthought that it’s a nice 
idea to remind the kids what 
Christmas is "really” about 
'after all, this Jesus did have .1 
pretty little set of nice morals, 
didn’t he, and kids should a t 
least be exposed to such nice 
ideas as peace and love and 
brotherhood and not doing nas­
ty little things unto others, 
shouldn’t they?)

He's a piously intoned prayer 
reverently and perhaps a bit 
shamed-facedly ( T H A T  gives 
one such a good feeling) listen­
ed to as it comes at the end of 
£ very merry T V  program of 
glitter and song and dance and 
wonderful Christmas spirit. Or 
an " A v e  Maria" rung with sen­
timentally overpowering gran­
deur at the end cf the same.

I could go on. But this is 
enough. All too often t h i s  
Christ w h o  gets “put back” into 
Christmas is a squeezed up, cut 
down, little p y g m y  of t h e 
Christ whose birth Christmas 
celebrates; this Christ is hard­
ly deserving even of being as­
sociated with the n a m e  “the 
Christ.”

T h e  reason he’s squeezed up 
this way, shortened. m a d e  
small, is simply that, for vari­
ous reasons, m a n y  of us aren’t 
able to fit the full-statured, tall, 
almost infinitely big Christ into 
Christmas. O r  in other words, 
w e  can’t accept a Christ of the 
rather awful largeness which 
is what is truly proclaimed 
about him.
And this is not particular­

ly surprising (nor necessarily 
to be condemned.) After all, it's 
certainly no small pill to swal­
low that a finite man born in 
obscurity and filth, who> lived 
his life in a universe ŵ th a 
flat earth at its canter, was ac­
tually the breaking into the 
world of that which truly IS, 
that which alone is truly infin­
ite. that which created ALL—  
cosmos, electrons, brains —  
ALL. that which corresponds 
to the ultimate Truth which 
philosophers and scientists 
have consciously striven so 
hard for, and the unconscious 
search for which has created 
the sublime music, art and 
poetry of the masters.

T o  put this Christ, this full- 
sized Christ, back into Christ­
m a s  is quite understandably 
just a bit too m u c h  for m a n y  of 
us land admittedly, it m a y  be

Service Set For 
Tuesday At 7

Tuesday evening at 7:30 the 
Chapel will be the scene for 
the annual Christmas Candle­
light Service.

The Candlelight Service is a 
cycle of Scripture lessons frac­
ing the prophecy and nativity 
of Jesus from the Old Tesia- 
meni prophets through to t h e 
Gospel of John, according to 
Jim Sorenson.

T h e  lessons will be read by 
m e m b e r s  of the college c o m m u ­
nity, representing students, fac­
ulty, and administration, and 
each lesson will be followed by 
a carol.

“T h e  Candlelight Service is 
an ancient tradition that goes 
back to ancient England. It is 
a traditional Advent and Christ­
m a s  service that has its origins 
in the ancient liturgies of the 
English church. The service 
has been kept in the universi­
ties of England,” stated Soren­
son.

"The service has been adap­
ted for ufie in college chapels 
so m e m b e r s  of different de­
nominations and faiths can 
take part." added Sorenson.

Last year w a s  the first time 
this service had been held on a 
wee k  night. Previously the serv­
ice had been the Candlelight 
Service at the Sunday evening 
Vespers service the S u n d a y  be­
fore Christmas vacation began.

Upperclassmen were excused 
from their Chapel service today, 
and the freshmen are reminded 
that they will not be required 
to attend Chapel on Monday, 
according to the Rev. Charles 
House, college chaplain.

Although it is h oped that 
students will attend this spec­
ial service in lieu of their regu­
lar chapel, Attendance at the 
Candlelight Service is not re­
quired.

O n  Monday, January 8. at 
8:30 p.m., in Tyler Auditor­
ium, A l m a  College’s Lecture- 
Concert Series will present Mr. 
William Clauson, international 
balladeer.

Clauson, a Swiedish-Ameri- 
can, is considered the world's 
leading singer of folksongs and 
ballads and is also a highly 
regarded guitarist.

Clauson, although residing in 
California, is almost constant­
ly on tour, appearing in con- . 
certs from Hong K o n g  to C o ­
penhagen. W h e n  he roams 
throughout the globe. “El 
Charro Guero” <the blond c o w ­
boy-singer*, as the Mexicans 
cheerfully call him, gathers 
songs and interprets them in 
his concerts. H e  is the modern 

. counterpart of the old world 
troubadour and certainly the 
m o s t . travelled of all present- 
day balladeers.

"William Clauson is a viking 
of song, to m e  irresistible, one 
of the most colorful and versa­
tile singers and accomplished 
guitarists that I have ever 
heard," said famous American 
poet, Gael Sandburg.

A  N e w  York T imes music 
critic said with admiration, 
“William Clauson held his audi­
ence spellbound-- a beautiful
tenor voice... .guitar accom­
paniments that are musical and 
sometimes spectacular. H  e 
m a d e  this critic feel good.” 

Clauson does not use the 
conventional concert program 
of prc-selected material. Like 
the minstrel of old he draws 
upon his extensive repertoire 
as the concert proceeds and in­
troduces his selections from the 
stage.

In the course of an evening, 
Clauson can be expected to run 
the gam ut  of styles— charming 
Appalachian songs, languishing 
Mexican airs, lilting Irish dit­
ties, ecstatic spirituals and rhy­
thmic w o r k  songs— all without 
apparent effort.

N 6 w  under exclusive con­
tract to Capitol Records, Clau­
son has an impressive list of 
fine recordings to his credit.

What Is N S A ?

In compiling a description of 
the structure of U S N S A  there 
is an ever-present problem of 
whether to start at the bottom 
or the top. I have chosen to 
start at the grass roots level 
because I wish to emphasize 
the importance of the student 
interest, knowledge and par­
ticipation in U S N S A .
The entire structure of the 

Association rests on the stu­
dents of the member campus­
es. These students elect a stu­
dent government to represent 
them before the administration 
and faculty. The student gov­
ernment also should represent 
the student before the world. 
This is why a college or uni­
versity affiliates with USNSA. 
NSA provides a ground for the 
meeting of students from all 
over the United States to dis­
cuss and express student opin­
ion before the world.

U S N S A  is divided into 21 re­
gions, each of which has its 
o w n  organizational structure. 
This structure begins with the 
m e m b e r  school student govern­
ments that U S N S A  represents. 
These student governments 
elect or appoint delegates to 
regional assemblies which are 
held twice a year. The n um be r  
of delegates is determined by 
the size of the school. At each 
Spring Regional Assembly a 
Regional Staff is elected from 
and by the delegates. This 
staff consists of a Regional 
Chairman, Vice-Chairman, N a ­
tional Affairs Vice Chariman, 
and International Affairs Vice- 
Chairman. T h e  Regional Staff 
is responsible to the delegates 
to the regional assemblies who 
are in turn responsible to their 
respective student gov em- 
ments. The student govern­
ments are responsible to the 
students. Student governments 
also choose delegates to the

is a similar, but more compli­
cated, chain of authority. The 
reason that it is more compli­
cated is its extensive scope. 
Again the student governments 
throughout the country send 
delegates, this time to the N a ­
tional Student Congress which 
convenes each summer. The 
Congress elects a nevr National 
Staff each time it mec ts.

The National Staff consists 
of a President, a National Af­
fairs Vice-President, an Inter­
national Affairs Vice - Presi­
dent, two Program Vice-Pres­
idents, and a sizable number 
of assistants appointed by  these 
people. T h e  National Staff op­
erates the National Office of 
U S N S A  which is divided into 
the National and International 
Commissions. The National 
Staff is responsible to the N a ­

tional Student Congress and 
' again ultimately responsible to 
students.

There is also one other N a ­
tional agency of U S N S A .  This 
is the National Executive C o m ­
mittee, which is composed of 
the Chairmen and Vice-Chair­
m e n  of the 21 regions. The 
N E C  is responsible to the dele­
gates to the National Student 
Congress and to the m em be rs  
respective regions. Hence the 
N E C  is in two ways responsible 
to student governments a n d  
students.

All the various facets of this 
Structure are connected in one 
w a y  or another as has been 
shown. But perhaps the con­
nection seems too complex and 
indirect to be adequate. This 
is probably true and this is 
where the N S A  c a m p u s  coor­
dinator comes in.
This person is a key figure 

in tying USNSA together. Any­
thing that any agency of the 
Association does is given an­
other chain back to the campus 
through him. Conversely, any­
thing that is done on campus is 
related back to the appropriate 
agencies of USNSA be they re­
gional or national. The pos­
sessor of this office is a central 
figure in the structure of US­
NSA.

It might have occured to you 
by n o w  that I have consistant- 
]y omitted the function of the 
various parts of the Associa­
tion that I have described. I 
did this purposely because this 
is best done by showing what 
these agencies have done and 
w h a t  they are doing. This will 
c o m e  later.

Architect Discusses 
Overall Development

M u c h  has been said and v/rit- 
len about the n e w  buildings, 
lamp posts, and proposed struc­
tures on campus, but little is 
heard of the underlying p l a n  
behind the expansion.

According to Vice president 
Harold VandenBosch, consul­
tants from Michigan State U n i ­
versity and the University of 
Michigan were called in a n d ,  
along with our architects, (Lewis 
J. Sarvis Associates, Battle 
Creek) formed an overall 
campus development plan.

The following is a discussion 
of the develcpment program 
from the view of Mr. Lewis J. 
Sarvis, architect.

In regard to the goals, Sarvis 
states:

*Tn the development of A l m a  
College, w e  are endeavoring to 
use (ho land and area available 
to the m a x i m u m ,  without cre­
ating a crowded or undesirable 
condition, to provide a pleas­
ant. balanced, orderly joining 
of building spaces and 1 a n d 
spaces —  with the buildings so 
related and grouped that they 
will afford the greatest con­
venience for the use of stu­
dents.”

There are two design groups 
provided in the plan, he says. 
O n e  is the constellation of dor­
mitories, food service, and stu­
dent activities. T h e  other in­
cludes administration buildings, 
the library, and classrooms, 
centered as m u c h  as possible.
"The Chapel must remain Ihe 

dominant building," Sarvis 
maintains.

H e  spoke also of an ‘‘especial 
quality, a character . . . that 
is distinctly Alma.” It is ‘‘a 
happy blending of social life, 
educational and religious activ­
ity, and constructive purpose.”
Location affects this charac- 

ter. Sarvis said, "This is a small 
college in a small Michigan 
community, in a Central States 
area." Building materials, as 
‘well as design, "should interpret 
these distinctly Alma qualities."

The Italian ag­
gression in Ethiopia, the Jap­
anese aggressions in China, 
m o r e  recently the Russian sup­
pression of the Hungarian revolt 
and Russian testing of the fifty 
megbton b o m b  a few months 
ago.i all point to the validity of 
the statement.

W h e n  President Wilson pre­
sented his Fourteen Points at 
the close of World W a r  I, they 
wer e  hailed by the world as 
the elements which would pro­
vide an enduring peace and in­
sure the “Rights of Humanity.”
