Start Working On N e w  Dorm

Is New Approach 
In Undergrad Bio

A  grant from the Atomic E n ­
ergy Commission which during 
the course of four years will 
affect ;it least 500 students (out 
of a total enrollment of about 
750' has been received by  the 
Biology Department. T h e  $7500 
grant will enable the depart­
ment to keep pace with the 
n e w  developments of this scien­
tific age.

The funds are for the pur­
chase of equipment through 
which the Biology Department 
can implement the detection 
and study of radioisotopes by 
students.

N e w  K\ proach
This type of a program, in­

cluding the study of radioactiv­
ity. is definitely a n e w  approach 
in the teaching of undergradu­
ate biology students The stan­
dard biology laboratory m a n u ­
als do not include experiments 
involving radiation or explana­
tions of the basic concepts in 
this imnortanf field. With the 
availability of the n e w  equip­
ment the Biology Department 
will introduce n e w  experi­
ments, involving tracers, detec­
tion. measurement and use of 
radioactivity as a part of the 
regular biology program.

With an approach to radioac­
tivity in its program of study, 
A l m a  is taking the lead in an ­
other n e w  educational concept 
a m o n g  the u n d e r g r a d u a le 
schools of the state.

The new equipment will in­
clude a total of five scalers with 
a Geiger-Mueller counter, gas 
flow counter, proportional coun­
ter, as well as monitoring 
meters. Another important part 
of the n e w  equipment will be 
lead vaults for keeping the ra­
dioactive materials safe as well 
as safely equipment for the 
students and professors working 
with the radioactive materials.

Snowbound in N e w  York

The N e w  Y or k  Tour w a s  unexpectedly snowbound w h e n  the 
blizzard of last w e e k  grounded all planes.

It w a s  a dramatic climax to a wee k  of activities in N e w  
York City. The tour left on M o n d a y  morning, flying by jet.

B y  omitting those c e r t a i n  
words, an optimism not w a r ­
ranted by  any evidence is af­
firmed. A n d  as Swanson point­
ed out, although optimism is 
a virtue when there is reason 
to be optimistic, ‘ w h e n  evi­
dence is against you, w h e n  
your conviction tells you other­
wise, optimism for the sake of 
being optimistic is a coward's 
escape.”

Thus the optimism ol the 
quote as it stands in Reid-Knox 
must be seen, continued S w a n ­
son, by the students and fac­
ulty to be not fully warranted. 
A n d  this must be faced— if de­
mands courage.

Thus, Swanson told the con­
vocation, there is in this “U n ­
finished Sentence” a “parable 
in stone,” one which will "an­
noy” and “bother us” and re­
mind of the courage and hones­
ty which are necessary in the 
intellectual life of pursuit of 
truth.

The convocation was opened 
with the academic procession 
of the facultv, headed by Pro­
fessor Harlan McCall, Marshall 
of the Faculty. T h e  recent 
completion by McCall of his 
doctorate requirements was ac­
knowledged during the serviefe. 
Also acknowledged was the ad­
dition to the faculty of Mr. El­
m e r  Morgan, n e w  m e m b e r  of 
the psychology department.

G ro un d  has been broken and 
wor k  started for another n e w  
residence hall for w o m e n  stu­
dents. This is the second resi­
dence to be constructed in two 
years on the campus and is 
scheduled to be completed by 
September.

This building will provide 
housing for 185 w o m e n  students 
and will permit the college to 
increase its enrollment from 
750 to 900 students next year.

Dr. Robert D. Swanson, Pres­
ident of the College, has stated 
that the construction of the 
n e w  residence hall has become 
necessary because of the in­
creasing numbers of students 
w h o  wish to attend the College.

" W e r e  it not for this build­
ing." he slates, "applications for 
admission from w o m e n  stu­
dents would have to be closed 
by early February. T h e  n u m ­
ber of applications received 
thus far is double the n u m b e r  
for the same d M e  a year ago."

Last September I tchell H a M  
was crmpleted and n w  houses 
185 men. Mitchell Hall was the 
first of a quadrangle f four 
residence halls and an addition­
al dining hall to be constructed 
on the campus; this n e w  resi­
dence will be the second.

W h e n  all four of the contem­
plated n e w  residence halls are 
completed the college enroll­
ment will be increased to ap ­
proximately 1200 students.

T h e  honor of breaking ground 
for the n e w  building went to 
N ancy Vogan, a senior and 
president of the Association of 
W o m e n  Students. Also partici­
pating were various residence 
hall presidents and house lead­
ers on the campus. <See picture 
on page 3.)

The n e w  structure is being 
buiU directly behind Gelston 
Haii and immediately west of 
Memorial G ym nasium, using 
m u c h  of the remaining area of 
former Davis Field.

Sir Hugh Foot 
To Talk On Africa

Sir Hugh Foot, a leading Brit­
ish overseas administrator, will 
speak in Dunning Chapel at 
7:30 p.m., Friday, February 17, 
on “Africa, the Third Force."

For thirty years Foot has 
been involved in the m o v e m e n t  
to prepare colonial dependen­
cies for political freedom and 
self-government.

H e  has seen administrative 
service in three widely separat­
ed areas. H e  w a s  the last British 
Governor of Cyprus before that 
island became independent. For 
nearly seven years, he w a s  G o v ­
ernor of Jamaica, and under his 
popular leadership the Carib­
bean island achieved internal 
self-government and the foun­
dations were laid for the F e d ­
eration of the West Indies. Pre- 
viousy. Foot w a s  Chief Secre­
tary of Nigeria.

W h e n  that African nation, 
which has the largest popula­
tion on the continent, achieved 
independence last October, Sir 
H u g h  attended the celebration 
ceremonies there.

Foot is well k n o w n  as a vig­
orous and dynamic speaker, 
carrying on in the tradition of 
his father, Isaac Foot, a former 
Liberal minister and a splendid 
orator.

Fifth in the current Lecture 
Concert Series, Sir H u g h  Foot 
will be followed by the D o n  
Cossack Chorus and Dancers, on 
M a r c h  4 and Theodore Ullrnan, 
pianist, on April 22. In connec­
tion with the annual Fine Arts 
Festival, Franz Reyders, mime, 
will be performing April 26.

pi its disposal dark r o o m  facili­
ties and a radiation laboratory 
Sot the preparation of samples.

Grants Purpose 
"This grant is intended for 

Paining students in the actual 
use and handling of radioiso­
topes rather than research,” 
states Dr. Lester Ever, head of 
the Biology Department. "Al­
though,” he  continues, “s o m e  of 
the equipment to be purchased 
will be of research calibre.” 

With experiments in radio­
activity included in the intro­
ductory biology and geology 
courses approximately 500 stu­
dents will at least become ac­
quainted with radioactivity dur­
ing the course of four years and 
have an opportunity to perform 
a m i n i m u m  of one laboratory 
experiment in radioactivity.

"The whole program of the 
Biology Department,” states Dr. 
Fyer, is going through an evo­
lutionary change from p r e d o m ­
inantly descriptive kind of 
biology to m o r e  qualitative bi­
ology.”

lelping the Biology depart- 
m e n t  to keep in step with this 
atomic age a n d  assisting Dr. 
Ever in introducing this n e w  
concept into the department will 
be Dr. Arlan Edgar, Dr. Richard 
Allen and Professor Ronald 
Kapp.

\n experiment on the first 
yt ir level m a y  well deal with 
un.cellular algae which are al­
lowed to incorporate calcium- 
45 solution. T h e  algae are fed 
to microcrustaceans (water 
fleas) and U u ; o  in turn are fed 
to small fish. T h e  fish as well 
n the algae a n d  microcrusta- 

ins would then be examined

graphs a n d  sample counting. 
This so-called “food chain” 
exists in nature and could 
readily be examined quantita­
tively in the laboratory.

During the second year the 
student receives training in 
techniques of detection, m e a s ­
urement a n d  use of radioiso­
topes.

Independent Research
During the sophomore and 

junior years he learns h o w  these 
techniques can be applied to 
s o m e  practical problem suitable 
for independent research. S o m e  
of the better students are en ­
couraged at the junior level to 
begin investigating a research 
problem.

Senior students are required 
to carry an  independent re­
search problem to completion 
a n d  to write a paper suitable 
for publication. This require­
ment of biology majors is in 
line with the projected program 
of the college which will require 
of all seniors a research project 
in their major field culminating 
in a major research paper.

This n e w  pogram stressing 
the p he no me na  of radioactivity 
did not go into effect until the 
beginning of this semester. 
There have been in the past, 
however, several research proj­
ects utilizing phases of radio­
activity.

O n e  siudeni is presently 
studying the incorporation of 
calcium in the developing bones 
of chick embryos. In this re­
search calcium-45 is the isotope 
used.

Another student, w h o  has 
h a d  a course in genetics, is in­
vestigating the effects of radio­
activity on fruit flies.

During the course of a year 
the Biology Department has
