All roads lead to Africa. This variation on an old t heme 
could well be the motto for two persons here at A l m a  College. 
Miss Nola Hatton. Director of Student Activities, and Gloria M c ­
Intyre, B ir mingham freshman, are part of Operation - Crossroads, 
Africa. Inc., for the s u m m e r  of 1961.

T h e  two hundred fifty persons going will be divided into fif­
teen groups. Miss Hatton will serve as resource leader for one 
of these, which will include students from all across the nation.

Each smaller group will be stationed in a city between D ak ar  
in French West Africa and Brazzaville in French Equatorial 
Africa or on the east coast. For four weeks the groups will join 
with African students on a w o r k  project. Then they will visit 
three other countries in Africa and wind up with a two-week 
trip through Europe.

T h e  entire group is under the leadership of Dr. James If. 
Robinson, Religion in Life W e e k  speaker for last year. Dr. Elton 
Trueblood is a m e m b e r  of the committee for Crossroads to Africa. 
This undertaking is sponsored by various institutions, including 
Massachusetts Institute of Technology. Michigan State Univer­
sity, University of Notre D a m e ,  and Wooster.

At the end of April, Miss Hatten will attend a planning 
meeting in N e w  Y or k  City. Leaders will receive the names of 
the m e m b e r s  of their groups and plan for their indoctrination, 
which will begin June 18. If the present conditions continue in 
Africa, stations of s o m e  groups will be changed but the project 
will not be cancelled.

Judicial Council Revises 
Committee Procedures
The Judicial Committee, with 

whom rests the responsibility of 
reviewing cases of violation of 
college rules and standards oth­
er than academic standards, 
has drawn up a revised set of 
committee procedures.

These judicial procedures are 
published below for the gen­
eral information of.the college 
community. If you have any 
suggestions pertaining to a sec­
tion (or sections) of these rules, 
write out the suggestion and 
give or send it to either Bill 
Lockwood or Mike Maus in 
Wright Hall.

Basic Principles
It is the purpose of the Judi­

cial Committees to implement 
the broad goals of the college in 
so far as they relate to the vio­
lation of college regulations or

social standards. It should be 
the aim of the committee to 
consider discipline as a process 
of re-education and rehabilita­
tion of the individual, and 
Hence to approach every viola­
tion of regulations from the 
counseling point of view. It is 
important that the committee 
consider the relationship of the 
case to the student, to the fac­
ulty, the parents and the insti­
tution itself.

Functions
The following functions are 

outlined:
1) To review cases of viola­

tion of college rules and stan­
dards other than academic, and 
to recommend appropriate dis­
ciplinary action to the Presi­
dent of the college, with w h o m  
rests final disposition of all cas­
es.

In the first place, the D o w  
Science Building does not have 
an observatory, but a planetar­
ium which produces a simulat­
ed sky. Because of uncertain­
ties of weather in this locality, 
it w a s  considered m o r e  practi­
cal to install the latter equip­
ment. W e  can n o w  promise an 
astronomical show regardless of 
conditions in the actual sky. 
A d v a n c e  planning is desirable 
so that the instrument can be 
adjusted for the occasion.

Besides the astronomy class, 
several college groups have 
come for demonstrations. Obzer 
Vatorie is invited to arrange a 
visit by another party.

In the proposed 
Fine Arts building w e  will have 
the needed facilities. A n d  yet, 
if you cannot honestly admit an 
awareness of the above list and " 
cannot answer yes to most of 
the questions, then A l m a  Col­
lege is not quite ready for the 
costly originals and facilities - 
but w e  will continue our pres­
ent efforts until the time w he n  
w e  are ready.

U.N. Conference 
Discusses Youth 
In World Affairs

From Land Of Sunshine 
A n d  Saris To A. G Frosh

"The Role of the Students in 
International Relations” was 
the theme of the first annual 
United Nations Conference, held 
at Michigan State University 
February 17-19.

Approximately 200 students 
representing 68 nations, attend­
ed the conference Gloria M c ­
Intyre. Carol Steward, and 
Ton y  Taylor of Alma, repre­
sented and joined students from 
schools all over Michigan, Ohio, 
Illinois, Indiana' and Canada, 
as well as the Air Force Acad­
emy, the U. S. Military Acad­
emy, and the U. S. Naval Acad­
emy.

The keynote speaker. Mr. R. 
S. S. Gunawardcne, Ambassa­
dor from Ceylon to the U. S.. 
stressed the importance of 
youth today and stated they 
“don't dream enough.”

Five committees —  Economic, 
Political, Cultural, Educational, 
and Scientific, Trusteeship, and 
International Court of Justice 
— debated and passed several 
resolutions. O n e  of these was 
in favor of disarmament and 
another w as in favor of admit­
ting the People’s Republic of 
China to the U N .

However, Ihe main topic of 
the day concerned the Congo 
situation. A  resolution to in­
quire into the situation w a s  vot­
ed on after m u c h  debate. It 
w a s  supposedly defeated. But 
w h e n  a recount was taken, il 
passed.

A l m a  College has forfeited 
their three M I A  A  victories dur­
ing the 1960 Football Season. 
A l m a  College forfeited these 
g a m e s  in compliance with 
league rules, w h e n  A l m a  dis­
covered they had used an ineli­
gible player for last fall’s foot­
ball games. The three games the 
Scots forfeited were to Albion, 
Adrian, and Olivet, leaving Al­
m a  with an 0-5 record for I960.

T h e  ineligibility was discov­
ered during pre-registration for 
semester 150. commencing 
February 6. 1961. T h e  student 
involved had left A l m a  College 
after the spring semester of 
1957, and returned again for the 
fall semester of 1960. The regis­
trar and the M I A A  representa­
tive at A l m a  College reviewed 
his scholastic record and de­
clared h im eligible to play foot­
ball. During pre-registration for 
the present semester this stu­
dent asked the Registrar to re­
check his record, because he 
felt he had earned more credit 
than he  had listed on his file. 
During re-checking, a clerical 
error w a s  found in his record, 
and he was declared scholastic- 
ally ineligible for semester 
14o. which ended January 28, 
1960.

N o  further action will be 
taken against A l m a  College by 
the M I A A .

2) T o  r e c o m m e n d  to the Pres­
ident, or to other committees, 
consideration of any measures 
which might implement the 
above action.

Procedures
1» T h e  committee will review 

cases only on referral from the 
deans of students or upon a p ­
peal on the part of the student 
or students involved for a re­
hearing.

2> T h e  dean presenting the 
case is responsible for present­
ing the details of the case and

and upon his recommendation 
m a y  be put on the agenda of 
the committee. ^

6) In all cases the student, or 
students, involved should be 
given the right to appear before 
the committee, or not, as he d e ­
sires.

7) T h e  dean, w h o  is present­
ing a case, because of his role 
as counselor, is exempt from 
voting on the case. H e  may, 
however, r e c o m m e n d  action.
Graduations of Disciplin­
ary Action at A l m a  College

Warning Probation
This could consist of counse­

ling by one of the personnel 
deans with a student on an al­
leged violation or a violation 
which is not considered of suf­
ficient severity to merit com mi t ­
tee action. The college policy 
would be reviewed with the stu­
dents and the results of the fu­
ture violations reviewed. T h e  
terms of the probation would 
ordinarily include:

1. Subsequent violation of a 
college policy would result in 
more severe discipinary action; 
possibly suspension-

2. A  letter would be sent to 
parents describing the offense.

3. A  letter would be placed in 
the student’s folder.

4. T h e  student would not lose 
his scholarship, grant, or eligi­
bility.

Example: Cases of alleged 
drinking, parking violations, 
continuous disregard of w o m ­
en’s hours, etc.

The aim is to rehabilitate the 
student and not jeopardize his 
future b y  placing something on 
his permanent record or taking 
a wa y  his financial assistance. 
T h e  burden of probation would 
be on the student.

Probation could consist of:
1. Letter to parents describ­

ing offense and college action.
2. Letter in the student’s fold­

er and on his permanent record 
card.

3. A  further violation would 
result in suspension irora 
college.

4. T h e  student would lose all 
college grants and scholarship 
money for the period of proba­
tion.

5. T h e  student would be ineli­
gible for major offices or inter­
collegiate athletics during th® 
period of probation.

Example: Drinking in a place 
of residence, arrest by police for 
violation of the law, etc. 

Suspension
Action by the Judicial C o m ­

mittee usually on second of­
fenders or for a serious first 
violation. The student is sus­
pended from college for a speci­
fied period of time. H e  must 
meet certain conditions for re­
turn a nd accept conditions gov­
erning his conduct upon return.

1. Letter to parents describ­
ing offense and college action.

2. Letter in the student’s 
folder and on permanent rec­
ord.

3. Student loses all college 
grants a nd m o n e y  for period of 
suspension.

Example: Breaking and en­
tering, malicious destruction, 
second drinking offense, drink­
ing in residence halls, etc.

Expulsion
Permanent expulsion from 

college without possibility of 
return. Action of the Judicial 
Committee for a severe case or 
repeated offenses.
