11 is rich in arch­
itecture, murals, painting, 
sculpture, tile and blue glass 
factories, potteries, and native 
looms. Its folk songs, music, 
and dances are s o m e  of the 
best-known of Mexico.

Millie will be required, at 
the beginning of Ihe program, 
to pledge to use Spanish both 
in class and outside class and 
on the tour. She will be stay­
ing with a Mexican family 
while in Guadalajara.

The purpose of the program 
as stated by the scholarship 
committee of the University of 
Arizona is to be an intensive 
program "(l) to improve c o m ­
m an d of the Spanish language, 
(2) to provide first-hand ac­
quaintance with Mexican cul­
ture and manners, and <3> to 
promote mutual understanding 
between citizens of Mexico 
and the United States”

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Frans Reynders, Mime,
Is Charming, Delightful Artist 
A n d  Charming, Delightful Person

A  charming and delightful urtist in a charming and delight­

ful art is Frans Reynders, w h o  appeared here Wednesday eve­
ning, April 2ti, as the opening event of the Fine Arts Festival.

This was learned by  attending his performance, and at the 
reception following, it w a s  also learned that Reynders is a m a n  
w h o  is obviously dedicated to his profession, and a m a n  w h o  en­
joys life to the fullest.

“I like to be busy living,” Reynders stated. H o  expressed a 
lively interest in participating in all forms of the theater arts, 
painting, and sculpture.

Artunlly, Rfynders' ability in tbr nrt 
of m i m e  extended from bis fttudy of 
paintiiik. I'aintinif three dimensional 
objerta on a Hat ranvnit wasn’t enotiKh 
activity fur him. be Mated, and his 
inlere-t in (be ireatnres used in painting 
developed into bis present art.

Becoming a successful m i m e  
requires in ‘lie first place an 
awareness of the usefulness of 
all the muscles of the b od y —  
from the twitch of the nose cr 
an ear, lor example, d o w n  to the 
toe, lie explained.

"ABC's” of M i m e
This constitutes the “A B C ’s” 

of mime. A  m i m e  is also trained 
with a series of various exer­
cises representing motions and 
gestures.

W h e n  developing a scene for 
presentation, he chooses from 
liis vocabulary of movements 
and basic exercises the one 
which will give the desired i m ­
pression to the audience. A n  e x ­
perimental scene is tested for 
as long as about two years and 
altered according to audience 
reaction until near perfection is 
reached and the desired emotion 
is created, he said. W h e n  he 
does a scene about a bird for 
example, Reynders says, “It is 
you w h o  makes the bird, not I.”

Reynder* snid Ihnt his “ Englf" srene 
jrrvw oul of n great love for that bird. 
H e  watched them over and over again, 
then did numerous paintings and etch­
ings of them, and even wrote about 
them before beginning to develop the 
acene.Other scenes w e r e  also de ­
veloped from personal experi­
ences. “T h e  Marionette.” in 
which he portrays a figure that 
cuts its strings and finds free­
d o m  of motion, g r e w  out of his 
o w n  marionette theater. He  said 
he always had a little suspicion 
about what happened a mong the 
puppets after they were put 
away.

“The M a n  At T h e  Table” 
c a m e  from an occurrence in an 
Edinburgh restaurant, he said. 
T h e  m a n  whose actions were 
portrayed and expounded upon 
w a s  unaware ot anyone’s pres­
ence. Reynders believed, and 
the dignified gentleman became 
quite uninhibited in his table 
manners.

Subtle H u m o r
Reynder’s subtle h u m o r  w a s  

often expressed in the relaxed 
and social atmosphere of the re­
ception. W h e n  he w a s  asked if 
his wife, an experimental psy­
chologist. helped h i m  with his 
work, he replied, “O h  yes, I

help her often."
W h e n  questioned as to the 

n u m b e r  of languages he spoke 
(originally from Holland, a stu­
dent in Paris, and n o w  a United 
States citizen), Reynders stat­
ed: "One fairly well . .. . mime!"

M i m e  is an art that is inter­
nationally understandable, and 
one understood at any level. 
This art is considered by 
Reynders to bo a child’s gam e  
— one in which audience m e m ­
bers must loose their inhibitions 
and feel child-like delight; 
therefore, he wished the audi­
ence “good luck” at the begin­
ning of his performance.

T o  bring forth nn expression of full- 
o t  appreciation, Reynders plans for 
periods and levels of laughter nlternnt- 
ime with silence. It is this complete 
silence he works for, lie says, and the 
actions in the m o m e n t s  of silence are 
those which will be longest remembered 
by the audience.

Audiences Vary
Reynders has played to va­

rious types of audiences, includ­
ing children, deaf people, and 
mental patients, and finds each 
type rewarding in its o w n  way. 
H e  currently makes a college 
tour for three months of the 
year. Reynders c o m m e n d e d  the 
A l m a  audience for its degree of 
responsiveness.

T h e  m i m e  stated that the aim 
of his art is "to pick the audi­
ence up out of the chair, throw 
them around, and then put them 
back." doing all this with just 
the motions of his body. H e  
works for a "clean and clear- 
cut" art, one which is easily u n ­
derstandable and appreciable.

A n d  he achieves this aim. For 
Reynders’ program was an en- 
joyably delightful experience, 
which could bo topped only by 
actual conversation with the 
man.

For in hearing what he has to 
say, one realizes completely his 
zest for life and his dedication 
to the art.
