Committee opens meeting

Curr i cu lum Committee Chairman 
Howard Pot ter  announced recent ly 
next Tuesday’ s meeting on the pro­
posed cu r r i cu lum  changes w i l l  
be open f o r  s tudent  quest ions,  
comments and d is cuss ions .  The 
committee w i l l  meet at -l p.m. in 
Dow 100.

The Curr iculum Committee sub­
m i t t e d  a progress repor t at the 
January  F a c u l t y  O r g a n i z a t i o n  
meet ing which o u t l i n e d  d r a s t i c  
r e \ i s i o n s  in current general ed­
ucat ion requirements. According 
to  the p lan ,  a l l  graduate r e ­
quirements except HIM and Ing l i sh  
Composit ion would be replaced by 
f o u r  team -taugh t  ‘ ‘ t o p i c  c e n ­
tered’ ’ courses.

S ince  the f a c u l t y  mee t i ng ,  
there have been hearings and d i s ­
cuss ions on the proposal in the 
d i v i s i o n s .  A l l  three met l a s t  
Thursday evening, and the Natural 
Sc ience D i v i s i o n  completed i t s  
d i s c us s ion .  The Humanit ies and 
S o c i a l  Sc ience D i v i s i o n s  are 
s t i l l  considering the proposal.

In a ' ‘ v igo rous d i s c u s s io n ’ ’ 
o f  t h e  p r o p o s e d  c u r r i c u l u m  
changes ,  a ‘ ‘ s t r aw  v o t e ’ ’ o f  
f a c u l t y  members a t  the N a tu ra l  
Science Div ision meeting revealed 
a m a j o r i t y  favored reducing the 
g e n e ra l  educa t i on  requ i rement  
d r a s t i c a l l y .  Another straw vote

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A HIPPIE S REJECTION IS 

AN AMERICAN TRADITION

(ACH)- - The hippie movement may 
be merely h i s to r y  repeal ing i t -  
.se l l ,  a I d i v e r s i t y  ol Minnesota 
h i s to ry  professor says

Prof.  David Noble, in an i n t e r ­
view in the Minnesota Daily, said 
t h a t  a t tempt ing to l i v e  by p e r ­
fec t  love and to a t ta in  salvat ion 
on ear th,  re je c t in g  the “ estab ­
l i shment .  and r e v o l t i n g  w i t h i n  
the middle c las s  are a l l  man i ­
f e s t a t i o n s  o f  the phi losophy oi 
Pur i tan ism. ' '

That phi losophy was the bas is  
o f  the bohemian soc ie t i es  of  the 
1800’ s; i t  was the theory behind 
John Humphrey Noyes’ Oneida c o l ­
ony in western New York in the 
1840's; and i t  is today’ s h ipp ie  
creed. Noble said.

Noble, who teaches in te l l e c tua l  
h i s to r y ,  said p u r i f i c a t i o n  move­
ments have always been separated 
from s o c i e t y  in an e f f o r t  ' ‘ to 
d i v i d e  the s a in t s  from the s i n ­
n e rs . ’ ’

Some 400 years ago, he s a id ,  
man t r i e d  t o  r e j e c t  man-made 
medieval  s o c i e t y  and res to re  a 
God-given way o f  l i f e .

Today, h ip p ie s  are r e j e c t i n g  
the a r t i f i c i a l  t r a d i t i o n  ol the 
middle  c l a s s  and the hypocrisy 
of t h e i r  parents -as a l l  genera 
t ions do. Noble said

He ca l led Noyes’ Oneida society 
a form o f  transcendence because 
i t s  members wanted to r ise above 
sex- - tha t  is .  have complete gen­
e r o s i t y  but e l iminate marriage.

H ipp ie  t r anscendenta l ism,  he 
sa id ,  is  p a r t i a l l y  s a t i s f i e d  by 
the use o f  LSD. mar i juana,  and 
o t h e r  drugs ,  f o r  two reasons. 
One is  that  such use is in oppo­
s i t i o n  to the mores o f  the middle 
c lass establ ishment.

Another  reason f o r  t rans c en ­
dence through drugs i s  that there 
is  no longer a geographical f r o n ­
t i e r .  Pu r i tan is m  s y m b o l i c a l l y  
moves from east to west, but for  
the h ippies the f r o n t i e r  is gone. 
Noble said, adding th i s  could ex** 
p la in  why there are so many h i p ­
pies In C a l i f o rn ia .

“ People regard the hippie as a 
member of the extreme f r inge ,  “  
but the movement could be an i n ­
dex o f  a more fundamental s h i l l  
w i th in  society

Noble f e e l s  that  any f r i n g e  
group is  hound to f a l l ,  because 
transcendental  phi losophies can­
not be expressed in p a r t i c u l a r ,  
i d e n t i f i a b l e  forms.

Such p u r i f i c a t i o n  movements t r y  
to create a t imeless product, but 
s ince  there is  on ly  a ‘profane 
s i t u a t i o n ' » and no “ u l t i m a t e  
c o n d i t i o n . ’ ’ p u r i f i c a t i o n  i s  
p h i l o s o p h i c a l l y  and l o g i c a l l y  
impossible.
