St. John Speaks
To Spur Thought

“Good evening. This 1is Ro-
bert St. John speaking to you
from Alma, Michigan.” So
opened a former “Monitor”
correspondent last Friday night
speaking on “Explosive Africa.”

Since he was speaking in the
chapel he chose a text from the
“Gospel of St. John.” The text
concerned an African man who
was given a mirror. The man
thought 1t was a picture of his
dead father. His wife, later
finding it among his things,
looked into the mirror and
commented: “I should be jeal-
ous of that ugly old thing.” He
would not explain the meaning
of this but assured his listeners
that there was some meaning.

His avowed purpose in speak-
ing was 1o "'shock, startle, and
spur’ thirking. He accused
Americans of all thinking alike
and getting their thoughts firom
Timo Magasine.

St. John wants to see Africa
for the Africans. He predicted
that if the blacks are not freed
that there may be a revolution
in South Africa that will make
the Belgian Congo look like a
tea party. (The Union of South
Africa is ruled by a white
minority within the country,
not a colonial power.)

When asked “What we can
do about the situation?” St.
John proposed the following
measures: Eliminate stupid
prejudice, within ourselves,
first.

large part a criticism of the
Recording Secretary. Having
been the Recording Secretary
of the Student Council during
the time that the matter of
changing the library hours was
current, 1 would like to take
issue with Ihe almanian over
this particular editorial and
over the general policy of the
almanian toward the Student
Council. The following letter
represents my opinions and not
necessarily those of the Stu-
dent Council.

The editorial stated that no

notice of the action being taken
concerning the library hours
was reported in the minutes
printed in the almanian. |
would refer the editor to the
October @(edition of the almani-
an. The minutes reported,
“Changes in Library hours are
under consideration.” This
statement appears under the re-
port of the Building and
Grounds Committee. The Octo-
ber 13 edition of the almanian

contained minutes which re-
ported, “The Building and
Grounds Committee reported

progress on the same projects
that were under consideration
the week before.” Granted that
this is not a detailed outline of
the events which took place in
working on the problem of Ili-
brary hours, but it is notice
that such work is taking place.
It isnot the purpose of the min-
utes to furnish detailed commit-
tee reports. All committees
keep written reports of their
business which are in almost
all cases available to the stu-
dent body. Perhaps if the editor
of the almanian read the paper
a little more carefully, the
almanian would never need to
be “in the position of almost
making a very lalseaccusation.”

The editorial did more than
argue the particular point of
library hours, however. It dis-
cussed the whole problem of
communication of the Student
Council with the student body.
There is little doubt in my
mind that a problem does ex-
ist. There is a great deal of
doubt in my mind, however,
about the almanian®s honest at-
tempts to alleviate this prob-
lem. Last year the editors of
the almanian approached the
Council with a request that the
Council agree to release all its
news through the almanian.
When the Council was hesitant
almost these exact words were
spoken. The almanian can do
more to hurt the Student Coun-
cil than the Council can to
hurt the almanian. The Council
capitulated and has as a result
been frustrated many times in
its attempts to communicate
with the student body. An-
nouncements of elections and
calls for students to attend con-
ferences are buried in the
paper finishing up incomplcted
columns. Candidates for office
cannot be notified of the re-
sults of elections until the pa-
per comes out. Special permis-
sion had tobe received from the
almanian before the Council
could contact its newly elected
members the night of the elec-
tion and thus c »rry out its bus-
iness.

The editor-in-chief of the
almanian has informally set
a deadline for the Student
Council minutes at 10:30 Tues-
day night. The Council meet-
ings often run until 9 Tuesday
night. This leaves one and one
half hours to compile and write
the minutes and have them in
the hands of the almanian. The
minutes of the October 17
meeting of the Council were
given to the editor-in-chief be-
fore 8 Wednesday morning.
These minutes were not printed

oue to the fact that they did
not meet “the special deadline
allowed for this copy.” How
much work can be done on the
paper between 10:30 Tuesday
night and 8 Wednesday morn-
ing?

The almanian has, to the
best of my knowledge, had a
reporter present at one meeting
this year. In my opinion this
is not a very good record for a
paper so deeply interested in
the communication of the Stu-
dent Council with the student
body.

The overall attitude of the
almanian toward the Student
Council has been one of con-
sistent and constant antagon-
ism and destructive criticism.
While it is wirhout doubt the
duty of a newspaper to criticize
itsgoverment, itisalso the duty
of a paper to make constructive
criticism and to report accur-
ately the true facts.

Perhaps the almanian might
do a little cleaning of its own
house. The editorial column of
last week s edition was decided-
ly inane. In the first place,
it contained a virtual admis-
sion of the editor that the edi-
tor does not read the almanian
very thoroughly and that the
editor is not interested enough
in communication to have a re-
porter present at the meetings
of the Student Council. Sec-
ond, it engaged in a commen-
tary on the personality of the
manager of Saga Foods, who
is making every effort to give
the student body the best food
service possible. Third, it en-
gaged in a meandering report
of its mail situation. Finally,
the weekly plea for letters io
the editor was given in the
last editorial. There is little
evidence in this editorial col-
umn of the “real concern and
excitement over and involve-
ment in the big issues of our
day” v/hich were called for in
the October 27 issue of the
almanian.

It was not logical for you to
assume that the almanian want-
ed to cr wants to criticize in-
dividuals. “The editor” does
not wish to create hard feel-
ings with any individual or
group; all wc want to do is to
see that Alma College becomes
a better place. And this com-
munications problem seems to
be a holdback in its progress.

Let us clarify one thing, for
you and others of our readers.
“The editor” alone is not re-
sponsible for the editorials -
the almanian has an editorial
board who works together on
editorials and who approve
each one before it is printed.

Nor is “the editor” alone re-
sponsible for our attitude and
editorial policy - this is a
group effort. And we jointly
approved the editorial last
week which in your eyes is
“almost a false accusation.”

Do you really believe that
the quotes from the minutes
stated in your letter give
the “official explanation” we
wondered about which had
been given to the Council rep-
resentative? We don’t believe
that these vague statements
convey the message that the
library would soon be opened
on Sunday afternoons.

Yet we do not wish to waste
space on an old argument which
by now we hope is settled.

Women Approve
AWS Documents

Approximately 34% of wom-
en eligible to vote in last Fri-
day’ elections turned out and
cast bhallots approving the
tentative Associated Women
Students (AWS) constitution,
womenl dormitory constitu-
tion, and standing rules for wo -
men.

The two constitutions were
approved 61-6 and the standing
rules 50-17.

Only 67 wters of the ap-
proximately 200 upperclassio-
men eligible to vote appeared
a the mlks.

The only major change in
the approved AWS constitution
calls for a new election proced-
ure based on petitions. The
residence hall constitution will
provide for a uniform method"
of government for all women’s
dormitories.

The new standing rules for
women also provide a uniform
policy of regulations and pen-
alties. Under thee rules late
minutes will be given for in-
fraction of rules instead of de-
mermts.

The new documents went in-
to effect immediately after ap-
proval in Friday’ election.
