It is merely an attempt to est-

ablish anew dimension
sacred arena of American
relationships.

This time worn subject has
taken on a new and dynamic Phil
osophical tone in the growing
circle of ghetto breed and
middle_class black students on

white campuses. They are pro-
foundly aware of the social,
cultural, and intellectual in-
adequacies of the white value
system for the black; they are
tired of the frustration of the

futile search for an identity
in the white world: and some
have decided that it is time

that America’s ivory Towers do
some soul searching - a confer-
ence has been set up for April
20 & 21 on Alma's campus for pre-
cisely this reason.

The conference will attempt
to discover the deficiencies of
the present concept of higher
education for today's black stu
dent. Further, it will endeavor
to offer constructive criticism
and light the path to more com-
patible race relations on coll-
ege campuses.

The inspriation for this con
ference came for an address de
livered on nation wide TV by
Archie Kpps. the assistant Dean
of Admissions at Harvard Unlver-
sity. Mr. Epps has also led
discussions on several college
campuses and appeared in an art-
irlo in LOOK magazine on the sub
ject of "The Inadequacies of
College for the Black Student.”

This concerns me mainly be-
cause it fits in so well with a
spirit of not tolerating honest
dissent. This spirit, which

sometimes seems very pervasive

here, appears in Senior Studies,
in stereotypes ot ‘‘peaceniks’’
or “ conservatives.’’ and other
kinds of

labelling and pegging,
perhaps this spirit simply re-
flects the uniformity of com-
pulsive suburbia or of the Amer-
ican dream.

Many who were “ eager to pre-
serve the old’’ may be willing
to give the new a chance. But
it becomes more difficult to do
so graciously when you give ed-
itorial support to the notion
that opposition to the new is a
symptom of fossilized antiquar-
ianism.

The choir will
sing at the morning services of
the First Presbyterian Church of
Jackson on Sunday morning. Feb-
ruary 25- The Pr°Rram wiU be
selected from several works, in-
cluding numbers written for two
choirs, in these Pieces the two
pieces the two choirs respond to
each other or combine the melo-
dies. such as in a lively Bach
motet, The Spirit Also liclpeth
Us. This work is in four sec-
tions. beginning with a fast-
moving fugue, followed by an
allegro movement.
