A second part of the ideal to
be dealt with will be the con-
cept of the nature of an educa-
lion as a trust involving a re-
sponsibility of participation in
and contribution to society.
The common question “Liberal
Education - education for
what?”, the role of the intel-
lectual in the modern world,
education as a demand and
various issues arid problems in
contemporary American soci-
ety will be among things con-
sidered in this section of the
course.

The final section will deal
with the proposition that ex-
amination and reflection lead-
ing toward a critical affirma-
tion of personal faith is funda-
mental to the ideal of Christian
liberal arts education. The
idea that such examination is
a continuing requirement for
the mature individual will be
stressed. Matters of the image
of man, his ultimate concern,
apd the requirements of an ex-
amined life and personal com-
mitment and integrity will be
considered here.

Klugh Engages In

Summer Project,
Uses Rats InStudy

This summer Dr. Henry
Klugh, head of the Psychology
department, was engaged 1in a
research project.

The work was sponsored by
the Public Health Service, a
branch of the U. S. Government
which supports scietafic re-
search in many arees. The
grant of S2300 included a
budget for equipment and sal-
aries for Klugh and his as-
sistait, Terry Davis.

Basing his work on a 1957
mtudy which indicated that
over a period of time animals
come to prefer increasingly
complex stimuli, Dr. Klugh
was attempting to find a scale
on which complexity could be
measured.

The apparatus used gave the
rats free access to different en-
vironments consisting of black
and white striped patterns. The
amount of time spent in each
environment was used as a
measure of preference.

The summer®s work, which
started immediately after com-
mencement and continued
through Sept, 11, failed to sup-
port the previously held theory.
The only obvious preference
was for vertical stripss over
horizontal or plain patterms. No
significant  preferences were
found for one \ertical pattem
over another.

Results of this study may

eventually be published in a
psychological journal.
Next summer Dr. Klugh

hopes to gain financial support
for three students to do re-
search projects on their own
design leading to the writing
©1 their bachelors’ theses.

The studying was done at both the
Sorbonne and LTnstitute Pho---

Longer trips were also made
to the Loire Valley and Mont
St. Michael.

After completing the four
weeks in Paris studying pho-
netic pronunciation of French,
Hayward went on to Stras-
bourg where he spent four
more weeks studying German.
Here trips were also made into
the surrounding country and to
Alsace and Vasges.
