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Build Broom Closet: 
Not New Library
“The library situation is well 

in hand now,” stated Vice-Pres­
ident Vandenbosch yesterday. 
H e  went on to say that, “Even 
though w e  have been unable to 
raise the complete amount need­
ed for the construction of the 
n e w  library, w e  feel that a suit­
able compromise has been ar­
rived at.”

“Working together with L o ­
cal 456 of the International 
L a w n  Rakers and W i n d o w  Pol­
ishers, w e  have decided to in­
vest the $750,000 earmarked for 
the Library, into a ne w  main­
tenance building.
The reasoning behind Dr. 

Vandenbosch's slaiement in­
volves two stages. The first is 
the pressing need of a new 
maintenance building on the 
Alma College campus. Chaplain 
House worked with Joe Sugar, 
local representative of the 
ILR&WP, in presenting this 
pressing need to the administra­
tion. "Cleanliness is next to 
Godliness", said House. "A new 
maintenance building will do 
much in the advancement of 
this College's role as a Christian 
institution."

Sugar, dealing with the prob­
lem from a different angle, said 
the n ew building will be of 
great help in increasing the 
moral of his men. “Moral is 
very important in the I L R &  
W P ” said Sugar. “It has been 
one of the greatest problems of 
m y  job. For the ordinary stu­
dent it is hard to understand 
the m a n y  advantages that in­
creased moral will bring. I can 
only summarize these advan­
tages in our motto, ‘A  Happy 
Sweeper Is a Good Sweeper.’ ”
When asked some of the def­

inite benefits that the new 
building will bring him and his 
fellow "Men of the Mop," Sug­
ar listed several. The recrea­
tions rooms for people between 
coffee breaks, greater storage 
for many of the College's pur­
chases, a lounge for the night 
watchmen, and a bigger office 
for himself headed the list. 
Sugar said, "At the present 
time my office is only three 
times as large as President 
Swanson's. This is by far no 
where b i g enough." Sugar 
went on to say that, "Central 
Michigan may have a five mil­
lion dollar union, but from now 
on, Alma College will be able to 
point with equal pride at their 
$750,000 maintenance building."

The second step in Dr. Van- 
denbosch’s reasoning dealt with 
the great potential of the pres­
ent 1 •; intenance building as a 
library. “After taking a second 
look at the need for space, w e  
feel that the old maintenance 
building will more than fulfill 
the requirements,” said Dr. 
Vandenbosch.
Besides having the necessary 

space, the building possesses

many other advantages. A few 
of the more prominent ones in­
clude that it is all on one floor, 
centrally located, and has an 
ideal outdoor-indoor study area 
in the east wing of the building.

“This arrangement should be 
pleasing to all,” finalized Dr. 
Vandenbosch. "In Nomine Dei!" 
was the only comment avail­
able from the library staff.

Voluntary Chapel Fails
Tuesday Service Not 
Success Achieved In

Productive; 
Van Dusen

President Robert Swanson 
stated a month ago that “A  
community which worships to­
gether once a week is, in m y  
judgment, a mark of this par­
ticular type of college.” H e  
went on to say, “ . . . I’m  w o n ­
dering if Alma College is n ow 
at a point where a voluntary 
chapel can become a meaning­
ful and productive force on this 
campus.”
This morning, in an exclu­

sive, copywriled release, R.D.S. 
dropped a verbal bombshell in­
fo the voluntary chapel pillbox. 
"Tliroughoui the past monih 
studies have been conducted 
which indicate to us that there 
is no foundation for the de­
mands of a voluntary chapel,"

said Swanson.
“W e  understand that the ide­

al voluntary chapel would not 
have required attendance, or­
ganized programs of worship, 
or even advance ‘drum-beating’ 
of its presence.
'Tor the past four Tuesday 

mornings, at 7 a.m., we have 
been holding just such a chapel 
service. We do not feel that if 
is possible to conceive of a chap­
el more divested of the very 
things which students have 
been clamoring to have remov­
ed. In fact, this chapel was so 
voluntary that absolutely no 
one knew about if.

“Needless to say, attendance 
at these four pilot services was

much below our expectations. If 
these services are any indica­
tion of the response to the ab­
solutely voluntary chapel, the 
voluntary chapel has no place 
on the A l m a  College campus.” 

The college chaplain, h o w ­
ever, did find a bright spot in 
the research results. H e  said, 
“W h e n  the ne w  concept in 
chapel was removed from its 
usual quarters and held in Van- 
Dusen C o m m o n s  at either 5:15 
or 6:15 p.m., attendance was 
better than at the regular 
Chapel. I feel that w e  have 
found a starting point, although 
the atmosphere during these 
meetings did not seem to be too 
conductive to worship.”

Vreeland's Office Becomes Couples' Lounge
Dean Esther Vreeland an­

nounced today that her office 
will be open from 9 p.m. until 
closing hours each evening for 
the benefit of couples only.
This action was taken, accord­

ing to Vreeland, because some 
few students on campus have 
felt that there is no place to 
neck. “Of course w e  can’t allow 
that sort of thing in the w o m ­
en’s dorms.” said Vreeland. 
“W e  realize that the football 
stadium is used for this pur­
pose, but in the winter it is too 
cold and in the summer it

would take up too m u c h  elec­
tricity to give the proper light­
ing.

“This necking in the Chapel 
has got to go!” stated the Chap­
lain. H e  reported that w h e n ­
ever he wanted to use the 
Chapel at night he had to 
thread his wa y  between the 
couples on the steps and try to 
avoid tripping over other coup­
les inside. “People ought to 
realize,” he said, “that I m a y  
wish to use the Chapel facil­
ities, after all, at h o m e  w e  have

five kids and a dog. That makes 
for as big a problem as a 
House Mother.”

Vreeland explained that her 
office would provide a perfect 
solution to this problem. “I 
have several of those healthy 
straight chairs which d o n ’t 
cause back trouble like a love 
seat does,” she said. “I can also 
provide companionship for the 
couples, good healthy chaper- 
onage, and perhaps some excit­
ing games like tic-tac-toe, or 
checkers. Perhaps,” she said

The probation comes as a 
severe blow to sports at Alma 
College, especially since the 
school has recently taken sev­
eral positive steps towards im­
proving the athletic program. 
Alma, which does not issue ath­
letic scholarships, has appar­
ently used other methods of 
recruiting athletes to come to 
the school which do not follow 
in accordance with league poli­
cy. The violation apparently 
concerns certain outstanding 
basketball players w h o  have 
enrolled at A l m a  this past year.
