this sort was going on.
W h e n  questioned about his 

reaction to the presentation Dr. 
Swanson said that at the time 
he was so pleased that he was 
speechless. “It was,” he said, 
“the best Christmas present a 
fellow could get."

H e  went on to say "This not 
only shows h o w  important the 
library is in the eyes of the 
faculty but it also says some­
thing about the kind of people 
we  have on the faculty. For 
these people this is not just 
their job. the college is more 
than a place to pick up a pay 
check. This is evidence of h o w  
the faculty feels about the col­
lege, what w e  are trying to do, 
where w e  are going.”

As w e  go to press Dr. Vanden- 
Bosch reports that students are 
beginning to bring in the money 
that they solicited over vaca­
tion. Students are urged to 
bring this money into his office 
as soon as possible to avoid ac­
cidental loss of contributions 
and to make possible tabula­
tion of results in time for next 
weeks almanian.

Approximately half the Pres­
byterian Churches in the Synod 
have agreed to cooperate in the 
drive later this month to appeal 
to Church members in the state.

“Working with these children 
of numerous personality back­
grounds was tedious and hard 
work,” she says, “but I shall 
never remember a more re­
warding experience.

Miss Huyssen traveled to Los 
Angeles to work in local 
churches from a base on the 
campus of the University of 
Southern California, utilizing 
her music and other talents in 
the local churches.
A  four-point program of wit­

ness, worship, study and recre­
ation is an inter-racial section 
of N e w  York City constituted 
the project of Miss McIntyre, 
under the Board of National 
Missions of the United Presby­
terian Church in the U.S.A.

Committee Plans Vesper Services
The vesper committee is now 

in the process of planning the 
vesper program for the coming 
semester. Terry Davis, vesper 
chairman, has asked all stu­
dents who are interested in 
conducting a Sunday evening 
service or w h o  have ideas for 
the services to contact him.

During Lent ii is customary 
to have a special series of serv­
ices in which speakers from the 
community a n d from other 
parts of the state are invited in 
(Normally the services are stu­
dent led). Ideas for a theme 
and possible speakers are need­
ed. The final service in this 
series will be a week night c o m ­
munion service before Easter.

The vesper program to date 
has been quite successful ac­
cording to Davis. About 200 
students and faculty members 
attend the weekly services.

O n  several occasions t h e 
service has departed from the 
traditional worship and preach­
ing pattern; once to introduce 
students to the writings of Gib­
ran, and several times to at­
tempt to m a k e  worship more 
meaningful by using different 
forms of service.
Services in the near future 

will include an experience of 
worship in the Moslem tradi­
tion and a service using some of 
t h e music from the Twentieth 
Century Folk Mass. Dr. Ern­
est Sullivan has agreed to do a 
program of worship music with 
the choir next month.

Davis said that the purpose 
of the vesper program is not to 
provide another activity f o r  
Sunday nights nor to be cither 
entertaining or educational, but 
simply to provide an opportun­
ity for students to lead and par­
ticipate in a meaningful wor­
ship experience. W h e n  asked 
to define "meaningful,” Davis 
said, “A  worship service is 
meaningful if something hap­
pens to the individual.”

Students Listed 
In Who's W h o  
Are Announced

Sixteen Alma College stu­
dents will be listed in the 1963- 
1963 edition of Who's Who In 
American Colleges and Univer­
sities. The book, which sells for 
about $10, is run by a profit 
making company, but, accord­
ing to Don Harden of the per­
sonnel department, it does 
provide a widely k n o w n  form 
of recognition for the students 
chosen, both on their o w n  c a m ­
puses and outside of the college 
community.

Each participating college is 
given a quota of juniors and 
seniors to be chosen by the col­
lege. The students are then 
asked to provide biographical 
information which will appear 
with their na m e  in the book. 
The format of the publication is 
similar to the other, better 
known, W h o ’s Who. Annual is­
sues of the book are purchased 
by the college library and 
placed on the reference shelves.

A lm a students are considered 
eligible for nomination only if 
they have an overall 3.00 aver­
age. F r o m  these students the 
required number of students 
are selected by a vote of the 
faculty and the student council, 
each person voting having an 
equal vote.

The company also provides a 
placement service which Har­
den called “somewhat ineffec­
tual.” H e  felt that students of 
the caliber that are listed in 
the publication are students w h o  
have achieved a college record 
which will not ma k e  finding a 
job difficult. H e  did state that 
an employer would be favor­
ably impressed by the fact that 
a student has been listed.

The A l m a  cagers went search­
ing for a Christmas basketball 
championship over the holidays, 
but could only manage to find 
a third place finish. Taylor 
University of Indiana captured 
first place in the tournament 
which was sponsored by the 
Optimist Club o f Marshall, 
Michigan.

After easily disposing of Oli­
vet in the opening night of ac­
tion, Taylor cut down the 
tournament favorite, C e n t r a l  
Michigan, 101-83 in the finals.

The Alma Scots drew Central 
for the first g a m e  of the tour­
ney, and it proved to be a tight 
contest all the way. But A l m a  
could not get its offense roll­
ing, and struggled throughout 
the g am e to stay on the heels of 
the taller and more experienced 
Chippewas.

A l m a  jumped to an early lead 
in the contest, but Central stead­
ily picked a w a y  at the lead, and 
by half-time Central had grab­
bed a three point lead, 33-30.

Again in the second half the 
Scots failed to muster an offense 
equal to any of their previous 
games. The neighbors to the 
north threatened several times 
to ice the ball game, only to see 
the Scots hang in, pulling with- 
ing three points late in the ball 
game, but eventually losing by 
the score of 69-63.

Scot forward Bill Pendcll 
played an excellent ball game 
and contributed 22 points to the 
cause. H e  was given good sup­
port from guards Ray Moore 
and D o n  Phillippi, with 17 and 
eight points respectively, and 
Center Bud Acton, who chipped 
in 14 tallies in the losing effort.

Host For Hope
The Scots will be host Satur­

day evening to the high-flying 
Dutchmen of Hope, will travel 
next Mon d a y  to Ypsilanti for a 
return engagement with the 
E a s t e r n  Michigan University 
crew and then next Wednesday 
will be at Kalamazoo in another 
M I A A  struggle with the defend­
ing conference champs. Hope 
and Kazoo shared the M I A A  
title last year but the Hornets 
have been experiencing little 
success thus far in the season, 
winning their first g am e of the 
season last Friday night in a 
special tournament at Kalama­
zoo w he n they defeated M a n ­
chester 92-69. Hope had a 3-1 
record before taking a Christ­
mas vacation trip to Artesia, 
California, though they will 
sharpen up for the A lm a g am e 
here Saturday with a second 
meeting against Valparaiso at 
Holland last evening.

The Dutchmen this year have 
the league’s leading scorer of the 
past two years in Jim Vander- 
hill and though the chunky 
senior has been having some 
difficulties this season, he ap­
parently has found his shooting 
eye as the 31-point evening 
against Olivet before the holi­
days should prove. Gary Ne- 
derveld averaged 11 points a 
game in 16 contests played for 
the Dutchmen last year and in 
the first 2 M I A A  contests this 
season holds a fine 19-point

'•^iverage so should pick up 
^some of the slack sustained in 
the loss of two Hope stars of 
last season, Ek Buys and Bob 
Reid.

Then Monday, Coach Wayne 
Hintz takes his crew to Ypsi­
lanti for a return bout with the 
Hurons w h o  opened the season 
here early in December, suffer­
ing a 74-58 loss to the Scots but 
since that time have been on a 
winning streak which even in­
cluded a victory over the same 
Chip crew which beat A lm a at 
Marshall last Friday.
Four straight losses went to 

Kalamazoo this season before 
that win last Friday night over 
Manchester as the Hornets fac­
ed a rebuilding job after losing 
most of their top scorers from 
the ciub last season. Only one 
of those 4 losses was in the 
MIA A, that being a 64-61 de­
cision to Hope so Coach Hintz 
feels certain the Hornets aren’t 
to be taken lightly —  particular­
ly any team that can score 92 
points against another college 
club.

The Scots shove all of these 
games in early January, finish­
ing a second phase of the 
schedule on January 12 to per­
mit squad members to take part 
in semester exams for the rest 
of the month. After the Janu­
ary 12 encounter, there will be 
no games until Feb. 4.

Carr Appointed Athletic Director, 
Replaces Smith As Football Coach
President Robert D. Swanson 

has announced the appointment 
of Mr. William Carr as Ath­
letic Director and head football 
coach replacing Mr. Arthur 
Smith who resigned as Athletic 
Director earlier this year to 
work full time toward a doc­
tor’s degree in physical educa­
tion.

Carr, an A l m a  graduate in 
the Class of 1941, also holds the 
master’s degree from the Uni­
versity of Michigan. As a stu­
dent he was a mem ber of the 
football and track teams and 
following graduation served as 
an assistant to Alma Coach 
Gordon MacDonald in football, 
basketball a n d  tennis until 
joining the Air Force in 1942. 
Upon separation from the serv­
ice in 1946 he became a m e m ­
ber of the faculty of Alpena 
High School and for eleven 
years was head assistant to 
Robert Devaney at Alpena who 
has since become football coach 
at the University of Nebraska.

Carr joined the Alma staff in 
1957 as baseball coach and 
football line coach.

In announcing Carr’s n e w  ap­
pointment, President Swanson 
stated, “Bill Carr has d e m o n ­

strated outstanding ability as a 
coach and leader of young men. 
W e  ore pleased that he has ac­
cepted the appointment as Al­
m a  College Athletic Director 
and head football coach.”
