Crossroads Calls
Four Almantans

Three Alma College students,
Mary Anne Miller, Jane Lewis,
and Jane Sloan, and one fac-
ulty member, M r. Charles
House, college chaplain, will
travel to Africa this summer to
under the Operation
Crossroads program.

The Alma Crossroaders will
join other students to form a
group of nearly 300, selected
from over 4,000 applicants, and

representing colleges and uni-
versities all across the U.S. and
eCanada.

After five days of orientation
at Douglass College in New
Brunswick, New Jersey, the
Alma Crossroaders will fly to
Africa June 25th.

House will be Operation
Crossroads area representative
for English-speaking West Af-
rica, and overall supervisor of

the teams in Sierra Leone,
Gambia, Ghana, and Nigeria.
He will leave June 10th for
Africa.

Jane Sloan will go to Nyasa-
land, where her group will con-
struct a primary school at the
city of Kasungu.

Jane Lewis will travel to
Ethiopia, where her team will
build a community center at
the town of Debre Zeit.

Mary Anne Miller’ team will
be involved with the construc-
tion of a youth center at the

village
Leone.

Following completion of their
projects, all Crossroads groups
will have almost a week of tra-
vel either within the country

of Mattru in Sierra

of their assignment or in a
country adjoining it
Conducted by Dr. James

Robinson of New York City,
the Crossroads program is sup-
ported by a number of founda-
tions and private donors.

As House, who participated
in the program last year, ex-
plained, Crossroads is not a
church-affiliated program, but
“involves students not only of
all races, but of all religious
backgrounds, some of whom
profess no particular religious
faith, but who are nevertheless
committed to the principles of
the program.”

“Crossroads” purpose is to
establish some kind of personal
relationship between young
American Crossroaders and Af-
icans at a level deeper than
might be reached through cas-
ual visits or superficial con-
versations,” said House.

“It is an effort in the direc-
tion of interracial, internation-
al, and intercultural under-
standing - in depth,” he added.

After their return to Amer-
ica. the Crossroaders will share
their experiences with interest-
ed groups.

Peace Comp’ars

Sia Negaran, a sophomore
from Ann Arbor, will be
spending his summer working
for the Peace Corps. He will
be an informant teaching Per-
sian to those of the Peace
Corps who are training to go
to Iran.

Negaran wil receive train-
ing for his portion as an in-
formant at the University of
Michigan beginning June 8.
He must then be in Washing-
ton, D. C., by June 20 when he
will start his job at the George-
town University. He will be
teaching at the University until
the first week 1in September.

He became a director of the Dow Com-
pany in 1935, a vice-president in 1939 and
secretary in 1941. He was elected president
of the company 1in 1949. He retired from
the presidency in 1962, remaining active as
chairman of the executive committee.

Doan will be honored by the
presentation of an honorary de-
gree. Honorary degrees will al-
so be presented to Mr. David
B. Treat of Flint, Dr. Ralph L.
Stewart of Ann Arbor, and The
Rev. Lawrence McMasters, Jr.
of New York.

Treat is Director of the Clara
Elizabeth Fund of Flint. A na-
tionally known authority on
family life, Treat is a graduate
of Yankton College (South Da-
kota* and holds the master’
degree from Stanford Univer-
sity. He has also done gradu-
ate work at the University of
Arizona, the University of
Southern California and the
University of Chicago. Treat
is a Fellow 1in the American
Public Health Association and
past president and executive
committee member of the Mich-
igan Council on Family Rela-
tions. He 1is a member of the
executive committee of the
Family Life Department of the
National Council of Churches
and is a leader and resource
person for family life work-
shops on the local, state and na-
tional levels.

Stewart 1is President Emerit-
us of Gordon College, an insti-
tution of 1400 students in Raw -
alpindi, Pakistan. He holds a
Ph.D. from Columbia Universi-
ty. In 1911 he accepted an ap-
pointment from the United
Preshbyterian Board of Foreign
Missions as lecturer in botany
and zoology at Gordon College.
In 1934, he was elected Presi-
dent of the College, a position
from which he retired in 1955.
He is now serving as research
associate for the University of
Michigan department of botany
where he iscompiling a catalog
of all the known plants of West

Pakistan. Stewart has person-
ally collected 30,000 plant
“numbers™. Under one “num-

ber” there may be a single spec-
imen or many, depending on
circumstances. During his fre-

Foreign students come to us
from environments that to us
are strange and highly complex.
They do not attempt any easy
explanation of this culture, but
lead you to an awareness of
their heritage by long acquain-
tance.

They are not really a part of
our culture, since it is foreign to
them. Therefore, they have no
alternative left but to be them-

selves, which is very hard for
us to do.

Usually when you talk to a
foreign student, you are talking
to a real individual, an indi-
vidual as a consequence of
his particular circumstances
and an individual because he
wishes to assert his pride in
these circumstances.

This 1is a rightful assertion,
for the foreign student has
taken a bold and sometimes
precarious step in coming here.
This demonstrates a real hard-
iness of spirit and a taste for
adventure added to a repertoire
of experience that may include
half the countries in the world,
all of which make a challenging
acquaintance.

Lastly, the foreign student is
interested as well as being in-
teresting. He or she is interest-
ed in everything that goes on in
our environment, for he wishes
to learn about everything. The
foreign student is interested in
us; isnt that flattering? This
interest may lead upon inquiry
to sometimes very amusing and
penetrating objective criticism.
The foreign student may look
at our culture from the outside.

The reasons need not stop at
three. The foreign student
brings a different language with
him and, therefore, a different
way of thinking. The embarr-
assing thing is that he always
speaks our language, and usu-
ally not a one of us can speak
his language. Besides the chal-
lenge of language, we are often
challenged to search out the
countries to which the foreign
student may refer. Qur sense
of geography is thereby im-
proved.

When all this is wrapped up
in one person we have a real
ball of fire. Perhaps this is
why foreign students fire me
up. At any rate, | encourage
you, | challenge you to talk
with our foreign students and
keep up with them. You will
be immensely rewarded and
maybe produce a better sum-
mation than this. Have a nice
vacation, and if you see any
foreigners around do not forget
to give them the hardy Ameri-
can welcome. It is all that we
have that is distinctive.

However, the Bulldogs of Adri-
an put a stopper into any hope
that Alma had for a champion-
ship by taking both ends of a
doubleheader, leaving the Scots
with a record of five wins and
five losses in MIAA competi-
tion. That the Scots were de-
feated aga n several days later
by Albion made little differ-
ence; the Scots had lost the big
two against Adrian.

This year in sports, then, has
been an exciting one for Alma
fans. Bi.\ as so often in the
past, “wait "l next year” must
be the cry of the Scot fans!
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
