Off to the Movies: Eiilel Tower 
Beckons Series Patrons

T h e  next feature in the In­
ternational Film Series is Paris 
1900, to be sho wn  at D o w  A u ­
ditorium this S un da y  evening 
at 8.

This film is a lively and en­
tertaining documentary of Par­
is from the turn of the century 
to the beginning of World W a r  
I. T h e  English narration is 
done by the noted American 
actor M o n t y  Woolley. T h e  pic­
ture presents an interesting 
composition: it is skillfully cre­
ated from old newsreels, the­
atre programs, early silent m o ­
vies and Georges Melies’ trick 
films. Rare scenes of Sarah 
Bernhardt, Leo Tolstoy, A ug us ­
te Renoir, Auguste Rodin, Leon 
Blum, A ndre Gide, Maurice 
Chevalier and m a n y  others 
help m a k e  the film a living his­
tory of the life and times of the 
period.

T h e  director of the Metro­
politan M u s e u m  of art calls it 
“a w o r k  of art . .. a film which 
every student of art, history, 
literature or politics should see.” 
T h e  Saturday Review sees it as 
a “powerful, brilliantly edited 
compilation of early French 
fiction and newsreel films 
which illuminates our present 
through our past.” It has w o n  
the Prix Louis-Delluc, the high­
est award given by the French 
Film Critics. Both the form 
and the substance have at­
tracted the esteem of critics.

There will be a n u m b e r  of in­
dividual tickets available for 
this film. These will be on 
hand at the D o w  Lobby S u n ­
day evening for 75c each.

A  few season tickets are also 
available. These are $2 for one 
an evening of Marcel Marceau 
ticket, $3.50 per pair for marri­
ed couples. Though one film in 
the series is already past, the 
season price is still a good buy.

T h e  series will present, in ad­
dition to Paris 1900 this S u n ­
day. Bicycle Thief (October 27), 
pantomimes (November 10), 
and World of A p u  (November 
24).

Dr. Wolfe Issues 
Sickness Report

Dr. Kenneth Wolfe, medical 
director of the College Health 
Service, has issued the follow­
ing statement regarding the re­
cent incidence of illness on the 
campus:

There were nine in his family, 
as well as two maids, a n d 
twelve American boys. Once 
his family had its cousins up

from Mexico City and they 
gave the American students a 
fiesta, complete with guitar­
playing and singing, and on 
other occasions took the boys 
out serenading.

Claudia and Diane’s family 
took t hem to all sorts of cultur­
al events too— shows, dances, 
graduations, which were n u m ­
erous in June and July.

Both Claudia and J i m  took 
classes in composition, colonial 
history of Mexico, and vocab­
ulary and grammar. Diane took 
the vocabulary classes too, as 
well as a literature course. All 
three had advanced conversa-i*» 6 W m  V J *l* * f. i-*< L Tturn with private tutors lor 
three hours a day. “W e  felt the 
private tutor w as the best asset 
of the school” said Jim. It was 
the three-hour sessions as op­
posed to two-hour sessions else­
where which led to their choice 
of Saltillo. T h e  tutors took them 
around Saltillo, to government 
buildings, museums, wine fac­
tories, coke factories, to dances, 
and on shopping trips— so that 
while learning Spanish they

were also absorbing Mexican 
culture: " W e  had conversations 
about anything and every­
thing,” said Claudia. For learn­
ing Mexico Saltillo w a s  ideal. 
Claudia termed it a typical 
Mexican town with “everything 
of Mexico in it.” With a popu­
lation of 90.000, it is diverse 
enough to have elements of all 
parts of the country.

Although they went under no 
special program of study, they 
will get credits for their work.

All were enthusiastic about 
the experience.

“It was great,” J i m  said. “If 
anyone wants to major in a

ence he could possibly have,” 
he added.

For Claudia it w a s  a ‘“very 
good experience” learning the 
language, and also learning 
about the people: “T h e y ’re
poor--- but very happy, and
willing to do anything to help 
you.”

“I loved it,” said Diane. 
“I’ve got a one-track mind 
about Spanish.”
