Sade’”. a play by Peter Weiss.

The most significant thing about
the weekend trip was the oppor-
tunity for Dr. Griffiths and 1
to once again see what it is like
when ““the plays’s the thing!”’
The theater is a lovely building
that houses so many of the great
facilities that we long for.
There 1isn’t a bad seat 1In the
house, and the stage has a wood-
en floor with a scene shop annex-
ed to it. You see, a wooden floor
is almost a necessity for any
theatrical production. The light
board was very adequate, with the
control board located ideally in
the back of the house, which off-
ers the lighting engineer a per-
fect view of the stage. Probably
the most important thing to Dr.
Griffiths and myself was that
these people had their own theater
and unlike us. did not have to
share it with the other depart-
ments and minor activities of
the college.
