Any student (organization or 
single student may bring (and is 
encouraged to bring) any issue 
to Student Counci L The consti­
tution provides for means wjlcre. 
by action, either by Council or 
a specially designated committee, 
could be taken to act ipon such 
an issue. In addition, the Coun­
cil will be able to channel ideas 
and issues through their student 
representative on thecommunity 
Government committees.

Two new by-laws which were 
added deal with 1) the selection 
of a slate of nominees for the 
student positions on the Commun­
ity Government committees, as 
outlined in the Community Govern- 
ment constitution and 2) the 
selection of a Student Budget 
and Finance Committee to review, 
recommend,and present to the 
student body for their approval 
the Student Activities fee.
