Attached to the ballot for Snow Carnival
students will be voting this week, is a referendum proposal
which will read “1 am in favor of an increase in the student
tax to be budgeted towa rd the Co-Cur ricular Affairs Committee

for use in their programs - Yes or No;” or words to this
effect. The Student Council adopted this referendum ques-
tion as a means of determining the degree of student support
for such a move. A "Yes” vote on the referendum ballot in
no way commits the students to any specific sum of increase,
nor. for that matter, to any increase at all Should the outC" -me
of the referendum be a favorable vote, specific sums would
be presented to the student body at such time as the entire
social tax package is ready for approval. This weeks ballot
is intenden solely as a guideline of student opinion in the
final formulation of that package.

Among this week s Letters to the Editor, is one from Joe
Green Ghai rman of the Student Budget and Finance Committee
which discusses the referendum and other considerations of
his committee. We Tfeel that Mr. Green’s letter is misleading
in several respects. For one thing, a casual”reading might
lead the student to believe that in voting “ Yes this week he

would be voting in Tfavor of a $6,000 increase for the Co-
Curricular Affairs Committee. Such, as we have already
pointed out, is not the case.

Secondly, -ven the mention of a $6,000 sum in regard to the
Co-Cur proposal is misleading. As of this time, no specific
sum has been proposed. Such discussion of cash amounts
would come only after a determination of the extent of student
opinion has been made. The Co-Cur ricular Affairs Committee

queen, on which

has made no request to date. The committee can continue
their programs with no budget increase whatever; too. like
any organization they would have little difficulty finding use
for any additional sum they might receive -(regardless of
amount. What will result, should this week s referendum
rove favorable, is something in keeping with the wishes of
fir- student body, and which would not raise the level of the
social tax beyond reasonable limits. In all likelihood, the
final figure would be tconsiderably less than the $6,000
mentioned in Mr. Green’s letter.

Finally Mr. Green states that it is*’the feeling of the Budget
and Finance committee” that a budget increase would be a fi-

nancial “‘burden that is unnecessary for students to have to

assume ” While his position as chairman gives Mr. Green
the priviledge of speaking for the committee, we feel that
in all fairness it should be indicated that this is not the unan-

amous opinion of the members of the committee. The editors
of Hrenian. and scCoTSMAN for several, bothmembers of
the committee, do not share this opinion.

In recent weeks, and, in reality, for a number of years,
there has been considerable sniping from one side of our cam-
pus to the other over finances. Persons who attend convo-
cations solely because of the attendence requirement do not
feel they should be required to pay for cultural events on any
major scale; other studets feel they should not be required
to finance activities which they do not choose to attend. Those
who miss or skip any number of meals at the commons feel
it would be better if Saga were to operate on a meal-ticket
basis so they could pay for only those meals which they eat.

It is time for us to stop and realize that the most sensible,
and fair, method of funding is for all to pay for some of the
cost of each. The events are available to all of us, and ifwe
fail to attend, &t is our choice. |If each of us were to pay the
full fee for each event he attended we would soon find that we
would be paying more than we now pay as our share of all
events.

Contrary to popular campus mythology, the primary roleof
the R.A. as envisioned by the Dean of Students’ office, is not
one of,“keeping the lids on the students” ids”.

My expectations concerning R.A. responsibilities stem from
the basic premise that residence hall program isnot separate
unto itself but is designed to support the educational goals
of Alma College. One of my assumptions is that a student’s
desk 1is an important educational facility. Students not only
live in residence halls, they also learn in residence halls7

As | see responsibility of an R.A. at Alma

College 1is to facilitate student learning. This Tfacilitating
function translates out into several simple but important
expectations.

1 An R.A. 1is expected to know his/her student extremely
well. Every other expectation that | have concerning the R.A.
staff is directly dependent upon this knowledgeabiltiy factor.

2. An R.A. is expected to be available to his/her students.
This involves time spent on the corridor.

3. An R.A. is expected to think on the job. Reinforcing
rumors idle complaints and misperceptions is not expected
of an R.A. An R.A. is expected toseek out answers to student
questions and to channel student requests and complaints to
college personnel for action or reply.

4. An R_A. is expected to be fully informed on available
campus resources and services to which students with
ersonal, social, vocational, academic and disciplinary pro-

lems can be referred for assistance.

In the “Consultants” Report on Personal Services” found in
the Ad Hoc Study on btudent Life, it is stated that,“the
Resident Assistants and Head Advisors have so much infor-
mation about students and student reaction that they should
be the advisors to faculty and administrators at least once
per month”. 1 think our consultants were simply observing
the fact that professors, academic advisers.personnel deans/
health service personnel, food service managers,admissions
staff, the provost’s office, etc., cannot offer the student
body the kinds of services for which they are particularly

trained unless they have access to the kinds of intimate
knowledge of student life styles that only on-line R.A.s have
at hand. R.A.s .as agroup, probably know more about student

perceptions of education, the campus, and society than any
administrative, faculty, or other student group at Alma College.
We cannot have an Ad Hoc Study on Student Life every 24
hours, but we do have a residence hall staff that is operational
on a 24 hour-a-day basis. Primarily, | expect R.A.s to serve
conscientiously as in-house consultants to other students,
faculty and administ rative staff. lwould welcome opportunities
to discuss and expand upon my conception of our residence

hall program with interested individuals.
