Yet the CIA is generally regarded as a necessary 
presence to guard against "communist influences” . Such a 
point of view sells the CIA expertise short and gives 
so-called communist influences mo re credit than they are 
due. The CIA is better trained, better-equipped and better- 
prepared than any communist influenced group or individual

Consider, for example, the a w esom e expertise that 
has been developed in the area of ge rm warfare. Only 
the CIA would posses the sophistication to use germ 
warfare and totally wipe out any particular group of 
people in this country and pass it off as an epidemic. 
F e w  people would question or suspect, just as few have 
reil| 9uestioned the tragic assassinations in America.

Th CIA has been very active infiltrating movements 
and institutions at h o m e — the church,educational insti­
tutions, the news media, large foundations(which finance 
both movements and institutions), and the youth/peace 
movement. Such infiltration runs mu ch deeper than a kind 
of political voyeurism.

Perhaps it would take a governmental overthrow by 
unsuspected forces within the government itself to make 
the majority of the Americans realize what a precious 
commodity true democracy really is; mu ch too precious 
to be mo cked and ridiculed by the current infatuation 
with pseudo-patriotism. It will be a sad day for many 
Americans when events forep. thAm to tpsiU t p that men like M a r k  Lane and District Attorney Jim Garrison, through
voices crying in a wilderness of rejection were really 
true patriots of our land. D e m o c r a c y  lost will be Democracy 
appreciated, and perhaps the only real incentive to makii "

A l m a  College,s Ken Mitchell, three-time 
All M I A A  defensive end, has inked a pro­
fessional football contract with the Fort 
Worth(Texas) Braves.

The Braves, a seni-pro team of the Texas 
Division of the Continental Football League, 
will welcome "Mitch” as he is called by 
his teammates, on July 6 for the first 
day of practice.

Mitchell, a four-year letterman at Al ma 
has been described by his head coach, D e n ­
nis Stolz, as "one of the finest linemen 
in recent years to attend A l m a  College.” 
This is accentuated by the plaque hanging 
ih K e n ’s room, designating him as Alma's 
top lineman in 1967 as a sophomore, In 
that 1967 season and the season following 
A l m a  swept past 17 consecutive foes, thus 
capturing two M I A A  football crowns and 
national small-college ranking.

In 196a, Mitchell earned honorable m e n ­
tion District No. 23 All-National Intercol­
legiate Athlete Association(NAIA) honors at 
his defensive end position. Last season 
Mitchell earned an All-NAIA nod at offensive 
guard, a position Stolz feels Mitchell "plays 
with even mo re authority” and that’s nt>t 
a bad accomplishment for a football playet 
to earn recognition at two positions in 
one season.
Mitchell is mu ch mo re than an outstanding 

small-college football hero. Ken has been 
a m e m b e r  of Tau Kappa Epsilon fraternity, 
a residence hall assistant for three years, 
and an active m e m b e r  of C a m p u s  Crusade 
for Christ, as well as an honor student.

A  m e m b e r  of Omicron Delta Kappa M e n ’s 
honorary Society, listed in both Who's W h o  
in American Colleges and Universities and 
Outstanding College Athletes of America. 
Mitchell was an obvious recipient of the 
A l m a  Coaches Award presented to the "A l m a  
College football player who best combines 
ability, scholorship. citizenship and leader­
ship.”

will be preparing for fall classes at Dal­las Theological Seminary. He plans to marry 
Sheryl Homanick of Detroit onJune 12.

It is a comedy, but and unusually imaginative 
one which might properly belong to the T h e ­
ater of the Absurd School of playwriting. All 
N e w  York reviewers were thoroughly de­
lighted by the original production given by 
the Living Theater In 1961. Opening against 
a backdrop of traffic lights, with a cop direc­
ting cars and horns like a symphony orches­
tra, this zany piece accumulates humor by 
the barrel as it rolls merrily through the 
life of z bookkeeper who never seems to fit 
into this world. He  falls in love with a girl, 
but she marries a meat packer instead —  a 
m a n  who throughout the action builds his 
business into a 30-story enterprise, complete 
with a used meat department --and no eleva­
tors! The lone run of the play in N e w  York 
was attriLytable to the absolute fracturing 
of dramatic technique and the sudden hu mor 
the author got from non sequiurs.

This comic style with corny Jokes and 
music-hall exaggeration m a y  seem strange 
to the reader at first, but in performance it 
will be played with deadly seriousness as a 
lampooning of the bewildered American trying 
to be Idealistic in a materialistic business 
world. It is extravagant and refreshing, and 
the current A l m a  production will push to the 
limit In acting and production this quality of 
comic strip and burlesque.
