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Budget, Queen, Run-0ff Face Test

STUDENTS VOTE
WEDNESDAY

The Student Body will be voting this Wednesday on the question of raising the student
social tax, according to Paul VanValkenburg, President of Student Council. This vote
is caused primarily by the overspending of the student budget that has occured during
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the past two years.

The vote will take place from 9:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday October 7. The

ballot boxes will be located in the lobby of
each dormitory. Other items included on

this same ballot will be the final vote for
Homecoming Queen and the Freshmen Class

officers run-off elections.

The student social tax is responsible for
suppling student budgets with their revenue.
Student Council, Union Board, Volunteer
Tutors, Africa Fellowship, THE SCOTSMAN,
and THE ALMANTAN receive their operating
monies from this source. As of this time
there have been no provisions made to
at .rb the overspending by any student
budgets. The college must in a sence loan
this money to the students so bills might

be Tpaid. . .

he 1970-71 academic year will be the
third year the student budget has been
in effect. The first year it was established
the students ran a $1,137 dificiet. This
past year the students also ran their budgets
into the red in the amount of $1,563. This
totals out to be $2,700 which the Student
Body presentli/ owes the college.

Paul VanValkenburg was informed of this
deficit by Dr. Stephen Meyer, Vice President
for Business Affairs.

during the latter part of July this past sum-
mer. At that time Dr. Meyer asked Mr. Van-
Valkenburg to make a decision as to how this
money would be raised. i

The President ofStudentCouncilresponded
toDr. Meyer by saying the StudentBody would
have to be asked what they wish to have done
with the budgetary problems. The Student
Body voted last spring as to how they wished
to see the money distributed and a change
could not be made in the distribution without
their approval .

Mr. Vanvalkenburg placed the questionbe-
fore Student Council this past Wednesday
night. Council asked the Student Budget and
Finance Committee, a committee of Student
Council, to submit back tocouncil thewording
for a question to be placed on the ballot con-
cerning the Student Budggt.

Student Budget and Finance responded by
drawing up a question and submitting it to
council. Student Council met again this past
Friday and decided to place this question as
well as the question concerning the Home-
Coming queen on a ballot to be placed before
the Student Body this Wednesday.

The students will be asked on this referen-
dum if they wish to have the Union Board,
Student Council, THE SCOTSMAN .and THE
ALMANTAN budgets cut to make up the defi-
cit. The way inwhich the budgetswill not be
cut is by the Student Body voting yes to the
$2.15 increase in the student tax. .

The increase is only being asked for this
academic year. The nokmal proceedure is
to have the students vote again in the spring
as to the budget they want for the 1971-72
academic year. Itwould be atthistime when
the students would decide if they want the in-
crease to stand for the coming year.

Seniors are scheduled to vote today and de-
termine the top ten candidates for Home-
coming from the Senior Class. These ten
will be the names that appear on the ballot
Wednesday. On Wednesday the campus will
decide the queen and the four girls who will
make up her court. . .

A final item on the ballot will be directed
only to Freshmen. A run-off vote must be
held to determine two of the Freshmen Class
officers, Student Council Representative and
Secretary-Treasurer. None of the candidates
for these positions received the necessary
majority vote. This run-off election will de-
cide the outcome of these two races.

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Alma Grad
One of 29 Killed

in Plane Crash

Former Alma College student Albert C.
Katzenmeyer wos one of those killed in
last Friday’s plane crash which took the
lives of 28 members of the Wichita State
football team. The Alma grad was the Ath-
lectic Director.

Katzenmeyer attended Alma thirty years
ago. He graduated in 1942. He was amember
of the Scot’s golf team. In 1941 he was
runner up for the MIAA medalist. He was
second only to Ted Welgoss, also an Alma
College student.

In 1942 Katzenmeyer took the M1 AA medal -
ist honors and helped Alma’ golf team
to the number one spot.

1942 was a big year for him for other
reasons too. 0 n April 17, he was married
toMiss Marion White of Ann Arbor.

After graduation Katzenmeyer went to the
University of Michigan where he became
Assistant Director of Athlectics. He held
that post for twenty-one years.

He moved on to Wichita State in 1964.
There he ocupied the post of Athlectic
Director.

Among others killed in the plane crash
was his wife.

relations with others, and to take on the re-
sponsibility for themselves and their actions.
The dorm should provide a free academic
atmosphere where groups of both sexes can
come together to discuss classes, their
content and relevancy. The purpose of dorm
council should be to become sensitive and
responsive to the desires and needs of the
residents by developinig a program where
each situation is a learning experience.

In this world of increasing depersonaliza-
tion, Kath sees hope for the college as a
whole to relate each situation to the indi-
vidual. Change should not occur simply
for the sake of change. Rather, ifa certain
change is best for the majority of students,
without damaging the minority, and within
college boards, we should proceed. The
residence halls should comply with, and re-
inforce, the goals of thecollege, while always
giving the individual the opportunity to be-
come a responsible member of the college
community.

When asked what the major problem con-
fronting us, as members of the familyofman,
was, Kath replied that learning to live with,
and accept one another for what we are
should be our main priority. Our failure to
do this is exemplified through the war in
Southeast Asia, confrontations between stu-
dents and administrators on some campuses,
tensions between blacks and whites, and even
through roommate problems in a college
dorm situation.

Women’s role in society is a topic of
much concern to everyone today. Kath feels
that by shirking the stereotypes we have of
women as emotional beings incapable of
rational thought, and men as wholly rational,
unemotional beings, we would liberate both
men and women.

Kaths philosophy of life, her goals for
herself, Gelston Hall, Alma College, and our
world are well expressed in a poem by
Doris Kerns Quinn, which follows.

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Volunteer Tutors Is Not Kid's Stuff

The Alma College Volunteer Tutor Pro-
gram is ready to go again. The entirely
student run organization, once known as
STEP, is beginning its sixth year of work-
ing with kids in the elementary schools of
Alma.

The aim of the volunteers is to help
children with academic and adjustment
problems.  The program works directly
with the principals of six area schools and
the social worker of the public school sys-
tem. The tutors take it from there, spend-
ing time each week working and sharing with
their tutees.

P roblems with schoolwork are handled in
groups of three students with similar prob-
lens who learn from their tutor and each
other while retaining an important group
structure. Personal problems are met on a
one to one basis in a big brother or sister
arrangement. The kids come from various
economic and social backgrounds, including
underprivileged and Mexican-Americanfam-
ilies.

The mechanics of the program have been
innovated to increase its effectiveness. This
year a constitution was adopted and the for-
mer positions of director or co-director
were replaced by a seven member execu-
tive board headed by Doug Trout, Alma Col-
lege sophomore from Hamilton, Ohio. The
program at Alma is operating this year for
the first time under a limited budget of$900.
There are no paid staff.

A prime goal is to modify the progranm in-
to closer contact with the schools from its
college-hased orientation. A student co-or-
dinator for each of these six schools would
bring the organization nearer to the indivi-
dual needs of the various institutions. For
example helping toplan recreationand super-
vise playgrounds for the kids where there is
a lack of i)ersonnel.

The Volunteer Tutors of Alma College are
associated with the Michigan Association of
Student Volunteers, an organizationof35col-
leges and universities around the state. Paul
VanValkenburg, a senior at Alma from Ann
Arbor, Michigan, isa member ofthe8menm -
ber student steering committee of MASV.
The tutors get together throughout the year
for regional tutorial workshops, and once

each year a state-wide Governor’s Confer-
ence is held. At this meeting there are dis-
cussions, and professionally led workshops
and sensitivity sessions.

The Volunteer Tutor Program does more
than just help little kids. It provides con-
cerned people with opportunities for real
social action opening into a world of volun-
teerism and giving. [tpresents a confronta-
tion with life, theworld as itis, and the chance
to do something about it
