o w n  unethical shoulders to deny the Class of 

its richly-deserved recognition. Needless 
to say, this episode only served to reinforce 
the place of the P  ep Jug in the hearts of 
A l m a ’s students, and as if in response, the 
Class of *70 went on to triumphantly cop the 
coveted compensation of the cheering contest 
each successive year.

REPORT FROM THE MICHIGAN INTERCOLLEGIATE ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION

Sole possession of first place in the 
Michigan Intercollegiate Athletic Association 
( M I A A )  will be at stake Saturday when 
A l m a  entertains Hope.

Other action will find Albion (0-4) seeking 
its first win of the season when the Britons 
venture to Kalamazoo while Adrian will be 
hoping to extend its victory string to three 
in a home g a m e  against winless Olivet.

Co ach Dennis Stoltzrs A l m a  Scots are eye­
ing their third M I A A  football championship 
in the past four seasons while the Flying 
Dutchmen, under n e w  coach Ray Smith, are 
seeking their first title since 1963.

A l m a  has defeated Hope the past four years

but the, Dutchmen hold a slim 21-20 edge in 
the alllime series that dates back to 1919.

Defiance. Ohio, the nation’s number one 
ranked N A I A  college division team, has been
the only co mmon opp onen tof Hope and A l m a - -
the Scots losing 10-0 and the Dutchmen 24-0.

The contest will also match last weekend’s 
mo st valuable players, with Hope tailback, 
G r e g  Voss of Muskegon, trying to elude A l m a  
defensive tackle, B e n  W e e k s  of Lansing.

Albion was Michigan’s most successful 
small college team a year ago, posting a p e r ­
fect 8-0 record, but things have reversed 
themselves this fall with the Britons still 
seeking their first triumph after four games.

The Kalamazoo - Albion series is Michi­
gan’s oldest collegiate football rivalry and the 
nation’s fifth most ancient, dating back to 1892. 
During that span, Albion has won 50 of 82 
contests, including a current streak of seven 
in-a-row.

T w o  of the M I A A ’s most adept passers ever, 
will be matched in the Adrian-Olivet game. 
Olivet senior, Eric Witzke of Detroit, set an 
M I A A  passing record in 1968, completing 62 
of 115 passes for 805 yards, only to have 
Adrian’s T o m  Bell of Naples, Florida, top 
it in 1969, by completing 67 out of 169 for 
852 yards.

A l m a  will entertain the Flying Dutchmen 
of Hope College in the Ho mec o m i n g  foot­
ball ga me this afternoon. The series be­
tween the two stretches back to 1919 atid 
stands to A l m a ’s favor 21-19-4. The Scots 
have been victorious the past four years 
however, including last year’s 42-18 drub­
bing of the t e a m  from Holland. Alma would 
appear to be the favorite but watch out 
for a big rush from the defensive line of 
Hope, the Scots offensive line will have 
to be ready for them Scots to triumph.

Gizachew Wubishet, the Ethiopian freshman 
class president, was thwarted in his attempt 
to have soccer gain Varsity status at Alma. 
Lack of funds w a s  cited as the primary reason 
by the athletic department. Wubishet plans 
to organize his o w n  intramural program, 
however. T h e  exchange student modestly 
admits he quite possibly could have be­
c o m e  a professional soccer player. In­
stead. he c a m e  to Alma.

The Varsity baseball team m a y  forfeit 
their spring trip this year in order to 
devote the m o n e y  to rehabilitating the park­
ing lot they w e r e  forced to play on last 
year. Various cuts, bruises and strains 
we re recorded b y  the players as they (and 
their oppenents) valiantly stove to over­
c o m e  each other and the field at the same 
time.
