Library Poll results
Over the Christmas holidays, the computer digested the infer mation gathered in the library user survey conducted last N o v e m b e r  

4-10. This c o l u m n  s u m m a r i z e s  the information gathered fro m that survey. Anyone w h o  would like to examine the computer print-out in greater depth is we l c o m e  to do so; contact either Dale Hutchin­
son (Gelston)or Peter Dollard (ext. 333).T h e r e  were 2S3 usable responses, 73 * of which c a m e  In the first 
three days. 7 6 cr of the questionnaires were completed either in the afternoon or evening, implying that those are the periods of great­est use of the library. Tho ugh the largest n u m b e r  of users declar­
ed no major (30%), Biology. Business, Education, Psychology, and Sociology majors accounted for 3 5 %  of the questionnaires while other majors accounted for the remaining 35%. There was a relatively 
equal distribution of responses by class levelIt w a s  interesting to note that half (48%) of the users c a m e  to 
the library primarily to study; 2 7 %  c a m e  to do research the remainder c a m e  for other reasons. Use r s  reported an extrem-ly 
high level of success; 8 6 %  accomplished what they wanted to a c c o m p ­lish and 8 3 %  did not ask for help from a staff m e m b e r .With all the talk last term, it w a s  noteworthy that 5 6% of the users 
were satisfied with the library’s hours as they w e r e  then. .As s us­pected. there w e r e  m a n y  complaints about the noise (especially the buzzing of the lights) in the library and the inadequacy of the heat- 
Ing and cooling system.T he library staff was particularly interested in determining how well the students use the library. T he re is s o m e  skepticism about 
the high success rate that w a s  claimed, especially since only 40% 
of the students w e r e  familiar with our reference assistance service, 
only 2 3 %  were familiar with our interlibrary loans services, and 
only 12% were familiar with our "searches and holds "services.

In response to the request for suggestions for improving library services, m a n y  students expressed a belief that the book collection 
is to o small and too out of date. Others felt w e  needed m a n y  m o r e  
periodicals, especially back issues.T h e  Library Input Board will meet soon to decide whether further rec ommen dati ons for improvements in library service are indicated 
by the information gathered in the questionnaire.

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Salchert's Saga rap 
should have gone
through system

Mark Salchert's actions of last week are 
strangely paradoxical. Salchert has shown 
everyone on this campus that it is possible to 
make their opinions known and that it is 
possible to get involved. But while doing this, 
Salchert has shown us the worst way to achieve 
change on an open campus.

If every student sent his frustrations to 
the top, then the northwestern corner of Reid 
Knox would become a mere complaint center. It 
is for that very reason that we have several 
committees on campus which serve to link the 
clientele and the service. The Library Input 
Board, the Food Service Committee, the Health 
Service Liaison Committee and the Student 
Council all serve the purpose of resolving stu­
dent complaints and finding answers to problems.

These are not all the committees which 
presently serve this function, and neither are 
all the possible committees which could be form­
ed to increase communication between colleges 
services and students exist. Specifically we 
are thinking about a physical plant liason 
committee to help answer questions about heating, 
snow removal and parking.

It is the duties of the heads of these 
committees to make their specific services known. 
The meeting times of the committees could also 
be better publicized.

While Salchert's actions reveal the direct 
accessibility of the president's office to the 
student, Salchert's actions simultaneously reveal 
his lack of understanding of the Alma system.

We applaud his motives
but his attempt at problem-solving was crude.

It is? Have the students of Alma grown so 
lazy that they can't even walk across campus to 
park a car? Maybe the college should be expec­
ted to provide a shuttle-service to the AC.

All the clamor about the lack of parking 
is due to one thing: laziness. The majority of 
Alma students spend four years without the bene­
fit of Detroit's 'gift' to modern civilization.
It seems as if as soon as one brings a car to 
campus his stamina goes down 150%.

Once students get over being lazy, the 
parking 'problem' will be solved. The Grant 
Street lot is no further than a five-minute walk 
from any point on campus. With some planning 
and perhaps subtle institutional changes (such 
as restricted upperclass parking areas near the 
dorms or the establishment of a priority system) 
the parking solution could be given permanence.

Another thing which should be seriously 
considered about winter parking is the posting 
of regular plowing hours. The threat of having 
one's car towed away if parked in a lot during 
a specified plowing time could be sufficient 
incentive for cooperation.

t he past year w a s  a strange but exciting year for music. U n ­

expected styles e m e r g e d  during the year, not the least of which w a s  "Di sc o"  music. A s  discoteques m a d e  a huge c o m e b a c k  the A M  
airwaves w e r e  flooded with a wide range of artists, from K.C, and the Sunshine B a n d  to Frankie Valli. all trying to produce the hot-selling 
funk-disco sound. Successes w e r e  many, out really only to those 
w h o  bought 45 R P M  records. But beyond singles, the sound of 1975 
brought only criticism. T o  those turned off by A M  p r o g r a m m i n g  the disco-flavor of s o  m a n y  songs m a d e  them all sound the same. As one listener put it. " T h e  radio has never sounded so dull, except 
m a y b e  for the B u b b l e g u m  craze of the late W s . "

Regardless of feelings, the "disco sou nd" w a s  big in 1975. and so w er e several stars at their peaks. T o  n a m e  a few: Kiss Linda 
Ronstadt, T h e  Eagles, Led Zeppelin, and Elton John (despite his in­
ferior work). These are the performers the public d e m a n d e d  and 
they of course had big years because of that demand.Last year also s a w  the breakthrough of several new n a m e s  and 
s o m e  genuine excitement about m a n y  of those n e w  faces. This e x ­
citement is bound to carry over into the n e w  year. Such artists as 
Peter F ra mpton , G a r y  Wright, Ace. T h e  N e w  Fleetwood Mac. T he  Outlaws, T h e  Tubes, and B r u c e  Springsteen have started to enjoy 
the success which surely will continue.

W h a t  exactly will 1976 bring? It’s a little hard to tell, but s o m e  things look very likely. First, disco music will unfortunately continue, at least halfway through the year, until the listening public b e c o m e s  
l>ored. Second, new faces will continue to appear as the public searches 
for n e w  musical heroes. Other fairly n e w  performers will hit it big in 197G w h o  had initial success in 1975. O n  the other hand, stars of 
the past will continue to decline, as their w o r k  b e c o m e s  m o r e  and 
m o r e  stale.

Y o u  can expect good albums later in Uie year from Peter Frampton. 
D a n  Fogelberg, Jefferson Starship, l“ da Ronstadt. and hope for a 
new M o o d y  Blues album D A Y S  O F  F U T U R E  P A S S E D , PARTII, report­edly in the works.

Y ou can expect alb ums early in the year f r o m  Elton John. T h e  Eagles, 
B ru c e  Springsteen. Fleetwood Mac . Jackson Browne. L ed Zeppelin. Kiki Dee. Steely Dan. J a m e s  Taylor. T he Sweet, and Aerosmith. All should l»e very good, especially if Elton John can get rid of B e r ­
nie Taupin. I still think that "E. J." has at least one really good album 
left, but it’s not going to happen unless he gets s o m e  lyrics to work with.

Questionablt*s include John Denver; the ex-Beatles--Tohn, Paul, Ringo. and George; T h e  B ea ch Boys; Yes, and even K L \ .  Denver raises questions because of his reluctance to use the electric guitar. 
H e  w a s  m u c h  better in his " R o c k y  Mountain Hig h "  days, w h e n  his material sounded a little distinctive. N o n e  of the Beatles has indi­vidually produced anything of any real merit (except for M c C a r t n e y ’s B A N D  O N  T H E  R U N .  n o w  two years old), and there are no indications that anything substantial will c o m e  out in 1976.

T h e  B ea c h  B o y s  are finally releasing a new studio album this year, but the question lies in their popularity. D o  people want to hear 1970’s 
B e a c h  B o y s ’ music, or is it the 1 % 0 ’s that m a d e  them what they are?

Y e s  is in a strange position. C o m p o s e d  of four of the finest indi­
vidual musicians on their individual instruments, and formerly one 
of the best bands in the world, the group has been recently plagued with a lack of a sense of direction.

Finally, Kiss m a y  n o w  be one of the top heavy-metal bands, but stay­
ing there requires a certain a m o u n t  of innovation, or the s a m e  three or four chords begin to sound like the s a m e  three or four chords.
