As a result of a study on hon-
ors distributive requirements by
a subcommittee of the Acadenmic
Standards Committee, distributive
requirements for graduating with
honors have been changed from the
regular 12 credits per division
to 24 credits minimum in each
division (humanities, social sci-
ence, and natural science) with
no course within the minimum to
be gained pass/fail.

But angry sophomores aren't
mad at the change. Their pri-
mary contention is that the faculty
shoved the new requirements on
them after they had a full year
under their belts.

Steven Wylie, a sophomore ma-
joring in Theater and English, said
the news was a shock to him as
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he learned about the change just

over a week ago.

«"Just about all of the sopho-
mores Ive talked to are angry.
The whole idea was thrown atus
when we weren’t ready for it.”

He continued,  *Vhen I first
heard of the news I didn know
what to do- -so | went to talk
to my advisor (Philip Griffiths)
about it. But my own advisor
didnt know it applied to the class
of 1979. The faculty had to look
over 1t so fast thai they didnt
have time to look over the nec-
essary ideas in it.”

T thought it was the policy of
Alma College that you followed
all guidelines in the catalog of
the year you matriculated,” he
continued, emphasizing that the
class of 1979 should still be under
the requirements set inlastyear’
catalog.

According to Registrar Molly
Parrish, for every credit taken,
the student receives honor points.
The number of honor points earned
depends on the grade received for
that credit. For example, if you
took a one-credit class and earned
an “A” it would equal 4 honor
points.  If you got an “AB” it
would equal 3.5 honor points, a

‘eThe general feeling of the fac-
ulty was that the old criterion
was no longer useful becuase
grades have inflated,” he said.

Alma College students’ grade
point averages rose dramatically
in a period of three years---

nearly a full point. And there
have been years whenever 30per-
cent of the graduates left Alma
with honors, according to Wilson.

But, with the new change incre-
dit requirements, is it impassible
for some members of the sopho-
more class to graduate with hon-
ors?

““Clearly no,” said Wilson. *7t
was clear that (last years) fresh-
men couldnt tie damaged by that
requirement. They would not bo
any more affected than this years
freshmen.”

”And people who want a double
major and do not feel they can
make college-wide honors can al-
ways get departmental honors.”

However, sophomores worries
may be over. The Academic Stan-
dards Committee made a motion
last week to bring the Issue be-
fore the faculty at the October
4 nmeeting. I the faculty con-
sents, the chance will only affect
the class of 1980.

Committee looks ahead

Last spring a long - range
planning committee composed of
faculty, administration, and stu-
dents was organized toconcentrate
on the Alma program for the next
ten years.

According to Dr. John Agria,
Dean of Academic Affairs, this
committee proposed toAlna’sEd-
ucational Policy Committee two
main issues: 1 the upgrading
of communication skills require-
ments which would involve both
the writing and the oral aspects,
and 2. to look at the distribu-
tive requirements with an eye
to two things: defining the ob-
jectives of the distributive re-
quirements. then working out the

grade point average (GPA) exten-
sively. The subtraction of honor
points affects the hundredths col-
umn, so the GPA may go from a
3.0 to a 2.99 in the event of a
missed convocation. If you were
a graduating senior and had a
4.0 but missed every convocation
in your four years, your GPA
would be 3.97.

Althcxigh the GPA affect is
minimal, subtraction of honor
points does show on the student’
permanent record card. It also
influences the student class rank
position.

Some excuses for missing con-
vocation are accepted by the Ac-
ademic Affairs office. According
to Dr. John Agria, Dean of Ac-
ademic  Affairs, excuses are
granted in the event of personal
illness, family illness or death,
or if a student is participating in
an off campus practlcum or student
teaching.  Discretion is used by
the Academic Affairs office for
other reasons.

programs, learningexperiences or
courses that would meet those
objectives for the students.

The question is, “What should
the graduation requirements he?”
The distributive requirements in-
volve a spread of courses across
the social science, natural science
and humanities divisionsof learn-
ing. Dr. Agria points out that
the Educational Policy Committee
is starting by looking not at apar-
ticular number of credits, but first
at what the students need and how
those needs can be met.

“We (the F..P.C.) are trying to
get away from thinking always
in terms of credits,” he said.

Dr. Agria added that at tne pre-
sent time the committee ismeet-
ing under atemporary chairperson
and that they have not made any
definite decisions or voted on any
issues because the Student Council
representatives have not yet
attended any of the meetings.

Jeff Weenink, President of the
Student Council, remarked that
the student representatives have
now been elected, lut that they have
yet to be approved. This action
will be completed Monday, Oct.

Weenink commented that al-
though the Student Council has
been forced to elect committee
members in that fall instead of
the previous spring, because of
the change  from the  3-3-3
semester to the 4-4-1, this year
they have devised a scheme to
speed up the election process.
As a result, this year has shown
the fastest response and the Stu-
dent Council has received over-
whelming support to fill all posi-
tions.

Weenink stressed, however, that
there 1is a great need for effec-
tive communication. He said “last
year the results of committee
meetings weren’t passed on to
Council for the purpose of In-
forming the student body. It Is
imperative that any important e-
vents gettpassed on.’

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Japan promises return of Soviet jet

Japan has promised to return the Soviet MiG25 jet that was flown
there by a defecting Soviet pilot who did not have enough fuel to reach
the United States. The plane wiU be returned after Japanese and
American engineers have completed their examination of the jJet.

Soviets denounce "unfriendly" Japanese

The Russians have denounced the Japanese for “...unfriendly and
unpardonable actsl’ which *“undermined Soviet-Japanese relations."
The Russians claim that the pilot had made a forced landing in Japan
and was physically abused by the Japanese authorities. The President
has granted the flier asylum in the United States.

Kissinger accuses Russia of racial hatred

Secretary of State Henry Kissinger has accused Russia of “fueling
the flames of war and racial hatred" by trying to undermine his
African diplomacy. This statement was part of an hour long speech
given before the United Nations General Assembly, a speech that
may be his last on major foreign policy.

Kissinger reported that his shuttle diplomacy appears to have
headed Namibia towards independance from South Africa “within a
fixed, short time limit" and that black majority rule in Rhodesia is
in the offing within two years.

Ford denies improper useage of funds

President Ford has denied improper use of campaign funds when
he was a congressman and suggested a speedy conclusion to the
special prosecuters investigation of him. Ford did admit however,
that he had discussed legislation and other government business
suring social ocassions with lobbyist friends, a statement that he
originally denied. He 1insisted that these lobbists and golf partners

were “close personal friends" and his talks had been “innoway a

violation...of any rule or ethical standard.” Special prosecuter
Charles Ruff has subpoenaed some of the campaign records from
Fords past but Ford has stated that “no money ever went tome
personally™ from campaign funds.

Jack Anderson files s20 million civil suit

Newspaper columnist Jack Anderson has filed a $22 million civil
suit against former President Richard Nixon and 18 subordinates,
accusing them of a concentrated five year campaign to take away
his credibility and his first Amendment rights as a newsman.

In the suit, Anderson accused G. Gordan Liddy and E. Howard Hunt
with tentative p“an to murder him using an exotic poison. He also
claimed surveillance by CIA agents who allegedly followed the colun-
ist, his wife and children seven days a week for several months in
1972.

Anderson stated that any proceeds from the suit would go to the
benefit of other reporter’ first Amendment rights.

Besides the $22 million, Anderson is also seeking damages for
every day that his telephone was illegally tapped.

Anderson’s lawyers claim this suit is unique as it is the first time
a reporter has sought damages on the grounds that his First Amend-
ment rights had been violated.

Alcoholism on campus discussed

Alchoholisn was the subject of
an informal meeting held in the
lobby of Newberry Hall last Tues-
day evening. The meeting, which
was sponsored by Newberry Vice-
President, Cheryl Chapman, was
conducted by Dr. Loise Hamil of
the Alchohol and Drug Abuse
Information Center, which is lo-
cated in the east wing of the Wil-
cox Health Center. Dr. Hamil
is the public speaker of the group
of three advisors working In the
program., including Rev. Richard
Anderson and Gary Huffi. The
purpose of the meeting, was to
inform Alma College students of
the problems and consignees of
alchoholism on both the college

level and the later vears of adult
life.

Meetings, like these which, acc-
ording to Loise Hamil, are taking
place on many college campuses,
are probably the result of the fact,
the, of ihe five million alchoholics
in the United States, over one half
are under thirty years of age, and
as Dr. Hamil stated W r forty
percent of these areundei twenty-
five years of age.”

According to Dr. Hamil, alcho-
holism presents a special problem
on the college level. This is due
to the fact, that it is generaly ac-
cepted behavior for college stu-
dents to frequently “getsmashed”
and because of this, the problenm
drinker often “stays concealed”;
According to Dr. Hamil, not only
does this “conceal ’the person who
may have already developed a
drinking problem, but it creates

“Most of us look at a drinking
problem as something that comes
tous” ,stated Dr. Hamil, towhich
she later added, that drinking was
not a disease but rather, something
we bring upon ourselves through a
voluntary act.

Another aspect of this problen,
is the way people treat a friend or
relative who has a drinking pro-
blem. ‘T"hey cover ftup”,stated
Dr. Hamil.  This is the wrong
thing todo,according toDr. Hamil,
since it tends to allow theproblem
drinker torationalize himself into
thinking he doesnthave aproblenm.
As Dr. Hamil put it, “make them
take some of the responsibility for
their drinking problem.”

It is to avoid this problem, that
Dr. Clyde Gehrig of the Sociology
Department isheading the Alchohol
Education Project, which iswork-
ing to educate grade school stu-
dents, in grades four through six.
on the facts of alchohol as a drug.
Michigan was one of twenty States
to develope a “model project”
such as this. The program, which
has been very successful, is the
only one dealing with the four to
six age group. Students partici-
pating in this program, are given
a ’ldt” containing two short
stories pertaining to real life sit-
uations, a game hoard, and a car-
toon booklet, which also help the
child learn about alchohol and al-

Bob Olsen, head of the Radio
Station Task Force, also came be-
fore the council to ask for $60 to
be used to join the Intercollegiate
Broadcasting System.

Olsen linked theestablishment of
a radio station to college growth,
especially that of the speech de-
partment.

He further stated, “the radio
station has been kicked around for

12 to 14 years and every year the
price changes... we need $1,800 to
$2,000to put up a radio stationand
they (the college) say they dont
have it thats bul.” He cited as
evidence all the buildings put up
within that period and their cost
compared to that of the radio sta-
tion.

The council approved Olsen’s
revest without any dissenting
votes.

The most discussion occurred
over the request of a group ofstu-
dents represented by Jeanne Alex-
ander interested in having Alma
College hecome affiliated with the
Federation of Student Social
Workers.

Ms. Alexander nresented the
privileges and opportunities ass-

ociated with becoming amember
and said that their membership
would benefit Alma College as
Alma has one of the few accredi-
ted social work programs in the
state and the membership would
act as a drawing card for pros-

pective students inthat field. After

much discussion the $50member -
ship fee was okayed by a vote of 8
to 5 with one abstention.

Although in the survey conducted
by the FSC last year 26% were
willing to take part inan optional
food program, their savings would
be minimal. For instance, if a
student were to skip 6 meals
per week, he would be saving only

$33.00 per year on board rates.
It was decided that in the long
run, students would save more by
the extra$33.00, rather thanbuying
their own food. The reason that
the savings are so low is that
students are actually charged for
only 14 to 15 meals per week,
dinner being the most expensive,
and breakfast being the least ex-
pensive. Besides that, if an op-
tional plan was available, Saga
would have to purchase special

ecyiipment for special cards, and
Saga employees would have to be
more watchful. These changes
would create more rises in costs
for students, and the committee
felt that at this time, students do
not need rising costs.

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Smith8 sermon “Dollar Disciples™

Todays college students are
doomed to become programmed
robots in a vast technological so-
ciety. The only function of col-
lege it to turn human beings into
mechanical men searchingforma -
terial gain and a few trivial ac-
complishments. This 1is how Dr.
M. J. J. Smith, in a sermon
delivered in the Dunning Memor -
ial Chapel last week, viewed the
potential plight of today’ studejit

According to Dr. Smith, todai/’s
sociefy is being run by dollar
disciples who believe that tech-
nology is essential, and that mor-
alitv and human spirit are thines
to be eliminated. He also stated
that, ‘Students who go tocollege
only seeking a piece of paper will
fall into societys trap and will
lose their individual birth right
and freedon.”

In this society of materialism
and self gain, students are being
pushed into college as a means
to achieve financial gain in the
future. Colleges are moving fur-
ther away from intellectual stim-
ulation, and are moving toward
teaching the art of selling one’s
soul to an employer. Dr. Smith
warned students not to jump into

a career before evaluating your-
self and your values, or you may
find yourself thinking that your
life was lived without meanine.

Dr. Smith condemned today’s
philosophy of materialism as the
force behind the disintegration of
true education. The need for in-
tellectual excietment and under-
standing are too important to be
eliminated from the educational
process. The “dollar disciples”,
a term used by M.J.J. Smith to
describe the new prophets of the
materialistic philosophy, have de-
stroyed the willingness of people
to raise a question of ethics, or
even the simple question "Why” .

According to Dr. Smith, "To-
dav’s ereat universities have be-
come vast holdingareas for the un-
employed, and large recreation
camps for America’s*youth.” No
longer are colleges preparing stu-
dents to think on their own and
understand what it is like to be
independent.  As Dr. Smith puts
it, “If life is a jungle, you don’t
have tobe a beast”.

As our society becomes more
and more complex, aperson must
have a firm understanding of his
values and beliefs, or he will
become lost in the vast system of
specialization and large bureau-

Birth  control for mal

Last Tuesday night, in thebase-
ment of Gelston Hall, what some
had labeled a “rubber show”
turned out to be an educational
and reassuring evening for the 75
to 100 students who showed up.

Jim Law, a representative of tlie
Young Drugs Products Corpor-
ation, which manufactures Trojan-
brand condoms, started his pre-
sentation with a brief history of
the condom, which dates back tothe
sixteenth century when Egyptians
used them for protection against
tropical diseases. No, acondom
is not a type of bug spray, though-
it does prevent males from con-
tracting Y>ugs® like venereal dis-
ease.

A condom isa rubber or lamb-
skin cover for the penis “worn
during sexual intercourse to keep
the male sperm from entering
the vagina and contacting the
female egg.” It is also a “pro-
phylactic, since it helps prevent
a venereal disease from being
transmitted through sexual inter-
course from an infected to a non-
infected person.”

During his presentation, Mr.
Law emphasized that the condom
is the only contraceptive known
to man that is both a contracep-
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tive (prevents conception) and a
prophylactic  (prevents disease),
and added that ethe only side
effect of a condom 1is not using
it.”

Many males tell stories of the
fears and embarressments ofpur-
chasing condoms 1ina drug store,
but Mr. Law stressed that “you
shouldnt feel the least hit re-
luctant or shy about buying a
condom.”

Michigan law states that pro-
phylactics cannot be displayed or
advertised in any way and must
he sold by pharmacists in drug
stores, so “when you go in a
pharmacy, you have to ask the
pharmacist for them.” But, as
Mr. Law stressed, pharmacies
probably sell an average of “one
condom a minute”, and “they’re
very professional about it.”

Mr. Law stated, “all pharma-
cists would like to display them”
and some do, but under the law,
they “can’tbe seen by thepublic.”
The reason for this law, according
;0 Law s that the state legis-
lature believes “itwould seriouslv
affect the morals of the young.”

The most important point
he made was that when unrolling
the condom over the penis, the
male should leave a one-half inch
space at the end (some condoms
have small receptacle ends which
provide the required space) so that
when he ejaculates, the pressure
from the sperm will not break
the condom. Withdrawal of the
penis is also important since the
condom may slip off. The pro-
per way 1is to hold the open end
of the condom against the penis
as it is withdrawn.

Law emphasized that, iIf used,
properly, there 1is complete pro-
tection against conception and ve-
nereal disease.  Each condom
manufactured by his firm is in-
dividually tested for holes by an
electronic process that discards
those with holes in them.

There are many different kinds
of condoms manufactured by Mr.
Law’s company. Some are lu-
bricated, some are not, some have
a receptacle end, some have a
blunt end, but all are tested the

same way. Just like anything
else, condoms are cheaper by
the dozen; they come in boxes

of three, 12, and 36.

Tom Jankowlak®s Interception
set up Alma’s firstsustained drive
which was highlighted by Ken
Rlehls 20-yard pass to Stan lzy-
kowskl and RlehPs run on a big
fourth down play. Jim Myer"s
FG attempt was no good, however,
and at halftime Albion led 3-0.

Early in the second half the
Britons of Albion formed an 18
play 73-yard drive which was fin-
ished off by Kevin Nixon’ one-
yard run.

against an Albion defensive which
had not allowed a point in three
previous games. The Scotsmen
moved down the field, led by the
passing of Ken Riehl and the su-
perb receiving of AII-MIAA Stan
Izykowski .

An apparent Riehl to lzykowski
ttxichdown pass late in the game
was nullified by a penalty, theonly
one called against the Scots all
day. Alma still kept fighting, as
Riehl hit Bob Gerhardt with a

30-yard pass to the Albion 14-
yard line, but the vaunted Albion
defense which had harassed Riehl
all afternoon, sacked him three
times toseal Alma’s doom.

“very proud of the way the boys
played, but this really hurts.”

Brooks felt that the fumbled
punt which led to Albion’s final
touchdown was the deciding fac-
tor of the game, buthe alsopointed

out that Alma had three chances:
to score in the first quarter and
didn’t capitalize on any of them.
