The Reverend Robert A.
Hoppe from Detroit will speak
at a convocation on Tuesday.
May 18, at 10 in Dunning Cha-
pel. Hoppe will appear under
the auspices of the Cultural
Affairs Committee. His sub-
ject is ‘The Civil Rights Move-
ment: Its rationale and its
relation to practical politics."

Hoppe is Executive Director
of the Commission of Religion
and Race, working in the De-
troit area.

McCoy staled that this group
of students felt that one of the
most exciting things that has
happened at Alma since they
have attended is the ad hoc
committee. The reason for
their ettihuii&iiru McCoy said,
lies in the fact that the fac-
ulty is becoming involved in
questions relevant to the stu-
dents.

In McCoy’s view, the in-
volvement between faculty and
students needs to be strength-
ened. As a method of achiev-
ing a closer relationship, Mc-
Coy suggested ‘"clarification
through more intensive com-
munication.”

Feeling that it is hard to
justify a small college unless
its smallness is exploited, Mc-
Coy advocated making a spe-
ial effort to acquire a feel-
ing of community and cooper-
ation among administration,
faculty and students.

He said thal students should
be learning of the workings of
their own society at the Col-
lege and should be gaining an
understanding of the respec-
tive roles of faculty, admin-
istration. and students.

McCoy furthermore, stated
that he felt students would
more readily accept college
regulations and policies tf they
knew the actual reasons be-
hind them.

McCoy reported responses
to questions on topics of spe-
cial Interest to the committee
which ranged from the ncw
curriculum to athletics and stu-

dent government. In general
the new curriculum raised
the least excitement because

it did not seem immediate to
the students.

Student reaction to questions
concerning athletics took the
form of asking for "a little
more emphasis but not enough
to hinder the academic pro-
gram.”

Comments on student gov-
ernment, according to Mec-
Coy. showed that the students
feel they don’t have the voice
they might have in formula-
tion of rules and, furthermore,
showed that the students are
confused about whcro the
power lies.

Students reported to McCoy
that one reason for lack of
interest in student government
is due to the fact that the stu-
dent body is not aware of
what powers it has and what
student government can do.

Following McCoy’s report,
committee members and Mc-
Coy discussed programs, Im-
plemented in other institutions,
which are designed to stim-
ulate student interest.

Concerning the meeting of
the ad hoc committee, Dr.
Lawrence Porter suggested
moving to a larger room in
order that more students may
attend. Dr. Irene Linder in-
quired about the possibility of
having students formally on
the ad hoc committee.

In response to these remarks
Dean John Kimball stated that
he felt there is much to be
gained by having meetings
open to all and that both fac-
ulty and students would profit
from this arrangement.

Psychology Students

Face Few Changes

The Psychology Department
will be effected little in the
3-3 plan changeover. Most of
the major modifications in ad-
vanced classes were made ap-
proximately a year ago in an-
ticipation of the new system.
Consequently, no new courses
other than those already exist-
ig will be offered.

The change was the addition
of Physiological Psychology
which will be added to Sensa-
tion and Perception and Moti-
vation and Learning courses to
form a sequence applicable to
the 3-3 plan.

It should be noted that be-
fore a student may enroll in
these upper level courses he
will need to have taken Biol-
ogy 101 and 102. Owing to this.
Psychology will not be used
to satisfy the science require-
ments as it is presently.

Three other courses were
placed in a sequence but do
not necessarily follow each
other. Of these three. Human
Development. Abnormal Psy-
chology, and Personality, any
one may be taken without the
other two preceding it. Human
Development is designed to

satisfy the psychology re-
quirement or those in Edu-
cation.

Under the new plan selected
students will write a thesis,
as the writing of a thesis will
be by the invitation of the de-
partment only.

Moore Captivates Students
With Style and lIdeas

Dr. Charles A. Moore, pro-
fessor of philosophy at the
Universitai pi  Hawaii, talks
with an animation that is cap-
tivating. But perhaps even
more captivating than his style
are the ideas behind it.

Dr. Moore visited the cam-
pus Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday of last week. He is
on sabbatical and was invited
here by college trustee Dr. Carl
Bonbright.

Dr. Moore’s burning interest
is East-West relations especial-
ly on philosophical and reli-
gious grounds. He pointed out
the problem that exists in this
area, by picking up the fresh-
man civ. book World Master-
pieces. “You see,” he said “this
is a book that claims to list the
best works in the world in its
index. But there’s nothing from
Asia.”

There are two basic reasons
for this problem, he feels. First,
there has been little opportun-
ity in Western society for what
he terms “genuine understand-
ing". This is most obviously
the case in education, he sug-
gested.

Second, he cites the problem
of self-satisfaction and lack of
