Campus All Day Next Monday

Mr. John G. Anderson, a Peace
Corps representative, will be on
campus all day Monday in Ty-
ler Lounge t© talk with inter-
ested studenits and present a
documetary film on the Peace
Corps.

Anderson sa Peace Corps vol-
unteer who recently retumed
from an assignment in Nepal, a
relatively small country in
southeast Asia. Beginning his as-
signment in 1963, he first work-
ed at a training institute where
he taught village development
workers.

During his second year in Ne-
pal Anderson worked directly
with villegers in the planning
and actual labor of self-help
projects. Included was such work
as the construction of small
bridges, development of water
systems and drawing up plans
for sdools, libraries and gov-
ernment offices.

Andersons assignment in
Nepal involved living in a vil-
lage in the hills with a popula-
tion of about 200. Here he shared
a mud, stone and slate-roofed
house with another Peace Corps
volunuteer. The village was so
isolated that some of its inhabi-
tants at first thought, from his
unfamiliar appearance, that he
must be a gost. The only means

of reaching this village was by
foot, which involved a three or
four day trek along mountain
ridges and river bottoms.

In his spare time, Anderson
relates, he played cricket with
the Indians and soccer with the
Nepalese. He also tried to teach
foothball and baseball to the chil-
dren.

Anderson found the Nepalese
diet to be one of the chief con-
trasts to home, the average
meal consisting of dhal bhat—
rice with a lendl sauce. At
times, however, he was also able
0 get goat and chicken meat.

He also felt a great similarity
t home in the desire of the
Nepalese to improve their liv-
ing conditions.

Of greatest value to Anderson
in his assignment for the Peace
Corps was the opportunity it
gave him to work with the
Nepalese toward mutual goals.
Although not all these goals
were achieved, he feels that in
the striving there grew an
awareness — a knowledge which
may provide a base for further
development of the individual
and the community.

Born in New York City, An-
derson began his college educa-
tion at the State University of
New York, taking courses in ag-

riculture. He completed his ad-
ucation at Michigan State, re-
ceiving a B.A. in social science
in 1960 and the M.A. degree in
counseling and guidance in 1962.

Miss Gladis felt that she better
understood the problems of the
city, its complexities and the
crises it faces in today s world.
She feels much better acquaint-
cd with the Church and the roles
it is trying t play in alieviat-
ing the problems of poverty and
integration, and in attempting
t© reach, all of the people with
the faith and love of God.

Miss Gladis concluded with
the remark that she cannot wait
util next summer to partici-
pate in the program again.

Osburns community was an
area of the city undergoing tran-
siion. kt was primairly an all
white Polish neighborhood which
was being threatened by an en-
croaching area of Spanish speak-
ing Puerto Ricans. An additional
mFluence on the neighborhood
was the entrance of many south-
ern white families.
