Kach candi­date wishes to see a m o r e  active 
and student oriented council for what promises to be a very i m ­
portant year for A l m a  College. 
V' itii administrative revamping and academic streamlining going on, and a plan for “ community gover­
nment’' around the corner, this electio.t could be crurial to the 
direction the proposed changes take.

Several issues have emerged 
for this campaign. The relative inactivity of this year's student council and the defeat of the re­
form a m m e n d m e n t  last February 
makes structural or constitutional change s e e m  necessary. The pro­
blem of channeling (and obtain­
ing) student views to be placed in 
the decision making machinery is a problem that student council must face. The handling of the 
Greek issue in the next years H ill 
be very important to the school, 
and m a y  ultimately be a concern of student council.

Art Hova, business administra­
tion major, S a m  I’fieffcr, socio­
logy major, and Gregg Sutherland, 
political science major, all agree that student council needs chang­ing, and each proposes directions for the change.

Hova said, " T h e  present stu­dent council is advisory, but it 
should be m o r e  involved, and de­
cisions on policy should be work­
ed out with the administration." Hova felt (hat the student council 
structure must be "looked at and condensed,” and that the consti­tution sixjuld be "revised or re­
written.’’ An improved structure 
and better publicity could bi ing it closer to the students. Hova,

think of a dormitory? Herds stomping down tiled-hospital-like 
corridors? Tnings standing out 
in the hall screeching into a tele­
phone? Little cells in an even 
row each one identical to the last'? 
Signing in and out? Per? Pre­pare yourself folks. The new co­
ed junior-senior d o r m  is differ­
ent! So m e o n e  has decided it is 
time to test som e new ideas.

The plaintive cry of “ Do s o m e ­
thing about that noise!” has been 
answered. Halls and study lounges on each floor will be carpeted, 
telephones have been placed in 
booth-like areas, and the floor plan 
is designed to cut down on the 
amount of traffic. The room-- are not arranged in straight corridors 
but in four clusters ( two m e n ’s 
and two girl’s) each encircling a 
bathroom. Study lounges and laun­
dry tubs are placed on corridors that connect two clusters so no 
one has the misfortune of living 
across the hall from a twenty- four hour circus.

Hallelujah, the rooms aren’t ail 
identical! There are, count them, 
eight varieties! There are even a few r o o m s  equipped with the 
old movie style pull-down-from- 
the-wall beds. The new d o r m  (Bruske) accommodates 210 stu­
dents (103 of each sex.) Clusters 
contain 17 and 18 students, and 
each side of the d o r m  boast* 6 
singles (three for R A ’s.)

The entire ground floor is open to both m e n  and w o m e n  until per. 
In addi*ion to the main lounge there 
will be a separate reading lounge 
complete with a fireplace and a large sunken hearth. A couple 
m o r e  small student lounges, a 
special activites roo m (with kit­
chenette,) two T.V. lounges, two 
recreation areas, a couple meet­
ing rooms, a student office, laun­dry and ironing facilities, vending 
machine rooms, and the house parents’ apartment complete the rest of the ground floor.

Doors to the girls half will 
be locked at per, but every girl will have a key to the front door. 
Signing in and out is to be vol­untary.

ali areas of student life, which covers social life, txtra-cu-ricu* 
lar activities, etc. He believes 
that U k * .student-faculty c o m  mitt- ecs should contain a number of 
students equal to faculty m e m ­bers. With community govern­
ment impending, lie saw the need ‘o w.rW with eoirmumUy t-<- 
vernment committee’s proposal*. “ If Student council was aware of 
problems, they could initiate 
quicker action, which is what is 
needed.”  “ The will of the students is there, but it must be culti- 
\ated by a good organization. It 
is inherent that students have an interest in their school.”

Hova offered a list of specific 
changes which he feels are need­ed. If elected, he wiould be in 
favor of a student council column in the almanian and surveys con­
ducted on the major issuss, lie felt a party system could help 
bring students into m o r e  direct 
contact with student council, stu­dent council could meet every third 
week with committee meetings and 
executive sessions the other two meetings, speakers could bo 
brought in to eliminate ‘cut and dried’ meetings, student council 
could promote minor services for the students such as qpeniqg aca­
demic buildings (such as Dow) 
for social events, establishing sp­
ecial “ dating-rooms”  tor mor e  
privacy, and carpetii* and divid­
ing Mitchell, Newberry, and Gel- ston like the new d o r m  (Bruske).S a m  I’fieffer, after studying the 
situation before deciding to run, 
felt that a clearer definition of 
the role of various institutions was needed. He wondered if the coun­cil was making use of the power 
it possesses. He felt that the system is not so m u c h  at fault in student council as with the 
people who m a k e  the system run. 
“ I'eople arc not sure of their role; if people knew what it 
(student council) should be doing, 
it could function m u c h  m o r e  eff­ectively.”

If the job or representative meant m o r e  to people, better peo­ple would run, and the system 
would work. T h e  system should work as an advisor to the admin­istration.

" T h e  current structure is not 
sound and needs redefinition,” he 
said. Student council should "hast­
en co/mnunity government In,” but if tins change is not I m m e ­
diate, “ it is imperative that a 
new structure and constitution” be enacted.

He said the direction of the school is toward a community of 
scholars, and that the next eight years will see this transformation 
take place. After a static per­iod Die school began to m o v e  in this direction last year. The 
transition should be “ alow enough 
not to get out of hand, but fast enough for the students to realize that progress is being made.” 
The student is only here for four years, I’fieffer said, and the ad­
ministration Is the authority,” 
"so the students cannot dictate 
policy,”  which will Incorporate the different c h a w e s  as it goes. Gregg Sutherland said that it 
is “ about time student council 
played a m o r e  efficient and eff­ective role in student government 
and student life.” H e  said that 
the role of student council should be a “ total roto”  in student life. 
All these areas should be in the 
jurisdiction of student council.
For example, Sutherland pointed out that the dor ms should only be 
emp o w e r e d  to m a k e  d o r m  poli­
cies and sponsor social events. He felt thet all organization’.
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a rule for Sundays...
At the last evening session Gelston Hall R.A.’s 

reminded their charges that there would be no 
sunbathing in the courtyard onSundays. The reason 
for this being that “ people coming and going to the chapel might be offended and there are us­
ually guests sauntering around the campus on this day.”

This pronouncement lacks consideration for those 
damsels of Gelston who are desperately trying to blot out their fairness. There are s o m e  who, 
due to inconvenient class schedules, can’t relax 
during the burning nours of 11-2 during the week. 
There's always Saturday, but that’s only three 
hours and everyone knows that two days and six 
hours add m o r e  to the desired effect. Then there 
are those coming and going to Sunday services w h o  might be offended. They need to be reminded 
of the words of Jesus, “T h e  Sabbath was mad e 
for man, and not m a n  for the Sabbath.”  (Mark 
2:27) Any offense that they take is not taken 
from a Christian standpoint. Perhaps instead of condemning they ought to be out in the court­
yard converting or holding services there. Public

honor and reality...
This week both alum'.us Jeffrey Johnsto.i and 

student Jan (“ Hags” ) Thompsonsubmittedopiniois to the Almanian in opposition to an honor code. 
Both apparently feel that ai honor code presumes 
to impose an ethic upon students. Rags says that, 
“ a college . . . ca.not change h u m a n  nature, 
which s e e m s  to bo what Is expected of a code,” 
and Johnston says that codes do not work “ if our objective is to eliminate cheating.”

W e  feel, as do K  B. and Gail Anderson, that 
an honor code is a necessity. W e  do not feel 
that is should attempt to change hum an nature 
or that it expects to eliminate cheaters. What we 
do expect of an honor code is that it will take 
a m o r e  realistic approach to h u m a n  nature.

Yes, there are cheaters in this institution, and 
presently there is no concrete way of dealing 
with them. It m a v  be, as Johnston says, the coll-

Relations seems to be highly important at A . C  -  
on Wednesday it's "turn out,”  onS unday“ s U y  in.” Visitors get the wrong impression if they see 
coeds sunbathing on Sunday especially at a 
"Christian college.”  Therefore a rule that says 
M o n d a y  through Saturday are all right but not 
Sunday. Aren’t there visitors on other days of 
the week and aren't their impressions the s a m e  on those days?

Another inconsistency within the framework of 
the rule is that the courtyard is taboo and other 
areas which are certainly mor e accessible to 
closeups are not. The R.A. ’s informed all that 
the football field could be used if the student dis­
cretely walked there with outer garments on and 
there was no mention of any other c a m p u s  area 
being off limits. In these other areas there is 
a greater risk of such things as water dumpings 
and raids of other natures. Surely those would 
be m o r e  objectionable to those concerned. One  
suggestion: a student demonstration involving
the w o m e n  ofGelstonHall-Gelsto.iQuadwojldmake a perfect place for sunbathing on Sundays when the courtyard is taboo.

ege’s role “ to lead students to integrity and 
honesty.” indeed, perhaps A l m a  often does that, 
but in the meantime cheating m u s t  not be ig­nored.

T h e r e  is, in h u m a n  nature, a weakness m o r e  
prevelant than cheating, and that is the fear of 
“ getting involved,”  of “ sqrjealing,”  of reporting a cheater. An honor code m a y  not eliminate that 
weakness, but it might go a long w a y  to reduce 
the taboo which m a k e s  involvement uncomfortable. 
If, on this campus, students, share the under­
standing that cheating is generally intolerable 
and will not go unreported, an honor code will work.

W e  respect both Rags and Johnston for their 
stands; if everyone shared their brand of hon­esty w e  wouldn’t need a code.

Rags' Riches Honor?...Yes, But Not on Paper
by “ Rags ’ Thompson"T o  speak of an organized, type­

written Honor Code is confusing to 
me. Honor is no m o r e  capable of bciru captured on paper and 
then induced to c o m e  to life, than 
were gonls capable of being dis­
cussed satisfactorily in a C o n v o ­cation situation, as we nil ex­
perienced last Fall. A  college 
m a y  impose restrictions and pen­alties for its o-vii convenience and 
well-being but it cannot change h u m a n  nature, which seems to be 
what is expected o' a code.

There is no imposed ho no* code even two steps off this c a m ­
pus, other than the one which 
each individual decides fo- him­self. This is where m o s t  of us 
will be living oar lives. To be a student at A l m a  does not di­
vorce you from the rest of soc­iety, nor, does it guarantee your 
mo-al purity. T o  expect this per­
fection from a student is being most 
unrealistic. T o  shut ourselves off in a world where we are treat­
ed as exceptions or as superiors 
to the greater si tuition beyond

our sma'l community seems t o m e  
quite a mistake. Such idealized 
living is rather irrelevant to fut- u-e adjustment.
This is not to say that I con­done cheating or any other dis- 

honorable endeavor, but rather 
that 1 find it an insult that I 
should be expected to rely on an institution for the filling in of 
m y  Honor Code and that is is felt 
that 1 a m  not capable of coping 
with dishonor on m y  own grounds.

Former Student Views Honor Code;
Dear Editor,

A s  a former A l m a  College stu­dent (1932 through Jan., 1965,) 
and one who hopes to return in 1968 to finish m y  undergraduate 
studies, I read with great inter­
est the “ appeal for an honor code 
. . .” in the 'Senio-.* Col umn’ of 
the April 6 issue of the almanian.

Since becoming a m e m b e r  ofthe 
U  S. Air Force in Jan. of 1935, 
I have had the opportunity to en­gage in night classes in a number 
of colleges and universities: Witt­
enberg University, Ohio Univer­sity, Ohio State University, and 
T h e  University of Maryland (Far Eastern Division,) and before 
that the University of Virginia. 
Y o u  can rest assured that you 
are not the only school faced with 
the problem of which K  B  spoke.

But it seems to m e  that the 
problem faced by A l m a  College 
(and all the others) is no*, one 
of appealing for an honor code, 
but one of s o m e h o  w fortifying the 
“ substantial weakness in the char­
acter of certain students.”  Rather 
than letting students ponder the 
question and possibilities open to 
the m for instituting an honor code, 
let them ponder the qjestioa of 
what they gain and w h o m  they fool by cheating.

Honor codes (which I have seen) 
do not work (if our objective is to 
eliminate cheating.) They do get rid of cheaters (the Air Force 
A c a d e m y  does this well.) But 
cheaters exist everywhere: they 
run red lights and speed and quit 
only when wrapped around a tree; 
they cheat on e x a m s  and get the al­mighty ‘A ’ in the course only to 
find soon afterward that they don't 
know how to do what the boss says 
because they copied that answei 
off the bottom of their U.S. Royal tennis shoes.

T h e  A l m a  CollegeCatalog/Bull- etin 1966/67, p. 7 reads: 
the College’s c o m mitmen t to engage young m e n  and w o m e n  in the 
rigorous adventure of higher 
•earning, informed by Christian 
faith’ mea ns that the Christian 
com mitmen t of the College should have an impact on its centra! 
role: leading students to seek a 
sense of wholeness and openness, an acceptance of life as a trust, 
and a dedication to the dem and  
for critical affirmation and inte­grity.” So it is the college's 
ro'e to leal students to integrity 
and honesty, not to Institute a 
policy for eliminating those who 
have a “ substantial weakness in their character.”

Yes, K  B., you have inspired in 
m e  a desire for change. But 
not the one you advocate. I would wish that the students would read

and heed the statement in the cat­
alog, and that the College would 
do its part in carrying out the role they so bravely spell out 
A n d  when, again, the college has 
fulfilled its purpose, and the Al­
m a  students are young m e n  and 
w o m e n  of integrity, and an atti­tude of truth prevails on the Al­
m a  campus, I want to return. U n ­
til then, you can bet, I will not 
mind at all attending classes in a 
hut in Korea with fellow G.I.'s 
w h o  realize the real value of 
higher education, are willing to 
work for it, are individuals of 
integrity, and who certainly 
d e m a n d  and value truth one heck 
of a lot m o r e  that s o m e  Alm a  students w h o  can sit in the sha­
d o w  of the chapel and cheat their bottoms off!

PROSPECTIVE STUDENT COUNCIL PRESIDENTS
(e.g. Tyler Board and A . W S . )  
should receive their allocations 
from, and have a m o r e  direct in­
fluence in student council. The procedure would be through the 
organization's representative with 
student council action. This pro­
cedure would work for rule chang­
es, whereby a committee or re­presentative of student council 
would draft a formal proposal to 
the administration. Proper areas 
of student council action include social life, rules, and such things 
as m e n ’s housing. Sutherland, 
a m e m b e r  of the community gov­
ernment committee, believes that community government is “ h j  in 
the air,”  at this point, on the 
future of student council and that 
the council could n o w  “ be a great transitional factor in getting m o r e  power for students.”

Each candidate c o m m e n t e d  on 
the proposed student council re­
form measure of last February. 
Sutherland, who proposed the m o ­
tion, said the opposition wanted 
to wait until M a y  to find out the 
essentials ofthecommimitygover­
nment report. But Sutherland be­
lieves that M a y  is too late to be- in, and reform should take place 
now. Bova felt that the idea 
was good, “ but it was not stated 
right and the proposed represen­tation was wrong.”  Pfieffer, a 
student council m e m b e r  during his 
freshman and sophomore years, 
dee med it a “ feeble but gallant effort” and said that there was

“ not enough backing or thought behind the proposal.”
A  principle issue in the future 

is the Greek situation. All three candidates are Greeks. Bova is 
a Delta G a m m a  Tau, Pfieffer, one of the organizers of Alpha Phi 
Omega, was its first president, 
and Sutherland is pledging 
T a u  Kappa Epsilon. Pfieffer re­
serves a final opinion on the Greek 
issue until a sociology reasearch 
report is tabulated. This was a 
survey of 203 random students, 
each asked 80 questions about the 
Greek system. The survey was 
conducted by Sociology Research 310 and is currently being pro­
cessed. Pfieffer said that of the 
returned forms he saw, an over­
whelming n u m b e  r felt the Greeks 
were not necessary to the campus. 
However, “ you cannot take away 
a m a n ’s Cadillac without giving 
him something better in return,”  Pfieffer declared. He is not opp­
osed to Greeks but feels there 
ca n be a better substitute. The 
faculty spent m o r e  time studying the proposal than man y students 
realize, he said. “ Whe n the Greeks 
are abolished it will be a great 
trauma, but will be accepted for the genera) good.”

Bova believes “ the Greeks serve a vfilue” and that “ there is not 
a better type of social group for 
colleges at the present time.”

Bova suggested s o m e  improvements in the system, 
mainly to achieve m o r e  academic 
orientation and to “ modernize and 
update pledging.” Bova affirmed, 
however, that Greek organizations 
“ can and do contribute to the coll­
ege and always will and will al­
ways strive to do this.”Sutherland believes that Greeks 
“ have a place on this campus but 
they must be reorganized, must go Into academics, and must back 
proposals and issues.”  T h e  
Greeks, Sutherland said, should 
“ keep and expand their social 
commitments. They have the or­ganization and can fire people up.” 
He called the faculty action absurd, 
but intended to shake the Greeks 
up. "If Greeks as they exist continue, they will be off the c a m ­
pus in five years. The faculty 
is smart enough to find a replace­
ment ’ ’ But m o r e  and m o r e  Greeks 
are becoming aware of what they 
must do; “ this is a necessity,”  
he said, but the faculty should not 
have the power to throw an organ­
ization ofl campus.
