This year the Community Gov­
ernment Preparatory Committee 
was formed to examine the pos­
sibilities of a community gov­
ernment on Alma College c a m ­
pus. This committee grew out 
of last year’s Ad Hoc report 
recommendation for “a viable and 
functional college community 
characterized by openness, in­
dividual freedom of choice, in­
dividual responsibility, diver­
sity of personnel, and diver­
sity of environment."

The Ad Hoc Committee also 
recommended:

1. The establishment of a c o m ­
munity form of government that 
evolves out of the Alma College 
community itself.

2. That such a form of gov­
ernment should accomplish each 
of three tilings:
a) increased interaction and c o m ­
munication among all sectors of 
the college community;
b) the increased possibility for 
education;
c) that the immediate and several

the formation of a network 
of committees, headed up by a 
central organ (s), which would 
be ultimately responsible to 
the Board of Trustees, is pro­
posed as a tentative solution. 
This does not in any way re­
present a final answer , but 
is rather a step in the evolu­
tion of a workable form of c o m ­

munity government.

ion on both this idea and or. other 
aspects of the community gov­
ernment idea, the Committee is 
preparing a questional re. It is 
hoped that all students will show 
their interest by filling out and 
returning their questional res as 
soon as possible.

•Without a doubt, this French 
m o v e  - L A S T  Y E A R  A T  M A R -  
I E N B A D  - is the most demanding 
film in may years. Resnais, 
the director, has broken with 
all former tradition of cinema 
chronology in telling his story:
the events, as they are por­
trayed, are not only shown as 
they happened, but, also as the 
characters would have liked them 
to happen. The past isfusedwith 
the present and the future, and 
real scenes with those imaginary 
ones in the minds of the charac­
ters.

“The three principals meet 
at a baroque international palace- 
hotel: they are "A", a young 
woman; "M", who is ‘perhaps 
her husband;’, and "X", a young 
m a n  who is a stranger. Through­
out most of the film the camera
is concentrated on the nameless 
X  and A, as X  attempts to 
convince A that they met be­fore, ‘perhaos at Marienbad,’
had an affair, and had planned 
to meet now at this hotel and
run away together. At first A  
takes the story as a joke, but 
as X  becomes more persistent, 
she becomes frightened and 
finally she is forced to
become what the stranger says 
she is and, unquestioning, leaves 
with him.

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Purdy Speaks Baxk

Re-rating the Great Rater

In a former Issue of "the 
Almanian" an article appeared 
which pointed to some seemingly 
valid criticisms of Institutional 
education today. The author 
maintained that our institutional 
education serves as a rating 
system which allows its parti­
cipants the means of achieving 
certain niches or positions of 
status in our socioeconomic sys­
tem of stratification. The author 
was critical of this, calling tor 
"education which could become 
the accumulation of knowledge for 
knowledge's sake," and not for 
the purpose of serving the ends 
of stratification. It was further 
noted that the institutions of 
education offer many extracur­
ricular distractions, citing love, 
friendship, lunch, intramur­
als and student council, among 
others.

The suggested results of this 
are that the student is distract­
ed from "the only good thing 
education has going for itself -  
knowledge and its application .." 
leading to his anxiety over his 
rating or tension concerning his 
distractions. A s  mentioned above 
this article, I believe, illumin­
ates some serious deficits re­
garding the ends served by such 
institutions as Alma College.

Contrarily, I lack the insight to 
see where or how the c a l ^ p N *  
change is feasible. Education, as 
an institutuion, is one of many 
which serves the process of 
socialization thus assisting stra­
tification, which seems to be 
necessary for social living. It 
seems that Ardry, in "African 
Genesis", points this out rer 
garding both human and infra­
human groups. To modify our 
educational system to serve only 
the ends of acquiring "knowledge 
for knowledge's sake" appears to 
be a naive and shallow outlook.

T o  eliminate the students be­
coming "tense out of concern over 
his distractions" by "elmination 
of all those distractions which 
lack everything but structure," 
is an equally untenable position, 
to m y  mind. If I read the state­
ment correctly, some of these 
"distractions" have some mean­
ing and qualities in addlton to 
structure. Or, are the distrac­
tions which are listed in the 
article not examples of what the 
author proposes to eliminate? 
For example, though friendships 
perhaps can serve ends of class 
ratings, or status, in our society, 
for m e  it also possesses some 
intrinsic benefits of its own, with­
out which life would be raped of 
much of its meaning. Though I

hardly would follow the direction 
pointed by Dr. Montagu (in all 
its implications) of teaching 
"love" in our schools, I see no 
grounds for abolishing what ex­
amples of this we do have at 
Alma -  expecially in order to 
eliminate tension concerning 
such a distraction, thus promot­
ing greater accumulation of 
knowledge.

The article concludes that the 
"system . . which has become 
involved in its own efficiency, 
. . . .  should be given credit 
only for its efficiency and not 
be allowed to profess a part in 
anything of any greater value." 
This statement seems to imply 
that we see our educational sys­
tem as only doing an efficient 
means of "rating" ourselves into 
the social structure . I would 
hold, however, that a multiplicity 
of ends are served by our educa­
tional system, the former being 
one among many of its assets. I 
a m  aware that it has m a n y  times 
served to offer m e  knowledge 
which I value in its own right, 
and too, knowledge which no doubt 
will be applicable in m y  many 
pursuits; not jus_t_a rating by 
which society m a y  pigeonhole 
me.

Unfair Decision: Appeal
Mr. Griffiths announced this 

week that auditions for the Spring 
term production of "The Boy 
Friend* are scheduled for W e d ­
nesday and Thursday evenings, 
February 8 and 9 in D o w  Audi­
torium.

Valparaiso, Ind. (I.P.)-Women 
students who feel that a disci­
plinary decision of the Dean 
of W o m e n  has been unfair can 
now appeal their case to a newly- 
formed Valparaiso University 
Women's Residence Halls Board 
of Appeals.

The Board of Appeals was 
developed to insure the princi­
ple of fair play, according to 
Dean of W o m e n  Delores Ruosch. 
She feels that due process on 
tliis campus must include the trial 
of accused students by their

peers both in initial decisions 
and any appeals of them.

To accomplish this more ef­
ficiently, several stixlents work­
ed with Dean Ruosch In setting 
up this Board of Appeals. The 
board will also coordinate the 
various judiciary boards in wo­
men’s dormitories, the head 
counselor and director of the 
residence hall involved and the 
Dean of Women.

When a dormitory or Univer­
sity rule may have been violated 
the case first appears before the 
dormitory Judiciary Board. Tills 
board either recommends action 
to be taken, or in more serious 
cases, refers the case directly 
to the Dean of Women. After the 
Dean of W o m e n  renders her ver­
dict the accused student may 
appeal io the Board oi Appeals.

After the Board of Appeal:, 
reviews the case it makes a 
recommendation to the Dean of 
W o m e n  stating the decision and 
the board’s discussion. The 
Board cannot make the final de­
cision, it can only advise the 
Dean. On the basis of this 
recommendation, the Dean will 
reconsider and again take tl*

final action.
Other crucial parts in this 

procedure of due process include 
a written notice of the charges 
given to the accused student and 
the right of a student to rail 
witnesses in her behalf and sub­
mit pertinent evidence.

At present, the Judiciary pro­
cess does mil Include the right of 
the accused to know the names of 
any persons witm-s.-aug agaiust 
her.

Teacher Shortage 
Plagues U.S. Schools
Sioux Falls, S.D. -  (I.P.) -A 

significant increase in reported 
teacher vacancies reflects the 
growing shortage of teachers in 
the United States, according to a 
report released by Richard W. 
Schlicht, director of placement 
at Augustana College.

An acute shortage is deveinp- 
ing in the areas of special ed­

ucation -  teaching exceptional 
children, speech correction, re­
medial reading, visiting teach­
ers, psychologists, nurses, ed­
ucational trainable, counseling, 
deaf, sighted, and physical ther­
apy.

In the field of secondary ed- 
ucatlon, the most serious shor­
tages continue to be in the

U.S.A. Exports Athletes Abroad
Confident that the fight for 

world peace can be won in part 
on the playing fields of Asia, 
Africa • and Latin America, 
the Peace Corps has become a 
leading exporter of American 
athletes.

More than half of the Volun­
teers serving overseas devote 
at least a part of thei r time to 
^jorts and recreational activi­
ties, including 350 Peace Corps- 
m e n  who work full-time in physi­
cal education.

The experience of Joe Mullins, 
of Griffin, Georgia, is typical 
of a number of Volunteers who 
have found the Peace Corps a 
means of going from college into 
national or international coach­
ing.

Mullins was assigned as a track 
coach at an Iranian school that 
had never won a trophy. In 
less than two years, the school 
won five of them and Joe was 
invited to become the national 
track coach.

ed by Volunteers: the wrestling 
team from Senegal, the Thailand 
track souad and the Ivory Coast 
boxing team.

Peace Corpsmen have shown 
boys in the Dominican country­
side h o w  to play baseball with 
h o m e m a d e  equipment. In Africa 
and Latin America, Volunteers 
regularly board carry-alls and 
rumble into the hinterlands to 
conduct sports clinics for local 
populations. In so m e  areas^ 
sports have set off a fever in^ 
fecting most of the male citizen­
ry; on one occasion, Volunteers 
conducting a softball clinic in a 
remote village were startled to 
find a feather - bedecked witch 
doctor patiently awaiting his turn 
in the batting cage.

W h y  the emphasis on sports?
Since the Peace Corps was 

c reated in 1961 it has found sports 
a highly effective means of build­
ing healthy bodies, personal 
character, international under­
standing and national pride.

The president of an African 
nation once wrote the Peace 
Corps: *By teaching~sports you 
will break down tribal and re­
gional loyalties and help to build 
a sense of national pride which 
is essential to our future.®

The Volunteer, whether he 
works as a physical education 
instructor or as a community 
developer, knows that sports 
is an *in® which can give him a

oolid connection with the young 
people in a community.

To meet an increasing demand 
for physical education Volun­
teers, the Peace Corps has 
intensified its search for men 
and w o m e n  to serve in sports and 
recreational fields.

But previous expertise in 
athletics is not a prerequisite 
for a Volunteer to end up on the 
playing fields of Africa, Asia or 
Latin America. The experience 
of Gail Marcelius, of Rich­
field, Minnesota, is instructive:

Gail, reported a Peace Corps 
staff m e m b e r  in Sarawak, Malay­
sia, introduced softball into the 
life of the Sekapan people.

Lacking needed supplies for 
her enterprise, Gail “equipped 
her team by removing the 
limbs of a nearby sapling, hack­
ing them witha knife to regulation 
bat-size and scrounging an old 
tennis ball.

“Although players are official­
ly six years old, age is diffi­
cult to prove, and it is not 
unusual to find that the short­
stop’s mother is married to the 
pitcher.®

There are many Volunteers - 
like Gail Marcelius, or like for­
m e r  pro baseball player Will 
Prior (Giants' chain) in Vene­
zuela - who find that sports 
can be an international language 
that breaks down many barriers.
