Saturday the United Nations
solved the Vietnam crisis. Also
solved were the trouble spots
in Rhodesia and the Middle
East. More important, perhaps,
the fourty-three delegates to the
fourth annual Alma College
Model  United Nations learned
something about the give and take
of international politics.

The climax of the day was the
resolution by the Syrian delegate,
in reality a refugee from Pales-
tine and a former professor at
Wayne State.  His resolution
was to expel Israel from the
United Nations unless she agreed
to a stiff set of conditions. Paul
Hurwitz, working with Trudy
Evans, the Israelidelegate, gave
an impassioned address to the
general assembly and helped
defeat the resoluton. The final
settlement came when the United
States delegate, Gregg Suther-
land, the Soviet Union delegate
Tom Haywood, and the Indian

sr-X"

Yvonne Oliver, the delegate
from Sweden, proposed the reso-
lution to solve the Vietnamese
problem. The proposal was to
send a peace finding mission to
Moscow, Washington, Hanoi Sai-
gon and the National Liberation
Front to try to establish peace.
Similtaneously, there would be

bilateral cease-fire. True
to the real U.S. bargaining pro-
cess, the actual agreement was
reached off the floor. At lunch,
the Communist Bloc and the

Western Bloc talked to thd
Neutral delegates to try todrum
up support for their respective
views. In the end, the Swedish
resolution was hashed over by
both sides until agreement was
reached.

The delegate from the United
Kingdom, ScottWalton, proposed
the solution to the Rhodesian is-
sue. Imports and exports were
to be sanctioned and financial
help would be given to other
nations hurt by these sanctions.
