In a meeting held yesterdax 

afternoon, the Communitx Govern­
ment Preparator) Committee con­
sidered another set of r e c o m m e n ­
dations for the structure of a new 
governing structure. The great­
est amount of controvers) cen­
tered around student representa­
tion on the proposed \dministra- 
tive Council and the Facult) 1’cr- 
sonel Committee.

The matter of student repre­
sentation on the Facult) Person­
nel Committee was an area fur 
sharp disagreement within the 
committee. Inder the proposal 
condisered the committee-which 
would decide promotions, appoint­
ments, tenure and other related 
matters concerning the faculty- 
xxould consist of the three deans, 
six faculty m e m b e r s  and three stu­
dents.

Dr. Luke felt students should 
not be seated on the committee, 
but serve in a consultant capacity. 
H e  reasoned that the work of this 
committee would require a detai led 
evaluation of faculty m e m b e r s  
which might affect the students 
performance in the classroom.

Dr. Kolb supported this view­
point, and added that the committ­
ee would be* forced to limit dis­
cussion if students were present 
at meetings. Because of this, 
Kolb added, the general effectiven­
ess of the committee would lx* re­
duced.

Oflering a different interpreta­
tion, Dr. Kimball stated students 
“ Have a right to be on (the c o m ­
mittee,) and have to be on with 
the vote.”

According to its new president 

G r egg Sutherland, the reform of 
Student Council is underway. Su­
therland said the new council is 
ta.. ng a larger’ part in formulat­
ing social activities and revision 
of the constitution is currently 
underway. He also stated that die 
student Council should have a larg­
er voice in the reform of w o m e n ’s 
regulations.

Sutherland believes the role ol 
the council in the planned social 
affairs of the college will lx* in­
creased as a result of the app­
ointment of vice-president Chic 
\dam" to the chairmanship of T y ­
ler Board. In the past, Suther­
land added, “ Tyler staff ha*> done 
the worf which should have been 
done by Tyler Board." Other 
m e m b e r s  of the boaid will lx- ap­
pointed soon by \dams.

The aim of the revised consti­
tution is. according to Sutherland, 
“ to have a workable constitution.” 
T o  make the council “ workable” 
he added that the committee of 
several students now working 
on the revision will be especially 
concerned with the si/e of the 
council. “ There is general con­

sensus,”  •Sutherland stated, “ that 
the si/c* of the council should lx- 
cut from its present forty-five 
m e m b e r s  to about twenty-five.”

“ Hopefully,” lie added, “ the stu­
dents will tx* able to vote on the 
revised constitution by the end 
of this year.” There is no re­
quirement within the present con­
stitutional set-up which necessi­
tates a 'ludont vole, bul Suther­
land feels it will give the students 
a chance to participate and to air 
their views.

In reference to the powers and 
operation of A\NS, Sutherland stat­
ed, “ I would like to see it con­
cerned with w o m e n ’s rights in the 
dor n s  and not formulation of ov­
erall policy.” \\\s has had re­
sponsibility for initiating policy 
concerning w o m e n ’s per and other 
related matters. In this area 
Sutherland believes, " A W S  has 
done a rather ineffective job, not 
because of their own fault but 
due to other circumstances.”

\ m ong other things which Su­
therlands plan*, to look into are 
the remcxJling of the sitting area 
in the union and a weekly column 
in the * almanian.”

(ACP>-Not too enthralled over 

the prospect of being labeled eith­
er a hawk or a dove, one is fac­
ed with the possibility of being 
called anything from a screaming 
eagle to a ye How-chested chick­
en, comments the Colorado State 
University Collegian.

One humanoid bird that isn’t 
receiving his due recognition these 
days, the Collegian says, is the 
owl. He needs more consider­
ation not because he is a symbol 
of wisdom but because he runs 
around asking “ Who?” Also, 
“ What and Why.’’

The puzzled bird is asking many 
questions about everyone’s favor»- 
ite topic, the war in Vietnam. He 
starts out with the scholarly, his­
torical approach: “ How the hell
did we get there?” Reply: “ Well, 
we were sort of handed this seed 
and a few years of poor tending

turned it into a sick and ugly 
growth.” He asks, “ W h y  us? 
W h y  not let someone else look 
after it?” And he learns that 
it is not only us, but also Aus­
tralians, South Koreans, even 
South Vietnamese. Asking when 
we are getting out, he receives 
only grumbles and stares.

Puzzled by news reports, he 
asks about them. “ Has there 
ever been a time when A m e r ­
ican casualties were anything but 
light? Is there any truth to the 
statements about bombing civi­
lians?” To both questions, one 
reply: “ Incredible.”

He focuses his attention on the 
home front. Being an old bird, 
he remembers better days. 
“ Isn't it customary here,” he 
asks, “ for a ma n  to question 
national policy and politicians and 
to raise a note of dissent without

being branded cowardly or anti-
American? And isn’t it possible iui auumer ma n  to support, lor 
moral and legal reasons, military 
actions, in another part of the 
world without being called a guile­
less follower or a butcher of child­
ren?”

His feathers are ruflled by a 
crossfire of shouts but he per­
sists. “ Do you mean that a man 
is wrong if he feels he has a 
strong obligation to oppose 
the draft and burns his draft 
card?”

“ Right,” answers a 19-year-old 
Marine.

“ D o  you mean that a m an is 
wrong if he is convinced that this 
is the greatest nation in the world 
and he is privileged to serve in 
her armed forces?”

“ Right,” answers a 19-year-old 
pacifist.

Car Rally Set For May 20th

1800’s A TIME 
OF REBELS, RIOTS
( A C P M f  college administrators 

think they have it rough dealing 
with today’s demonstration-happy 
students, a look at some “d em­
onstrations” in the early 1800s 
might convince them that they don’t 
have it so bad after all, comments 
the University of Maryland 
Diamondback.

In those days students were 
fined, suspended or expelled for 
such offenses as using profanity, 
playing billiards, associating with 
“ idle or dissolute persons,” tra­
veling more than two miles from 
campus or attending the theater. 
Reacting to such harsh discipline, 
students at Hobart College heat­
ed cannon balls till they were red- 
hot and rolled them down a dor­
mitory corridor, seriously in­
juring a faculty member.

In 1807 Princeton expelled more 
than 60 per cent (125 of an en­
rollment of 200) of its student 
body for rioting. Seven years 
later some pyrotechnically-in­
clined Princeton Tigers Constr­
ucted a giant firecracker out of 
a hollow logpacked w  ith two pounds 
of gunpowder and nearly blew ig) 
a campus building.

Not to be outdone by Princeton, 
students at Bowdoin in 1827 set 
off powder charges under sev­
eral tutors’chairs.
