| Floyd B. McKissick, Na-
tional Director of CORE, will
speak at a convocation sche-

duled for Sunday at n a.m.
in the Chapel.
McKissick, born in Ashe-

ville, North Carolina, was
the first negro to attend the
University of North Carolina
Law School. He was admitted
to the North Carolina bar in
1952 and the United States
Supreme Court in 1955.

All four of McKissick’s
children were ““firsts’” in
desegregating the Durham.
North Carolina city schools.
He handled a record number of

civil rights cases, and his
clients included businessmen,
labor wunions, Muslims and
whites. During this time, he

was directing the affairs of
the Durham CORE and State Ad-*
visor of the NAACP Youth
Groups.

McKissick
was appointed National Direc-
tor of CORE by its Board of
Directors, succeeding James
Farmer.
