Student Affairs C o m m i t t e e  Criticized
I am writing; this letter 

to you as a sort of open 
letter to the campus. While 
attending a Student Affairs 
Committee meeting last Tues­
day (May 20), the subject of 
sophomore keys came up, not 
as an official discussion, 
though. The mention of this 
issue, hov/ever, aroused my 
curiosity and when the m e ­
eting had concluded I talked 
with the chairman of the co- 
mittee to see how this issue 
was progressing.

The chairman mentioned that 
the sub-committee investiga­
ting the possibilities of 
sophomore keys was "bogged 
down" and proceeding slow­
ly. 1 questioned still 
further and found out that 
the sophomore key policy 
had only a two percent 
chance of being in effect 
at the beginning of fall 
term next year, as far as 
the committee was concern­
ed .

This fact surprised me 
and I wondered why it had 
such a slim chance. This 
sub-committee, which is re­
searching the problem, is 
apparently having trouble 
with its investigation on 
the effedts of such a pol­
icy on other campuses. It 
was explained to me that 
this was the main stumb­
ling block.

The entire issue has rai­
sed many questions in my

mind, but the three main 
ones are these, (l) If I 
can remember correctly, the 
sophomore key issue was in­
troduced to the committee 
officially— last winter 
tern. Why after a term and 
a half has nothing substan­
tial been accomplished?
(2) Why should the inves­
tigation be hold up by a 
study of other campuses?
Are sophomore women so dif­
ferent from Junior and Sen­
ior women that there is no 
correlation between the two? 
Is there not an effective 
study going on now in Pio­
neer Hall? It would seem 
to me that information ga­
thered from other schools 
would be much less rele­
vant than information got­
ten on our own campus. (3) 
Why should a sub-committee 

th perhaps five or six
.embers that have a great 
deal to say about the ac­
tivities of next year's 
sophomore women be "bogged 
down"? /hat are the prob­
lems? Haven't they had e- 
nough time to straighten 
out what ever problems 
there were?

I am very anxious to re­
ceive ansewrs to these ques­
tions. As of now, I can on­
ly conclude that the Student 
Affairs Committee has not 
given enough consideration 
to this important issue.

ALMA PLACES SECOND IN MIAA
Alma took second place 

in the UIAA league track meet 
last week and went on to beat 
Kalamazoo,taking second place 
ih the league's final stand* 
ings. The Scots had a 5-1 dual 
meet mark in the MIAA to finish 
behind unbeaten Calvin.

Don Yehle turned in an 
outstanding performance in 
winning the two-mile with the 
record-breaking time of 9:29.4. 
This bettered the old MIAA 
record set by Hope's Doug For- 
rasma,in 1967, by over four 
seconds.

Six new records were 
set in the coni'erence meet, 
and one was tied. Rudy Vlaajv 
dingerbroek of Calvin broke 
three league records: the 41- 
year-old javelin record with 
a toss of 230* 4,,,fais own 
shot-put record with 50» 11̂ "; 
and the discussrecord with 141'
8 K

Strong in the dashes,the 
Scots came off with wins in the 
220, the 440, and the 880 yard 
runs. Chuck Wiggins won the 440 
with a time of 49.7 sec.,and 
took second place in the 220 
behind teammate Roger Eddy's 
wihning time of 22.8 seconds. 
Jeff Arbour beat defending 
champ Chany with a time of 
1:55.2 in the 880 yard run.

Alma's second-place 
finishes were Wiggins in the 
220 with a time of 22.9 sec., 
Ike Neitring in the high jump 
with a six foot leap, A1 Van- 
dermeer with a triple jump
