"Wright Hall (then a girl's d o rm) 
was once again the center of activity. 
The greater part of the hall space had 
b e e n  r e pi a s tered and the 'steadies'

plaster. " This is a snatch of the first 
news. It also contained articles simi­
lar to ones seen in today's Almanian, 
a b o u t  o p e n i n g  convocation and the 
S o p h o m o r e s  b e ing defeated by tht
F r e s h m a n  in a tug of war. T h e  tug of 
w a r  o r  " r u s h "  as it w a s  then, was 
w h e r e  the boys w e r e  lined u p  equally 
and the object was to see which class 
c o u l d  p i n  t h e  other to the ground. 
A c c o r d i n g  to reporters, blood wa a 
s h e d ,  g a r ments torn, and counten­
ances honorably scarred.

E v e n  though the paper is returning 
to its original heading, progress is 
still c o n  tinuing and m o r e  plans are 
being m a d e  for its betterment.

In t h e  m a z e  of charts 
w h i c h  diagram the organi­

1) ranch labeled "Public R e ­
l a t i o n s  and Fund Raising
Staff." N o t  m e r e l y  words 
o n  a piece of paper, these 
a re offices which actually 
exist as an integral part of 
o u r  institution. Vital as 
they are to the college, h o w ­
ever, they function in such 
a w a y  as to remain virtually 
unknown tathe vast majority 
of A l m a  College students, 
at least until after gradua­
tion.

At a time w h e n  college 
costs are rising yearly, the 
service which the m e n  w h o  
staff these offices provide 
to ‘he average student is a 
great one. T h o u g h  parents 
o r  s t u d e n t s  might find it 
d i f f i c u l t  to believe when 
they go to sign a check for 
college bills eachterm, the 
student pays less than two- 
t b i r d s  of the cost of his 
college education. T o  s e ­
c u r e  the remainder of the 
necessary funds for opera­
tional expenses of the col­
lege is the job of the six m e n  
in the "Public Relations and 
F u n d  Raising Staff. " For 
t h i s  reason, w e  feel it is 
time that students and par­
ents alike b e c a m e  acquaint­
ed with the w o r k  performed 
by the staff.

While providing opera­
tional funds is a m a j o r  por­
tion of their job, it is by no 
m e a n s  all. A s  the reader 
w i l l  discover in the pages 
t h a t  follow, these six m e n

a r e  a l s o  charged with the 
task of maintaining the ties 
between the college and its 
alumni, and the college and 
t h e  c o m  m  u nity at large. 
T h e i r  t ask is in no w a y  a 
s m a l l  one, for there are 
currently over 7, 500 living 
alumni alone; 5 > 000 of w h o m  
r e s i d e  w  ithin the state of 
Michigan at this time.

Funding for special p r o ­
jects is also included in the 
w o r k  of the six. Included in 
t h e s e  special projects are 
such things as the recently 
a d d e d  P  hysical Education 
C e n t e r ,  and the yet to be 
b u i l t  classroom and office 
building and Fine* Arts C e n ­
ter.

T h e  s i x  offices which 
m a k e  u p  t h e  staff of the 
A l u m n i  a n d  Development 
o f f i c e s  include that of the 
Senior Vice President of the 
College, who, working dir­
ectly with President S w a n ­
son, is r e s p o n s i b le for 
special projects and a pro- 
g r a m  to assist persons in 
their estate planning design­
ed to be of future benefitto 
A l m a  College students.

Director of 
Development

Heading up the Develop­
m e n t  office is the Director 
of D e v e l o p m e n t ,  Guile 
G r a h a m ,  w h o  has served in 
the position since August of 
1968. T h e  d u t i e s  of the 
o f f i c e  a r e  varied, and in 
a d d i t i o n  to fund raising is 
l a r g e l y  r e s p  onsible for 
public relations w o r k  for the 
college.

Development 
Coun cil

W o r k i n g  directly with 
the Director of Development 
is a rather elaborate o r g a n ­
ization of volunteers. This 
group of volunteers, s o m e  
250 in all, is involved with 
c a n v a s s i n g  funds for the 
m a i n t e n a n c e  and future 
development of the college.

The D e velopment C o u n ­
cil, h e a d e d b y  B e n  D. Mills, 
w o r k s  with the D e v elopment 
Office here on c a m p u s  but 
is d i r ectly responsible to 
the Executive C o m m i t t e e  of 
the B o a r d  of Trustees. U n ­
der it are eleven s u b c o m m ­
ittees designed to cover the 
b a s i c  areas of gift giving. 
T h e s e  include the following: 
Trustee A  s s ociates--headed 
b y  Virgil Boyd, President of 
Chrysler Corporation, is r e ­
sponsible for personal gifts of 
$1, 000 or mor e .
P r e s i d e n t ’s C l u b --headed by 
C l i f f o r d s .  Leestma, M a r ­
keting staff of the F*ord M o t o r  
C o m p a n y ,  wor k s  for gifts b e ­
tween $100-$1, 000.

Parents--headed b y  Charles 
S. M c I n t y r e ,  President of 
M  o n  r oe Auto Equipment Co. , 
w o r k s  not only for contribu­
tions f r o m  the parents of pre- 
sently enrolled students, but 
also wor k s  in conjunction with 
the college in planning P a r ­
e n t ' s  D a y  and other parent's 
p r o g r a m s .
Gratiot C  o m  m  unity--headed 
by A l m a  a ttorney and trustee 
K e n n e t h  D. Plaxton, is re­
s p o n s i b l e  not only for gifts 
f r o m  the c o m m u n i t y  but also 
for the co-ordinated p r o g r a m s  
b e t w e e n  the college and the 
community.
Presbyterian C h u r c h --direc- 
t e d  b y  the Rev. A. Parker, 
p a s t o r  in G r a n d  Haven, is 
c o m p o s e d  of clergy concerned 
w i t h  c hurch sponsored co n ­
tributions.
A l u m  ni--directed by George 
A .  S c h u m m ,  appeals to the 
alumni for gifts.
D e f e r r e d  Gifts E n d o w m e n t - - 
directed by Bethel Kelley, at­
t o r n e y  and c *llege trustee, 
w o r k s  to provide future sup­
port through estate ^ifts.

Raising Staff, one c o m e s  to 
t h e  office of the Director of 
Annual Giving. This s o m e ­
what vague sounding title is, 
a s  t h e  n a m e  implies, con­
c e r n e d  with annual gifts to 
the college in amounts of up 
to $1,000. In addition, the 
President's Club, the A l u m ­
ni Fund, the Parent's Fund, 
a n d  Direct Mail giving are 
all included in the office of 
M r .  Dennis Vest, w h o  is n o w  
in his f i r st year at A l m a  
College.

F o r  gifts of a m o u n t s  
greater than $1, ''OQ annually 
t h e  responsibility shifts to 
t h e  office of M r .  Paul Kal­
m a n ,  Director of the Trustee 
Associates P r o g r a m .

Director of 
Alumni and 
Community Relations

A l u m n i  and C o m m u n i t y  
Relations are the responsi­
bility of Stuart Strait. In ad ­
dition to his fund raising du­
ties, M r .  Strait also works 
w i t h  a rather elaborate or­
ganization k n o w n  as the A l m a  
College A l u m n i  Association.

’T h e  A l m a  College A l u m ­
ni A s  s ociation is designed 
to promote the welfare of A l ­
m a  College and to provide 
the college with annual sup­
port through the A l u m n i  Fund. 
It is a m e d i u m  by which the 
A l m a  College A l u m n i  can 
a s s  ociate with each other, 
with the college and to pro­
mote welfare and interest of 
the students.

The Association is m a d e

u p  of all persons w h o  have 
earned credit at A l m a  College 
There are 7, 500 living alum- 
ni , 5 000 of which live in
M i c h i g a n ,  and 2, 500 live 
out of state. A  twenty-four 
m e m b e r  A l u m n i  Board acts 
as the internal governing 
body of the association. T h e  
board meets twice a year as 
does the Executive C o m m i t ­
tee of the Board.

There are no dues collec­
ted for the A l m a  College A l ­
umni Association is nonpro­
fit in it s operation. It is 
completely dependent on the 
college for its yearly budget 
and staff appointment. E a c h  
year goals, are set for Fr m -  
ni support of the annual C o l ­
lege budget, current o p era­
tions section.

A n  annual meeting is held 
at H o m e c o m i n g  in the fall of 
each year.

The association fu ctions 
with the Director of Alumni 
Office organizing events and 
a r r anging meetings, etc., 
w i t h  the vital assistance of 
the volunteer-, The Director 
of Alumni and C o m m u n i t y  
Relations reports directly to 
the Director of Development 
and t h e  Association Presi­
dent works direct! with the 
Director of A l u m n i  and C o m ­
munity Relations. The A l u m ­
ni staff meets with, and is 
part of, the total Development 
office in the advancement of 
t h e  college, fundraising, 
programs, etc.

The A l u m n i  Association 
P r o g r a m s  include Alumni

Admission, open houses for 
prospective students, A r e a  
A  1 u m n i  Scholarship funds, 
a s sistance f r o m  A l u m n i  in
the professions, Alumni p r e ­
school openings to get togeth­
er with n e w  students, an A l ­
u m n i  Hospitality table dh 
registration, cooperation in 
efforts concerning H o m e ­
c o m i n g  arrangements, A l u m -  
ni-Senior Service A w a r d ,  
and Alumni-Senior Dinner to 
acquaint graduating seniors 
with the Alumni Association.

Stu Strait's role as Dir­
ector of A l u m n i  and C o m m u ­
nity Relations is unique in
that it is a job that is never 
really completed. N e w  and
expanded p r o g r a m s  continu­
ally change the pace and add 
variety to an extremely in - 
terosting position.

Of the total, 1, 237 are 
o n  t h e  c a m p u s  on a full.- 
time basis and 28 are spe­
cial students.

T h e  total does not in­
c l u d e  44 students partici­
pating in the A l m a  College 
P r o g r a m  of S t u d i e s  in 
F r a n c e  n o r  one student 
s e r v i n g  in Negeria as the 
college's Africa Fellow.

O f  t h e  full-time stu­
dents, 624 are m e n  and 613 
are w o m e n .

B y  c l a s s e s  the totals 
a r e :  Seniors 249, juniors 
272, sophom o r e s  324, and

AN ALUMNUS TO BE PROUD OF

"I could talk about A l m a  
for 24 hrs. a day" and so he 
probably could, for Mr. G e o ­
rge Hebert, alumnus f r o m  
the class of 1920, has defini­
tely not lost any enthusiasm 
for his a l m a  mater since his 
graduation of 49 years ago.

The Hebert ho m e ,  which 
t h e y  have occupied almost 
since their graduation is lo­
cated on the northwest side 
of Detroit. On the walls of 
his dining r o o m  hang two w a -  
tercolor prints of Pioneer 
and Old Main, but it is real­
ly h i s b a s e m e n t  decor that

m a  house" as M  r . Hebert 
puts it.

On o n e  wall hangs a black­
board with the Scot's football 
schedule, and in neat columns 
n e x t  to each school's n a m e  
the results and running total 
of A l m a  wins h a v e  been 
chalked in, with clean boxes 
waiting for the last g a m e s  to 
b e  filled in. Next to it is a 
composite picture m a d e  f r o m  
s m a l l  photos of the faculty 
a n d  administration that ran 
the college in the years Mr. 
Hebert w a s  here. Tacked to 
the cupboard doors are y e a r ­
b o o k  photos of the football 
and baseball t e a m  m e m b e r s  
of 1919 a n d  1920, seated on 
the steps of Hood M u s e u m .  
B u t  these are just the out­
w a r d  signs of a proud a l u m ­
nus.

Mr. Hebert renewed his 
biginterest in A l m a  in 1957- 
1958, w h e n  he was president 
of the Alumni Association. 
Since that time, he has ser­
ved almost continuously on 
the council of the alumni 
fund c o m  m  ittee, recording 
each class 's yearly contribu­
tions and working to increase 
these gifts from each year's 
graduates. This includes 
recording the n a m e  of each 
new donor and each person 
w h o  formerly had given to 
the alumni fund but for s o m e  
re a s on stopped. F r o m  his 
records c o m e s  the total s u m  
of $ 1 . 2  million which has 
been r a i s ed by the Alumni 
Association since 1963. Mr. 
Hebert added, "but less than

one out of every four gradu­
ates in this country ever con­
tribute to their college. Al­
m a  is n o w  at this national 
average." But not all his 
information concerned facts 
and figures.

" W h e n  w e  played football" 
Mr. Hebert continued, '!we 
had to buy our own shoes ana 
a l t e r  t h e  uniforms if they 
didn't fit. A n d  we  didn't ev­
en have any head gear until 
m y  senior year. " S o m e  of 
the pictures on the wall show 
the football t e a m  holding the 
banner of M I A A  champions- 
the year then was 1917.

"The field was called 
Davis Field then,"he added, 
"and w e  even played such 
schools as Mich. State and 
Notre D a m e .  " And still the 
Scots c a m e  out champions. 
B u t  basketball must have 
been the sport to watch, for 
the court w a s  located on the 
second floor of F o l s u m  and, 
Mr. Hebert explained, "we 
had to be careful, w h e n  we 
played, not to hit the rafters."

In covering a different 
area of c a m p u s  life, the 
c h a n g e s  he has seen in the 
administration and academics, 
Mr. Hebert said, "I have 
the u p m o s t  respect for Bob 
Swanson. H e  is justtremen- 
dous., and he has done so 
m u c h  for the college. " In 
a n s w  e ring the question of 
h o w  h e  might evaluate the 
academic w  o r th of AC, he 
answered simply, "I wouldn't 
get in academically now. "

A s  is true with m a n y  A l ­
m a  alumni, once the tradition 
of attending A l m a  College 
began with Mr. Hebert and 
his wife, it w a s  hard to stop. 
Both of his o w n  children and 
his daughter and son-in-law 
are A l m a  graduates and n o w  
he is even trying to influence 
h i s  grandchildren's plans.
Of his 13 year-old grandson 
he r e m a r k e d  with a look in 
his eye that said he r e m e m ­
bered what it was like to be 
a n  undergraduate football 
player, "he'll be a quarter- 
b a c k  s o m e d a y . "  W e  are 
happy to honor Mr. Hebert 
a s  a n  alumnus that rates 
just a little bit m o r e  than the 
o n e  out of four graduates
w h o  contribute to his alma 
mater, for his gifts have been 
so m u c h  more.

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FOOTBALL LONG A PART 
OF THE ALMA TRADITION

rIt has been said of Alma, 
the "College participated in 
intercollegiate athletic c o m ­
p e t i t i o n  almost as soon as 
there w e r e  enough students 
to f i e l d  a team." Indeed, 
soon after the college's 1886 
founding, f o o t b a l l  was b e ­
c o m i n g  a popular diversion 
on campus.

A l m a  had its first grid­

iron t e a m  in 1894, though the 
pigskin a n d  g a m e  strategy 
b o r e  little resemblance to 
t h a t  w h i c h  is familiar 75 
y e a r s  l a t e r .  That first 
year, the Scots defeated S a g ­
inaw West 6-0. T e n  years

later, 1904, the M a r o o n  and 
C r e a m  played eleven g a m e s  
and finished the season with 
eight victories.

In 1913 the schedule in­
cluded g a m e s  with Michigan 
S t a t e ,  N o t r e  D a m e ,  and 
University of Michigan.

N o t r e  D  a m e  had little 
trouble with the Scots during 
their four-year series f r o m  
1913 through '16. T h e  m o s t  
h u m i l i a t i n g  defeat by the 
F  i g ht i ng Irish w a s  62-0 in 
1 9 1 3  w h e n  the Scots served 
as a w a r m - u p  opponent one 
w e e k  before Notre D a m e  re

Frank Knox, Distinguished 
Athlete And Public Servant

Frequentlythe violent na ­
t u r e  of sport is appreciated 
d u e  to its lasting positive ef­
fect on those that participate. 
T h u s ,  A l m a  College " m e a s ­
u r e s  its success in athletics 
not only in terms of hard-won 
victories, or thrilling plays, 
o r  p ol ished trophies, but. in 
t h e  list of m e n  and w o m e n  
w h o  have attained prominence 
in athletics and in countless 
other fields of endeavor. "

P e r h a p s  first and fore­
m o s t  of t he growing list of 
d i s tinguished A l m a  atheletes 
w a s  F r a n k  Knox, an outstand­
ing competitor in football and 
v r a ck at A l m a  w h o  later dir- 
e c t e d the largest navy in the 
world in the "greatest w a r  in 
history. "

K n o x  c a m e  t o A l m a  in 
1893 and one year later w a s  a 
m e m b e r  of the school's first 
footballteam. In April, 1898, 
after K n o x  had completed 105 
of the 120 credits needed for 
g r a d u a t i o n ,  he left A l m a  to 
fight in the Spanish-American 
War.

A f t e r  joining D  T r o o p  of 
the First U. S. Volunteer Cal­
v a r y  R  e g i ment--popularly

k n o w n  as the rough riders-- 
K n o x  fought with T e ddy R o o s e ­
velt in Cuba, participating in 
the famous charge u p  San Juan 
Hill.

Inl912, the Board of T r u s ­
tees conferred the bachelor of 
a r t s  upon h i m  as "a m e m b e r  
of the class of 1898, w h o  w a s  
p r e v e n t e d  b y  the Spanish- 
A m e r i c a n  W a r  f r o m  complet­
i n g  his course requirements 
a n d  l a t e r  supplemented the 
w o r k  done by specific read­
ings. "

Soon after returning f r o m  
the w a r ,  F r a n k  K n o x  tied the 
nuptial knot with Annie Reid, 
an A l m a  coed. (Ever w o n d e r  
w h e r e  the Reid-Knox Admini-

v o l u t  ionized the sport with 
their 35-13 ups et victory over 
t h e  C a d  ets of A r m y  in the 
f a m o u s  contest that witnes­
sed the forward pass, c o m -  
p l i m e n t s  of Knute Rockne 
and G u s  Dorias.

M i c h i g a n  State.seemed 
less an a w e s o m e  adversary 
that the Irish h a d  been. The 
Scots picked u p  four victor­
ies and an equal n u m b e r  of 
ties in thirty g a m e s  played 
.•gainst t h e  Spartans. In 
1932, t h e  f i nal contest b e ­
tween the two teams, A l m a  
lost 93-0.

A l t h o u g h  the Scots are 
h a r d l y  in the m a r k e t  for a 
m a t c h - u p  against the S p a r ­
tans or Irish, the Scots still 
f r e q u e n t l y  take on a t e a m  
f r o m  a large school. The 
n o w  d e funct nineteen g a m e  
winning streak that the M a r -  
r o m  a n d  C r e a m  enjoyed 
throughout 1 9 6 7 and '68 c o m ­
m e n c e d  with a 17-7 verdict 
over W a y n e  State University, 
a school with an enrollment 
m o r e  than twenty times that 
of A l m a .

F e w  would disagree that 
F r a n k  K n o w  is Alma's m o s t  
famous athelete-turned-pub­
lic servant. H o w ever, there 
are m a n y  individuals active 
in professional and college 
sports today w h o  are former 
players or coaches of A. C.

Marie News, the 
Manchester (N.H. ) Uni n and 
Leader, the Boston A m e r i c a n  
a n d  A d v e r  i s er, and the 
Chicago Daily News.

H i s  newspapers actively 
endorsed candidates and e v e n ­
t u a l l y  K n o x  himself entered 
the arena of politics. In 1910, 
he w a s  n a m  e d R e p u  riican
state chairman of Michigan. 
Despite several election set- 
b a c k s  his party suffered, 
Knox w a s  considered in 1936 
as a f a v o r i t e  to o p p o s e  
Franklin D. Roosevelt for the

Presidency, A l f  L a n d o n  got 
t h e  nod over Knox, w h o  took 
the vice-presidential candid­
acy. Despite defeat by F D R ,  
K n o x  received the admiration 
a n d  respect of the President 
a n d  in 1 9 4 0  w a s  appointed 
Secretary of the Navy.

F r ank K n o x  fought o n  the 
football field for A l m a  with a 
fire characteristic of h i m  and 
later in life applied that fire 
to noble and patriotic e n d e a v ­
ors in public service. H e  at- 
t a i n e d great stature and the 
respect of all w h o  k n e w  him. 
T h e  record of f o r m e r  A l m a  
a t h e l e t e s  w h o  distinguished 
themselves at -chool and la­
ter in n u m e r o u s  fields of e n ­
deavor is great and will c o n ­
tinue to crow.
