For its program Sunday evening, F e b ­
ruary 21, the International Film Series 
shows four shorter pieces treating “w a r ”

Two of the films are based on stories 
by Ambrose Bierce (1842-1913). In one 
adaption, C H I C K A M A U G A  creates a s y m ­
bolic world of war horrors as a little 
boy wanders from home, reaches a bat­
tlefield where he plays soldier, then 
returns home to find house and family 
destroyed. Running-time is 33 minutes. 
W'ritten and directed by Robert Enrice, 
C H I C K A M A U G A  is an award winner at 
San Sebastian.

AN  O C C U R R E N C E  A T  O W L  C R E E K ,  
also a Bierce story, succeeds in recreat­
ing the atmosphere of the American Civil 
War. The opening lines of the story - 
and of the film - plunge the reader- 
audience immediately into the drama-lad­
en world of the W a r  of Secession! “ A 
m a n  stood upon a railroad bridge in north­
ern Alabama, looking into the swift water

Ernest Mazey, Executive Director of the 

American Civil Liberties Union of Michi­
gan, will speak on “Has the Bill of Rights 
Become Irrelevant”  tonight at 8:00p.m. in
Dunning Memorial Chapel.

Involved in the A C L U  since 1954, Ma zy 
served as a m e m b e r  of the Board of Direc­
tors of the Metropolitan Detroit branch 
until 1967 and he has been Executive 
Director since 1962.As an early organizer of the United Auto

Workers, Mazey was active in a variety of 
capacities, at both the local and inter­
national union level, including delegate to 
both U A W  and A F L-CI O conventions.

In 1963 he received the Law Day award 
of the Young Lawyers Section of the State 
Bar of Michigan. He was also the reci­
pient of the liberty award for “pursuit 
of human rights through constructive dis- 
snet” for Detroits 1969 H u m a n  Rights 
Day observance.

twenty feet below. The m a n ’s hands were 
behind his back, the wrists bound with 
a cord...”  Bierce makes the ambig­
uities of time and space as m u c h  the 
protagonists of dr a m a  as are the char­
acters. O C C U R R E N C E  is another E n ­
rico film piece. Running time is 27 
minutes. This one is a 1962 Grand 
Prix winner at Cannes. The following 
year it got an Academy Award as the best 
live-action short subject.

The scene for T O Y S  is a store-window 
full of them. As children press shiny­
eyed faces against the glass, a revolving 
platform of soldiers, rifles, tanks, planes 
comes alive. The faces of the children 
first register delight, then freeze into 
almost hyponotic response to the action 
on display. Done by Grant Munro, this 
8 -minute animation is produced by the 
National Board of Canada, whence come 
many good film things. This one is a 
1967 winner at Cannes.

Also from the National Film Board 
of Canada is A T R I P  D O W N  M E M O R Y  
LANE, a compilation of striking movie 
sequences, some from the turn of the 
century, all of them conspiring to cast 
a disturbing reflection on events of the 
present day. In this 12-minute review 
there is a leg show, a mo nkey girding 
for space fligtit, a zeppelin, warships, war 
medals, a defense minister welcoming 
Canada into a big war, Adenauer, Nixon, 
Einstein, a sword swallower. All sights 
are matched with borrowed co mmentary in 
a sometimes bizarre way. This too is 
an international award winner.

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Snow Carnival 13 Years Old

O n  February 7. 1959 a new tradition 

began at Alma College. Tyler Board 
sponsored its first snow carnival which has 
always been on the first weekend after 
mid-term break. Snow Carnival has been a 
big event every year and will celebrate 
it 13th birthday this year.

The first Snow Carnival weekend began 
on Friday night with a jazz concert, the 
faculty and students competed in a hockey 
game Saturday morning. The queen, who is 
always a sophomore, was crowned at 
half-time of the game. During the after­
noon. there was an ice-skating exhibition, 
tug-o-war competition between the fresh­
m e n  and sophomores, an all-campus sn ow­
ball fight, and a social hour that gave 
evervone a chance to w a r m  up. The snow- 
sculptures which had been built in the 
morning were judged in the afternoon and 
in the evening was a Masquerade dance.

Snow Carvival is still a popular social 
event on the campus. However, it has 
changed slightly through the years. In 1961. 
the Alpha Thetas added a dime dance to re­
place the Masquerade dance and the queen 
and her court started wearing ski sweaters 
rather than costumes. The ice-skating 
exhibition was cancelled that year because 
there was no ice and it was never started 
again. There have only been three years 
when there wasn’t any snow.

Last year the A P O  faculty auction hap­
pened to fall on the s a m e  weekend and 
it appears that it will become a part of 
the Snow Carnival weekend tradition. This 
is the story of Snow Carnival at present 
but the story will go on and another page 
in its history willbe added to this weekend.
