H e  sees a 
need for small housing and South Complex living areas, and he would like to see a greater variety of living experiences available o n c a m p u s .  In particular he would 
like to see South C o m p l e x  have 24 hour 
open d o r m  for a m o r e  relaxed living.Mr. P a l m e r  believes that it is time to 
evaluate the C o m m u n i t y  Go ve rnm en t structure. With regard to restructuring, 
he feels that the heads of the standing committees (e.g. Election Board, Student Conferences) should be elected m e m b e r s  
of Student Council.

It is with m u c h  satisfaction that I write to you f r o m  m y  n e w  ho me . Detroit 
is an exciting place for a “ small-town b o y ”  to be I M y  placement in the Ur ba n 
Studies p r o g r a m  no w  offered b y  A l m a  Co l ­
lege in conjunction with W a y n e  State U n i ­versity has s p ur red m e  to send this letter, that I might inform otters of it.

After nearly four years at Al ma , I felt that s o me thi ng w a s  missing f r o m  m y e d u -  
cation. E a c h  of the requirements for graduating seniors was fulfilled; m y  major 
w a s  comp let ed and there w e r e  few courses left that interested m e ;  I sought to know 
what it is to learn without books and lectures. Happily, I signed up for Urban Prac tic um un de r the D e pa rtm en t of Reli­
gion. After m u c h  waiting, I w a s  placed under the c a r e  of Broadstreet United P r e s ­
byterian C h u r c h .  It w a s  wo rt h m y  while to wait, for the church opened its a r m s  
to myself an d to the other two A l m a  stu­
dents even before w e  arrived. It wa s a joy to see that the ch ur ch is alive to 
tlie needs of young people.S o  I arrived here in Detroit, not knowing u p  f r o m  d o w n l  With visions of living with 
rats and lice (you know, the i m a g e  of 
social w o r k e r s '  conditions), I w a s  driven to what is n o w  m y  h o m e .  Broadstreet C h u r c h  had graciously secured a flat for 
G e o r g e  Bennett and I to share. I wa s 
a m a z e d  at the luxury afforded us. W e  are indeed grateful to ttie wonderful people 
here. A w a r e  of our financial stress, m e m b e r s  of the church acted in our behalf 
to find the necessary m o n e y  to insure 
our enrollment in the p r o g r a m .  W o w lI w a s  immediately a w a r e  of m a n y  pr e ­
judices for wh ic h I n o w  a m  em ba ras se d. This has b e e n  the mo st valuable a w ax en- 
ing so far. F o r  this reason I r e c o m m e n d

a venture of this sort to m a n y  of you.
It is indeed an eye-opener to me... I 
found myself plunked dov n in a strange 
world of Blackness w h e n  people spoke a different language fr om mine. F o r  the 
first time. I noticed that I wa s white! N e v e r  before had I experienced such a 
feeling: I felt like an African Fellow!

Since I ha d  m o v e d  in during the late evening, I rose early to inspect the yard.
I found the back yard to be strewn with loose boards and paper, so I began to clean 
it up. M y  neighbor wa s just c o m i n g  h o m e  and wa s  curiously watching m y  activity. 
Finally she asked m e  if I wa s  there to fix the porch. W h e n  I told her Iliad m o v e d  
in. she immediately changed expression.
I waited for s o m e  sign of h o w  she felt. N o n e  c a m e .  She just went into her house.
I went on cleaning the yard. I had been drilled and drilled so that I r e m e m b e r e d  
to lock m y  doors. (This w a s  something n e w  to m e l )  I shut, locked, chained, and 
bolted the front door. W h e n  I went out to e m p t y  the trash, I pulled the door 
shut behind me .  You guessed it: T h e  very first day in this strange n e w  world and 
I found my se lf locked out of the house, and in m y  b e d r o o m  slippers yeti After 
15 minutes of not knowing what to do,I finally resigned to the fact that I m u s t  
d o  something. I had a meeting to attend 
and I couldn’t go in slippers. T h e  d o o r ­bell rang next door and I waited for an 
answer. Finally I wa s greeted by a smile of we lc ome , a hearty^iello” , and w a s  
led to the phone to call m y  landlady for help. It took something like this for m e  
to kn ow that there really w e r e  people 
living in all of these houses around me . After four we e k s  Ge or ge and I are n o w  
quite established in the neighborhood.

Did you ev er see a Sidney Poitier mo vi e wh er e he climbs aboard a bus, the only 
Black in sight, and m o v e s  cautiously d o w n  the aisle nervously looking fr om side to 
side, not spending too m u c h  time on one

Reflections O n  W a s h i n g t o n

The reoccurring impression that I have of the M a r c h  is that of the vast n u m b e r s  
of middle age and older people w h o  m a d e  
their feelings k n o w n  about the w a r  by 
coming to Washington. 1 sat with a delegation f r o m  Cincinnati which w a s  c o m  - 
posed almost entirely of middle age adults 
and family-type people. T h e  disgust for the w a r  centers not only with the young 
adults but also with people of all ages; all 
are tired of the dirty little w a r  g a m e  being played out in Southeast Asia.

Surprisingly enough, though, it has not 
been until I reached A l m a  that the fact of the M a r c h  has impr ess ed m e  the most.

A n  extensive set of course changes was approved by the Educational Policy C o m ­
mittee and sent to Executive Council. These changes we re sent by the Council 
to the Facuity for approval. Th es e changes 
included the mathematics department which dropped three courses and added 
five others. French added two. Spanish added two, art dropped one and added one, biology deleted three and added 
four, history lost eight and gained nine, education added two, political science 
deleted three and gained two, and sociol­ogy added two.

Along with the course changes. E d u c a ­tional Policy offered to Executive Council 
a ne w interdisciplinary major, T h e  Rood P r o g r a m  in Public Service. This major 
will consist of between 17-1/3 and 18-1/3 required courses. These courses will c o m e  f r o m  the Economics, history, math, 
business administration, political science, and sociology departments.The Educational Policy C o m m i t t e e  also asked the Executive Council to send on to 
the Faculty, with a favorable r e c o m m e n d a ­
tion, a proposal for a new department on campus. T h e  Department of Earth and Space Sciences received that approval 
from Executive Council and the m e a s u r e will c o m e  before the Faculty tonight. The context of this department is spelled out 
in a 16 page report submitted by Dr. D o n  Oltz of the Geology department.

In this report, Dr. Oltz proposes the joining of the geology department with the astr ono my department. H e  also asks 
that courses in geography lie offered under the auspices of this n e w  department.

A final item of the Executive Council’s adjenda , consisted of another proposal 
from the Educational Policy Committee. This committee asked the Executive C o u n ­cil to further review a proposal sent to the 
General Electric Foundation. This p r o ­
posal deals with funding for the Center for Policy Studies. This T e n t e r ”  wa s  a p ­
proved "in principle”  at the last faculty 
meeting.B y  sending this proposal to them in this unfinished form, s o m e  m e m b e r s  of the Executive Council expressed the opinion 
that the Educational Policy C o m m i t t e e  has not fulfilled its constitutional obliga­tions. W h e n  speaking of the Educational 
Policy C o m m i t t e e ’s action in this matter, President S w a n s o n  said, "This action r e ­
presents a kind of irresponsibility it 
s e e m s  to m e . ”Dr. Agria, a m e m b e r  of the Educational 
Policy Committee, indicated E. P. C. had reached its limit of effectiveness in deal­
ing wi tm this issue. H e  thought any further discussion on the " C en ter”  on the part of the Educational Policy C o m ­
mittee would be fruitless.A s  a result, an A d  Hoc comm itt ee will 
be f o rm ed by the Provost, Dr. Ronald Kapp. to study this matter further. The 
committee will consist of Students, F a c ­ulty, and Administrators. Dr. K a p p  has urged people wishing to participate on this 
committee to contact him.

Under a ne w proposal the English profi­ciency will tie given w h e n  a student 
receives an " S ”  m a r k  to Indicate p r o ­ficiency.

A student has up to six te r m s  to achieve 
proficiency. A n y  time after a student receives a proficiency m a r k  and the ma jo r advisor feels the student has fallen below 
proficiency and the English De pa rtm en t agrees, the student must then wo rk until he receives proficiency again.

T h e  script calls for a realistic looking tree to lie constructed in the center of the stage and the Job fell to Joe Sobel,
the head of the construction crew. Sobel. 
promptly suggested to Dr. Griffiths, the 
director of S U M M E R T R E E  , that an open- air theater lie used for this play to alleviate the pr o b l e m s  of the tree. T h e  suggestion w a s  opted so Sobel and his c r e w  of M a r k  
l'’Set, B o b  Blankenhorn, and T o d d  Johnson took over M o t h e r  Nature’s usual task of growing a tree.
• A series of problems confronted the crew, the first of which w a s  h o w  to build 

a tree that would look realistic and with­
stand the weight and stress of an adult swinging on it. T o  do this, the c r e w  pulled 
out their slide rules and physics knowledge and decided an oil d r u m  would hold s o m e  
6 0  feet of lumber, as long as it wa s  secured 
with peastone that was put in the oil drum.T o  finish the tree, the c r e w  is working off a 20 foot collapsable ladder and they 
are using approximately 30 half rounds, and about 45 feet of chicken wire to give 
the tree its shape. This will alll>ecovered

with burlap and painted. Knots in the tree 
will be s h ap ed by paper-rnache.n u s  tree nas a real personality. It 
is w a r m ,  effervescent, and comfortable.After putting all the effort into the 
construction of this tree, Sobel and his cr ew hope that if for nothing else, c o m e  to S U M M E R T R E E  to see the tree.
