Citizenship and International L a w  subcommittee, said he requested the action to help turn u p  evidence that could lead to the deportation 
and prosecution of 55 persons accused of committing w ar cri mes 
during W o r l d  W a r  0.P e r s o n s  accused of w a r  c r i m e s  cannot be tried in the United 
States, but they can be deported for trial in G e r m a n y  or any other 
country w h e r e  the crimes w e r e  committed.Efforts to proceed against suspected Nazi w a r  criminals have been stalled because authorities here have been unable to locate 
witnesses against them in this country.

V A  hospitals criticized

Veterns Administration hospitals no longer serve the best interests 
of veterans and should b e  replaced by government health insurance 
for f o r m e r  servicemen, a California economist has concluded.Veterns could then get better care close to h o m e  from hospitals 
and doctors of their choice, said Cotton M .  Lindsay in a study released last week. T h e  V A  hospitals, he suggested could be transferred to 
c o m m u n i t y  or private control and opened to the general public.

"If the federal government wer e to initiate a p r o g r a m  to provide m e d ­ical care to veterans today, there can be no doubt that it would offer 
hospitalization insurance rather than attempt to provide hospital care 
itself," Lindsay said.

The on-going task of getting the t>est and mos t up-to-date books into the library even oefore users realize they need the m is one d 

the mos t challenging p r o blems faced by librarians. Proecdurally, the responsibility for mak ing selections is divided between teaching 
and library faculty, with teaching faculty doing atHHit SS'y of the el­ecting.

Th*3 library faculty selects reference books, inter-disciplinary m a t ­erials. and, in general, books with a broad sort of appeaL Such books will be reviewed in m o r e  popular review media such as the N E W  Y O R K  
T I M E S  B O O K  R E V I E W ,  the L O N D O N  T I M E S  L I T E R A R Y S U P P I  I W E N T  P U B L I S H E R S  W E E K L Y ,  and L I B R A R Y  J O U R N A L .

m e  Library Director allocates specific dollar amounts to each de partment. asking that each department r e c o m m e n d  the best possible 
titles for courses taught in its o w n  subject areas. The library also 

to departments reprints of the brief reviews published in U i O i C E  magazine, a monthly journal that tries to review all books suitable for undergraduate lil>eral arts college libraries. Tearhinv faculty also use publishers’ blurbs and professional journals to locate desirable titles.
Strangely enough!. the library’s m a j o r  users - students - nave no formal say on what goes into the library's collection. Obviously, 

students do not have the subject expertise their Instructors have nor 
do they have the familiarity with review media that librarians have.

T h e  library therefore l R G E S  students to let it t>e kno w n  w h e n  caps are found, ^our action m a y  not help you get your o w n  paper written 
since it will take w ee ks to get the materials here, but it will certainly help the next student w h o  c o m e s  along to write on the s a m e  subject. 
What is more, the library staff m a y  1*? able to help you Im-ate m a t ­erial that is not found easily in the card catalog. If you discover that a specific took is needed, fill out a library took request slip 
Send the request slip to one of the librarians. If you find that the library needs materials on a specific subject, tot vou d o n ’t know 
which books would be best, send a note to one of the librarians to that effect and the library staff will locate and purchase appropriate materials.

w e r e  nearly always in closed c o m ­pan y -- in a circle of people w h o  
w e r e  not disturbed by a colorful vocabulary.

V a u g h n  111 (D-Detroit) has called upon President Ford to launch an 
independent investigation into p o s ­sible government involvement in 
tin* 1968 assassination of Dr. 
Martin Luther King.A  resolution introduced by 
V a u g h n  asks the President to est­ablish a spi»cial citizens c o m  m i s s ­
ion to probe the assassination and 
any evidence of government in­volvement and conspiracy."Recent revelations have raised 
serious questions that this hideous 
killing could have been part of a gov ernment conspiracy and could 
not have been the work of one m a n  alone," Vaughn said. " W e  already have learned that the F B I  conducted a six-year campaign to discredit Dr. King and that his telephone and 
living quarters were bugged."This government-funded c a m ­
paign, conducted behind the s m o k e ­screen of national security, w as  
a s ha m e l e s s  violation of individ­ual rights since it never establish-

uncovered."V a u g h n  urges an investigation 
similar to that ot the W a r r e n  C o m ­
mission, which probed c i r c u m ­
stances surrounding the assassin­ation of President John Kennedy.

"If w e  are to have a complete and thorough airing, w e  cannot 
entrust it to the Justice Depart­m e n t  or the C I A . "  Vaughn stated. " T h e y  are already part of our 
pro b l e m  of eroded confidence in 
government integrity. If all of the 
facts are to be m a d e  kno w n  and persons responsible for senseless

acts are to be brought to justice, 
our only recourse is a high-level, 
independent investigation. *V a u g h n  urged his colleagues in the Legislature to join h im in a s k ­
ing the President to take the lead in reopening the investigation into 
Uie assassination of Dr. King.

" T h e  public’s right to know is of 
par amoun t importance in this shameful case.”  Vaughn said. 
" W e  must never again allow any courageous A m e r i c a n  to be s ub­jected to this type of insidious c a m p a i g n  by a federal agency.
In the n a m e  of decency, w e  must try, if possible, to redress the h a r m  that has been done to Mrs. 
King and her family and to all of 
the A m e r i c a n  people, both black and white."

<#The w o r d  ‘m e n ’ in ‘W o r k m e n ’s 
C o m p ’ is a denial of w o m e n ’s Constitutional Rights,”  he contin­
ued. “ W e  must get a w a y  from 
sexist terms in our laws. This is 
an important step toward striking out of the statutes all references 
which imply Yor m e n  only.’”

O ne can 
look to the Student Council C o n ­
stitution ami the C o m m u n i t y  G o v ­ern m e n t  Constitution and find no 
mention of any w a y  to expand the 
n u m b e r  of student organizations which are funded by the c a m p u s  com munity.

T h e  Student Council is grant­ing student groups official re- 
cognization. Last year, for e x ­ample, the Student Council chose 
not to recognize the concerned Student Coalition, because their exact purpose w a s  undefined, and e ve n unneeded. C S C  w a s  to p e r ­f o r m  several functions according 
to its constitution. C S C  was an

organization organized by a speech 
class last year. Thus, the Student Council did not grant them r ec og­nition as an official student organi­
zation. T h e  radio station would 
have to m e e t  the test of a grant of official recognition from the student council before any c o n ­
crete action can take place.If student funding is to lie used 
in any way, m e m b e r s  of the radio station committee would have to present theircase for funding through the stu­dent budget to the Student Budget and Finance C o m m i t t e e . T h i s  c o m ­
mittee is the m o s t  powerful stu­dent com mitte e on campus. T h e  
com m i t t e e  holds the reigns over the S C O T S M A N  , A L M A N I A N  . T H E  
F A C E F I N D E R  (PIG B O O K ) ,  the Student Council, and the Union

Board.W h e n  the question of a radio 
station w a s  before the student body the last time, it w a s  p r o ­
posed that a separate c o m m u n i t y  government governing board be created for the radio station. At 
the present time, no such p r o p o ­
sals have been present on any f o r m  by the task force.
