T h e  Student Council
H E  Student Council was organized in 1919 as the contribution of the students 
to their o w n  government. Its usefulness has g r o w n  steadily through the 
years until n o w  w e  consider ourselves almost self'governing.

T h e  w ork of the Council in co-ordinating the life of the student body has been 
manifested by their activities of the last two years. T h e  Pajama Parade and C a m p u s  
D a y  are perhaps the most outstanding examples of their activity. T h e  former is of 
great interest to both students and townspeople and the latter settles any ideas of c a m ­
pus supremacy which m a y  have developed during the year. T h e  Council has greatly 
enlivened H o m e c o m i n g  D a y  by its interest in the parade and its management of the 
day s activities.

During the year 1929-30 the Council sponsored the innovation k n o w n  as “Student 
Chapel which lived a valiant and glorious life on M o n d a y  of each week in the hands 
of the various student organizations on the campus. Although these enjoyable inter­
ludes were very well received they were, by consent of the student body, not resumed 
this fall.

A s  a part of the Council program of fostering relations with other institutions the 
Council has each year sent representatives to the Michigan League of Nations Model 
assembly. In 1930 they sent three delegates from the W right Hall Senate to the 
W o m e n s  Government Council in Lansing.
